and economic matters forms part of
training of IFS probationers on their
induction into the IFS.  Thereafter,
the majority of them handle commercial
and economic assignments in the course
of first 2 or 3 postings. On return
to Headquarters, some of them are
deputed to the economic minis-
tries.  In-service training in economic
and commercial work is also being organi-
sed. Economic and commercial work
constitutes an integral component of
modern diplomacy. In conformity with
the 1946 decision setting up an integrated
foreign service, there is no need for sepa-
rating the work of commercial repre-
sentatives rom our diplomatic missions.
Experienced and especially qualified
non-IFS officers are also appointed
in some of these posts from time to

time.
