DR. M. M. S. SIDDHU: 

Will the Minister of RAILWAYS be 
pleased to state: 

(a) whether Government have received 
any complaints from the railway passengers 
from Valsad in the Western Railway 
regarding the refusal of station authorities to 
issue card tickets at Churchgate, Bombay; 

(b) if so, what are the reasons for not 
issuing card tickets; and 

(c) what steps Government have taken to 
provide card tickets at Valsad and Churchgate 
stations? 

THE MINISTER OF RAILWAYS (SHRI 
A. B. A. GHAN1 KHAN CHAU-DHURI): 
(a) A complaint was received by the Western 
Railway authorities regarding non-issue of 
card tickets at Valsad station for Churchgate 
station. 

(b) and (c) Churchgate is only a suburban 
station and only suburban trains are being run 
upto Churchgate station. Non-suburban trains 
terminate at Bombay Central. Therefore, at 
Churchgate station, tickets are issued ex-
Churuchgate to stations located on the 
suburban sections only. Valsad being located 
on non-suburban section, there is no 
provision of printed tickets being issued ex-
Churchgate to Valsad and vice versa.
