THE MINISTER OF RAILWAYS

by the Western Railway authorities re-
garding non-issue of card tickets at Val-
sad station for Churchgate station.

(b) and (c) Churchgate is only a
suburban station and only suburban trains
are being run upto Churchgate station.
Non-suburban trains terminate at Bombay
Central, Therefore, at Churchgate sta-
tion, tickets are issued ex-Churuchgate to
stations located on the suburban sections
only. Valsad being located on non-sub-
urban section, there is no provision of
printed tickets being issued ex-Churchgate
to Valsad and vice versa.
