Gauge conversion in Gujarat

(b) whether he is aware about slow speed and few projects of gauge
conversion in Gujarat;

(c) whether he would take up the work of Bhildi-Samkhyali gauge
conversion; and

(d) what is the scope for double container arrangement?

THE MINISTER OF STATE IN THE MINISTRY OF RAILWAYS
(SHRI R.VELU): (a) No, Sir. The projects in Gujarat are being progressed as per
the priority and availability of resources.

(b) Under 'Project Unigauge' a number of gauge conversion projects
have been taken up and in all, about 1200 kms of lines including main
routes have already been converted to broad gauge since April, 1992. The
ongoing works are progressing satisfactorily as per the resource
availability.

(c) Gauge conversion of Bhildi-Samakhiyali section has already been
completed in March, 2006.
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
