THE MINISTER OF AGRICULTURE
(RAO BIRENDRA SINGH): The answer
to Starred Question No. 287 given in the
Rajya Sabha on 22-10-82 related to the
quantity of seeds of wheat, rice, pulses
and oilseeds supplied to farmers by the
Indian Council of Agricultural Research
Institutes. However, the information now
provided relates to the total quantity of
seeds of all crops. It include,;; sepds
suppled to farmers * well as to seed
producing  agencies. The relevant
information is given below:

(a) No Sir, the sales of seeds by
Indian Agricultural Research Institute
during the last three years have not
declined except for a small decline
during 1981-82 because of the incidence
of Karnal Runt disease of wheat which
made some of the seed stocks
unacceptable. On the other hand there
has been a major increase in the
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quantity of seeds sold by IARI during
1982-83 ag indicated below:

(b) The information is being collected
from the various ICAR Institutes and
will be placed on the Table of the House.
