2. On the economic side, the need
is to tone up lhe economy, enhance
production and producuvny ehiminate
non-productive ‘expenditure and con-
tain prices In the midst of infla-
tionary pressures in several contries,
we can take legitimate pride in our
success in containing inflation. Whole.
sale prices in mid January, 1983 were
only 2.8 per cent higher than 12
months earlisr. And this 1n spite of

‘widespread drought affecting 48 Mil.

lion hectares and 312 million (31.2
crores) people. The public distribu-
tion system was expanded dnd made
more efficient - About 50,000 fair price

. shops, were opened in the last three

years. This year the Central Govern-
ment would be releasing to the Stateg
about. Rs. 7,000 million . (Rs. 700
crores), the highest in any yeur for
relief to victims of drought, floods and
cyclones, Our sympathies go to the

.people hit by these natural calamlties

and we admire their courage and the
sense of duty of relief workers,

3. The pertormance of our infras-
tructure and our industry las main.
tained improvement. Betweep ‘April
and December, 1982, power generation
rose by 7.2 per cent and production
of coal by 42 per cent, cement by
10.2 per cent and fertilizers by 9.6 per
cent. The railways increased the
movement of freight by 3.5 per cent.
The ports have, by and large elimi-
nated the waiting time of vessels.
There has been a recovery in
production. The high priceg c¢f oil
continued to be a purdan on the
economy, but domestic producticn of
crude during the period rose Ly 30.6
per cent. Against 10.5 million (1.05
crores) tonnes in 1980-81 production
was 16.2 million (1.62 crores) tonnes
in 1981-82 and is anticipateq to be
21 million (2.1 crores) tfonnes in
1982-83, In spite of the difficulties
of balance of payments, unfavourable
seasonal conditions, and the severe
constraint on resources, the cconomy

steel ~
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achieved reasonable growth for a
second successive year. The turn.
over of public sector has increased by
21 per cent in the first nine months
of the current year, There has been
significant expansion in the small
industry sector which has maintained
a rate of growth of aroung 10 per
cent. Despite the problems faced by
kharif and rabi, procurement of rice
and wheat was higher than in any
previous year. Governmenf have
given farmers the benefit of higher
procurement prices.

4. The increase in exports ig being
maintained. In the first seven months
of the current financial year exports
are expected {o be about 17.8 per
cent higher than the provisional
figure of Rs. 39,600 million (Rs. 3960
crores) in the corresponding period of
the previous year. The trend towards
rapid inrcreases in imports hag been

- curbed. Although the overall import

bill may show a rise to meet the deve-
lopmental needs of our economy it
wil] be possible to check the growth
of importy further with the accelerated
programme of oil exploraiion and pro-
duction and increaseg investments in
other sectors such ag steel ang fer-
tilizers. Prices of the raw materials
whch  developing counfries export
have fallen sharply, while the prices
of manufactureq goods which we im-
port have gone up considerably, The
high interest rates in the West have
further aggravated the situation for

countries like India. * . | hea e

5. The world is going through a
critical economic period. Many coun.
tries are in the grip of recession and
have been cutting down investment.
We, however, were able o iaintain
the tempo of our development. Cen-
tral Plan outlay hag increased by 27
per cent and the total outlay on
Central and State Plans put together
has gone up bv 21 per cent. The Re-
vised Twenty-Point Programme
which was announced on 14 January,
1982 with its emphasis on the service
of the poor and the weak, has shown
heartening results, Thig year, more
than 330 mililon additional mandays

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of rural employment will be generat-

ed under the National Rural Employ-

ment Programme. There has also.
been significant spurt in the activties .
of the Khadi anq Village Industries
Commission and efforts have been

consciously made to link these with

Drinking water facilities

have been extended to a further 24,000-
problem villages, More than 540,000
house sites have been provided. Loans-
from the Housing and Urban Develop-

ment Corporation will help the Cons--
truction of 225,000 dwellings.® An

6. As a token of the debt which the
nation owes to persons who brought .
us freedom, the Government have en-

7. Government are vitally concern-
ed with the welfare of Scheduled
Castes and Scheduled Tribes and have
evolved a three.pronged strategy
This consists of the Special Component
plang of State Governments and Cen-
tra] Ministries, special Cent-al assis-
tance in addition to the States’ Special.
component plans, and the Scheduled

9. There was a surge of popular,
support to and participation in the
Family Planning Programmes. During
the Period April, 1982 to January, 1983
the number of acceptors of, all fafni_

Pro-
grammes for the control of leprosy,
blindness and tuberculosis are being
implemented with renewed vigour

under the Revised Twenty-Point
Programme.
10. Our concern for industrial

workers equals our concern for agri-
cultural workers and farmers., The
amendments to the Industrial Dis.
putes Act provide for internal ma-
chinery to settle grievances and en-
sure that labour courts give decisions
within a stipulated time.

11. Programmes and stretegies for
improving the quality of education,
eradicating adult illiteracy ang uni-
versalising elementary education in
the age group of 6—14 continued to
receive high priority with special
emphasis on the education of girls.

