"Consequent on the increase in the procu-
trement price of paddy, it has also been
decided to raise the issue prices of all
varieties of rice by Rs. 13 per quintal
over the present levels with immediate
effect.

In regard to cotton the Government has
decided to fix the minimum support price
of kapas of fair average quality of J-34
variety at Rs, 380 per quintal for 1982-
83 season. The corresponding prices of
other varieties would as usual be fixed by
the Textile Commissioner.

SHRI KRISHNA MOHAN BHAMI1-
DIPATI (Andhra Pradesh): Sir, in An-
dhra Pradesh, nearly five lakh small far-
mers, six lakh  marginal farmers and
about twenty lakh agricultural labourers
have been affected by the drought situa-
tion. According to the State Government
statistics, the loss of yield of crop js abnut
54 lakh tonnes and the estimated loss in
terms of rupees is about Rs. 600 crores,
The State Government has submiitted pro-
posals to the Government of India for a
special assistance of nearly Rs. 200 cro-
res to meet the drought situation in the
State, I request the hon. Minmster to give
an assurance on the floor of the House
that Andhra Pradesh will be given all
possible assistance including the Rs. 200
crores sought by the State Government
to face the challenge of drought in the
State.

RAO BIRENDRA SINGH:.Sir, as has
already been stated by my colleague, a
Central team will be visiting Andlira Pra-
desh. We have received some informa-
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tion from the State and after assessing the
situation, we shall see what relief can be
granted for the State Goverugent

SHR1 SHRIDHAR WASUDEQO DHA-
BE: Mr. Vice-Chairman, Sir, the state-
ment which has been made is very vague
in many important aspects.

RAO BIRENDRA SINGH: Very detai-
led.

SHRI SHRIDHAR WASUDEY DHA-
BE: But it is very vague in many impor-
tant aspects. They have givea sume hgo-
re$ about giving relief in 1-zard to the
flood situation. But the  statement does
not mentizn what financial a-ustance has
been given (o the States. It only says so
much fooagiains, jawar and other thipgs
have been supplied. I am (esi.tng niy-
self to Maharashtra, The s .-atiou in
Maharashtra is very grave. ‘st ten dis-
tricts, but seventeen districts have heen
affected by drought, A large numbet of
cattle have been affected. The unani-
mous demand has been that these
areas should be declared as famine-
affected and the Famine Manual
should apply. 1 would like to know
from the hon. Minister, when did he get
the report from the Maharashtra Govern-
ment about the drought situation, what
has been the demand for financial assis-
tance and what financial assistance has
been given? Secondly, there has also been
a demand that the Employment Guaran-
tee Scheme should be extended to the
drought-affected areas so that the people
will be able to get some jobs as well as
relief. May 1 know from the hon. Minis-
ter whether any food-for-work program-
me has been asked for by the Maharash-
tra Government and whether additional
foodgrains will be supplied to them $0
that they can get not only jobs, but they
will also be able to get some foodgrains as
part of their wages? I would like to know,
what is the demand made by the Maha-
rashira Government? A statement has
been made in the Bombay Press that Rs.
130 crores is the amount required. May
I know from the hon Minister whether
they have given a single pie up till now
by way of assistance to the Maharashtra
Government? Tt is no use sending teams.

RAO BIRENDRA SINGH : A Centre-il
team is visiting Maharashtra and it is in
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Maharashtra today, The situation is being
assessed in regard to the National Rural
Employment programme which is being
implemented by the Maharashtra Govern-
ment as the Employment Guarantee
Scheme. We have a formula for giving
money as well as foodgrains, for employ-
ment in the rural areas and there i8 no
special programme now sanctioned by
the Government for drought-affected areas
particularly. But it is up to the State Gov-
ernment to utilise the funds and food-
grains in specific areas where the need is
greater, where the areas are drought-af-
fected. The real situation and the quan-
tum of relief to be granted will be asses-
sed after the report of the Central team
is received,

SHRI SHRIDHAR WASUDEO DHA-
BE: What is the demand by Maharashtra
Government? What is the assistance they
want? And what assistance have you
given so far? The drought conditions are
prevailing there for the last three months.

SHRI R. V. SWAMINATHAN: The
Central team is there,

SHRI SHRIDHAR WASUDEO DHA-
BE: I am asking what their demand is.

RAO BIRENDRA SINGH: I am not
going into the guestion of demand at pre-
sent the demands from the States, in my
view, are generally exaggerated. Unless
we have a full report from the Central
team I am not going to say anything at
this stage.

