The first disci-
pline in Asiad normally starts at 9 a.m. and 
the last discipline, football, starts at 7.00 
and if you make the office hours* from ll 
a.m, to 6 p.m., none of the Government 
employees will be able to enjoy] any of the 
disciplines. Sir, in a state of affairs where 
we consider Asiad is not so much importaut 
that Parliament's session is proponed— 
which is considered to be extraordinary and 
against which we protested from this side 
of the House—ive feel that te deny the 
opportunity to Government employees will 
be something which I find yery difficult to 
accept and I think that the Government 
employees can be given a fair opportunity 
of watching it by shifting the office timing. 
For example, if we make the office hours 
from 10 a.m. (to 2 p.m. or 9 a.m. to 2 p.m., 
a large number of employees will be able to 
witness the games in the field and also 
through the TV. Also it has been toid to us 
that if the office hours are extended uP to 
six, at six p.m. in November it will be dusk 
and with the Push of commuters going 
from one stadium to aether, the office, 
goers would find it extremely difficult to 
reach their homes and lady employees   of 
Demi   will be   realiy     ln 

difficulty because they may got a bus only 
at nine or ten in the hight and you know in 
Delhi what distances people come from. 
Therefore, I would draw the attention of 
the Government to change the office 
timings suitably so that Government 
employees of Delhi also have an oppor-
tunity of witnessing some events in the field 
as well as in the media because he 
announced change of timings will 
completely create a sense of frustration 
amongst them.
