THE DEPUTY MINISTER IN THE

flat fare of one rupee on the Delhi Ring 
Railway is a new concept in conformity 
with the fare structures in several 
metropolitan cities of the world. Basically 
the flat fare equates with the fare structure 

in other metropolitan cities in India, when 
viewed in the context of average lead. 

(b) It is always the endeavour of the 
Government to keep in view the interests of 
the workers and weaker sections of the 
society, as also the cost of rendering the 
service, while framing the fare structure.

THE DEPUTY MINISTER IN THE 
MINISTRY OF RAILWAYS AND IN THE 
DEPARTMENT OF PARLIAMENTARY 
AFFAIRS (SHRI MALLIKARJUN) : (a) 
and (b) A joint memorandum dated 6-8-82 
has been received from seme Members of 
Parliament regarding increase in the 
frequency of Sonebhadra Express between 
New Delhi and Patna from 3 days a week to 
daily. 

Increase in the frequency of Tri weekly 
Sonebhadra Express to daily has not been 
found feasible due to path   difficulty   as    
167/168   Delhi-Bhagalpur Vikramshila 
Express ard 153/154   Delhi-Muzaffarpur  
Jayanti Janata  Express  are running  on bi-
weekly basis  on the remaining 4 days to the 
same path, thereby providing a daily service 
between Delhi and Patna. In addition there is 
problem oi teimi-nal facilities at Patna and 
Delhi as also there  is  an acute  shortage  of 
coaching stock.   As such, increase in the 
frecjuency of 191/10,2 Sonebhadra Express 
from tri-weekly to daily has not been found 
feasible.
