Second Class flat fare of one rupee on
the Delhi Ring Railway is a new
concept in conformity with the fare
structures in several metropolitan
cities of the world.

lead.

6-8-82 has been received from scme
Members of Parliament regarding
increase in the frequency of Sore-
bhadra Express between New Delhi
and Patna from g days a week to
daily.

Increase in the frequency of Tri
weekly Sonebhadra Express to daily
has not been found feasible due to
path difficulty as 167/168 Delhi-
Bhagalpur Vikramshila Express ard
153/154 Delhi-Muzaffarpur Jayanti
Janata Express are running on bi-
weekly basis on the remaining 4 days
to the same path, thereby providirg a
daily service between Delki and Patna.
In addition there is problem of termi-
nal facilities at Patna ard Delhi as
also there is an acute shortage of
coaching stock. As such, increase in
the frequency of 1g91/1¢2 Sonetlkadra
Express from tri-weekly to daily has
not been found feasible.
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
