Formal 
approval ofthe Planing Commission is 
awaited. 

(b) The Project on completion 
will provide annual irrigation to an 
area of 1.66 lakh hectares. This pro 
ject, as such, will not afford any bene 
fits of flood control. However, the 
Dam proposed in Bihar in which a 
specific provision of Head Storage, has 
been made together with construc 
tion of flood embankments in Orissa 
are expected to benefit an area of 0.8 
lakh hectares in Orissa.