12. Two significant eventy of last
yvear which will have a far-reaching
impact on the future of our young
peaple, and their physical and mental
alterness, are the creation of a De.
partment of Sports and the success-
ful holding of Asian Games, The
manner in which the Games were or-
Ranised has begn widely acclaimed.
The construction and upgradation of
17 stadia and sports facilities conform-
ing to international standards prov-
ed our capacity to rise to major
challenges. This infrastructure will
serve our sportsmen and sportswomen
in the years to come,

18. The Games also provided the oc.
casion for the extension of television
to many new areas and the introduc-
tion of colour telecasting. Ouy tele-
vision policy will give specia] atten-
tion to the needs of our rural popu-
lation and the utilisation of this
powerful medium for education and
development. -

J4. B has been an eventful year
for qur acience and techmology. We
haveg formulatey and announced a
Technology Policy Statement setting

15. INSAT-1B which will be launch-

18. Honourable Members are aware
of the problems we faced in ensuring
continuity of fuel supplies for our
Tarapur nuclear power reactor. These
have now been sorted out in consul-
tation with the Governments of
France and USA. b

17. T shall now turn to the domes-
tic political scene. Divisive and
disruptive forces are at work
fomenting violence and weakening
the national fabric. These must be
fought resolutely. Government have
taken the initiative to associate the
Opposition in discussions en major
issues like those relating to Assam
and the Punjab, ang this welcome
trend must continue, Communal and
anti_national elements have been
indulging in objectionable activities
in many areas and thes, will have to

constitutionaj obligation,

19. The international situation has
deteriorated. The escalation of foreign
military intrusion in the Indian
Ocean in disregard of the wishes of
littoral States, the continuing war
between Iran and Iraq, the increasing
recklessness of Israel and the
sufferings of the Palestinians, the
aggressive actg of the racist
regime of South Africa against its
own people and its neighbours and
the lack of progress in the Disarma-

ment Talks and in North-South
dialogue are all matters of concern.
Political solutiong are yet to be

found to the situations in South-West
and South-East Asia,

20, Certain developments in  our
neighbourhood have worsened our
security environment, The entire

nation is exercised over the acquisi-
tion of sophisticated weaponry by our
neighbour, Pakistan. Our own policy
has been to pursue injtiatives and
improve relations with our neigh-
bours, It is hoped that the meetings
that have taken place with the
President of Pakistan and between
officials of the two countries will
eventually lead to the conclusion of
an enduring relationship of peace,
friendship amd cooperation.

21. We have also had talks with
the Chief Martia] Law Administrator

of Bangladesh. These have led to a
strengthening of friendly relations.
The third roung of official-leve] talks
with China on the boundary gquestion
angd other bilatera] matters took place
in Beijing last month. Our relations
with Bhutan, Nepal, and Sri Lanka
have maintained their even course.

22. Our policy of non-aligned has
helped us to work unswervingly for

the objectives of peace, friendship
and stability throughout the world
and in our region., As Honourable
Members are aware, the Seventh

Conference of Non-Aligned Countries
will take place early next month in
New Delhi. We are playing host to
# at the unanimoug request of the
non-alighed community, [t wij be
the largest gathering of Heads of
nationg to be helg in our country.
It j5 our ardent hope that the sum-
mit will make an important contri-
bution to the solution of the problems
besetting the international commu-
nity. Later in ‘the year another major
conference is being held in the
Capital—the Commonwealth Heads of
Government Meeting. We must put all
our energies into the task of making
a success of both these conferences.

23. I should also refer to the visits
of my predecessor to Ireland and
Yugoslavia and of our Prime Minister
to the United Kingdom, Saudi Arabia,
the United States of America, Japan,
Mauritius, = Mozambique ang the
Union of Soviet Socialist Republics
ang the visits of India of the Presi-
dents of Tanzania and Greece, King
of Bhutan, the Presidents of
Mozambique, Algeria, Nauru, Pakistan,
France, Egypt and Nigeria, the
Prime  Ministers of the  TUnited
Kingdom, Nepal and Mauritius, the
Chairman of the P.L.O., the Chief
Martial Law Administrator of
Bangladesh as well as other states-

In the death 'of Mr. Leonid Ilyich
Brezhnev, President of the So-
viet Union, General Secretary
of the Central Committee of
the Communist Party of the
U.S.S.R:, the world hag lost an
outstanding leader who guided the
destiny of not only his country, but
the whole world for nearly two deca-
des, He wag not the Leader of the
Soviet Union alone; he was in a way
an impontant leader of mankind and
by virtue of his policies, he influenc-
ed the course of history in many
ways.

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Though leading a  super-power
country Mr. Brezhnev fully realised

tegic Arms Limitation Treaty  with
the U.S.A.

For us the passing away of Mr. Bre-
zhnev is loss of a true and steadfast
friend who had always shown keen
interest in the development and
well-being of this country., He had
developed a close friendship and es-
tablished a personal rapport with the
Prime  Minister Shrimati Indira
Gandhi, and in spite of his busy
schedule, he vsifed this country twice
during the last decade. It was under
his leadership that the Indo-Soviet
Cooperation and Friendship Treaty
was signed, and economic trade scien-
tific and cultural exchanges acquired
a new dimension and achieved matu-
rity. His death is as much a loss to
%ndia as it is to the Soviet Union.

Mr. Brezhnev showed the friend-
liest interest in our progress and, if I
may say so, there had never been
the slightest suggestion, implicit or
explicit, that we should line up with
the Soviet Union on issues having in-
ternational bearing.

Born in a stee] worker’s family in
1906, i the Ukraine Province of the
Soviet Union, Mr. Leonid Brezhnev
joined the Communist Party at the
young age of 17. In the early days of
hig life, he was engaged in land re-
clamation and agricultural work, but
he joined the Institute of Metallurgy
in 193% and qualified from there as
an engineer. He soon worked his way
up, but during ¥%he Second World
War wis drafted in the Soviet Army.
When the War came to an end, he
had riten to the rank of Lt.-Gene-
ral. Aiter the War, he was actively
engagel in party and State affairs
ang sluwly rose in the party hierar-