DR. MALCOLM S. ADISESHIAH
(Nominated): Mr. Vice-Chairman, I have
read the statement on  drought by the
Minister with interest and, as he has sta-
ted, he has tried briefly to cover the
whole country. Now I would like to con-
fine myself to that part of the statement
on drought in Tamil Nadu, and I have
three questions. Firstly, as he knows, and
certainly as the Minister of State knows,
the most urgent drought problem of
Tamil Nadu is to save the present Kuru=
vai crop—the major part of which is
grown in two districts—and only 50 per
cent of the hectarage has been covered
because of the drought. Now even that
50 per cent is going to wither away un-
less some 36 TMC feet of water is made
available for these two lakh hectares of
Kuruvai crop, and this has to come from
Karnataka., Now the Karnataka Govern-
ment and the Tamil Nadu Government
have negotiated and the Karnataka Gov-
ernment has given 22 TMC feet today.
Now I would say to the Minister that the
Central Government can ask Karnataka
to give Tamil Nadu more, the 36 TMC
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feet, immediately to save the Kuruvai
crop, The whole of south will be affected
if the kuruvai crop fails. So, this is the
first aspect of drought I would call the
attention of the Minister too. 1 think he
knows it and it should be met,

The second aspect is, as his statement
about Tamil Nadu says, 1t is correct in
the sense that the figures given by the
Meteorological Department before I Jeft
Madras today are there. The announce-
ment was made today that 14 out of the
15 districts, not 11, are now drought stric-
ken and when the Minister receives the
report from the Government, he will
know it. Unfortunately, the Tamil Nadu
Government, like last year, also is one
of the last Governments to send the de-
tails with its report.

RAO BIRENDRA SINGH: There will
be rains from October to December in
Tamil Nadu. It has rained recently.

DR. MALCOLM S. ADISESHIAH:
That is the hope. I am coming to that,
The second point is, what is called, the
north-east monsoon from the middle of
October to the middle of December is
the only hope of saving the second crop.
But, even that will not save the area which
is not covered by the north-east monsoon
and I want to tell the Minister that real-
ly the greater part of the drought-affected
areas need a special NREP programme in
order to provide employment for the starv-
ing landless labourers.

Thirdly, I would call attention to the
request made by the Tamil Nadu Govern-
ment for providing special rice for tiding
over the problem in the next four months
which is a very difficult period. I think
they asked for eight lakh tonnes for the
four-month period in order to tide over
that, These are my three questions,

One question of mine on the hon.
Minister’s statement is about the enhznced
procurement price—nobody has referred
to it, I must say that Rs. 122 per quin-
tal which is announced will not cover—I
am speaking here as an economist and
not as a politician—the cost of cultiva-
tion in Tamil Nadu. Now I would say
that last year the Central Government
was very strict with the Karnataka Gov-
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ernment and some other Governments
which were trying to give a bonus over
and above the agreed Central price. Bul
there is a certain problem in that in cer-
tain local areas, in  certain States Lke
Tami} Nadu, the price announced—the
Central price—does not cover the cost of
cultivation and I think that this should be
taken into account when you come to
deal with State Governments giving some
extra money for covering the cost. Sir,
these are the four question§ that I have
put.

SHRI R. V. SWAMINATHAN: Sir, it
is true that in the Thanjavur district in
Tamil Nadu, the kurinvai crop is affected.
There are four lakhs of acres to be cul-
tivated.  Unfortunately, because of the
failure of the monscon and also because
Cauvery water was not available, they
have cultivated only two lakhs of acres.
But that also was withering. Fortunately,
there was good rain all over India saving
the crops. This has helped save the kuru-
vai crop. The Chief Minister, Karnataka
Government has agreed to release some
more water to Cauvery and that also
will help to save the kuruvai crop. So far
as Tamil Nadu is concerned, October is
the month of monsoon. This month and
the next month we are going to get good
monsoon. We pray to the Almighty for
good monsoon, Regarding the price of
Rs. 122, this is a matter of opinion,

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (DR. RAFIQ
ZAKARIA): Do not leave everything to
the Almighty.

SHRI R. V. SWAMINATHAN: Rs. 122
price has been fixed on the recom-
mendation of the APC. They have also
studied all the aspects. The hon. Mem-
ber mentioned that this is not adequate.
But they say that it is adequate, Opinions
differ. This hag been fixed after the Ca-
binet had agreed with the proposal of the
APC. Therefore, I hope the hon. Mem-
ber would be satisfied with this.
