Passenger and Cargo ship service
between the mainland and the
Andamans and Nicobar Islands

THE MINISTER OF SHIP-
PING AND TRANSPORT (SHRI
C. M. STEPHEN): (a) The present
passenger and Cargo ship service
between the mainland and the Anda-
man and Nicobar Islands and also
between these Islands is not consi-
dered, by and large, inadequate.

(b) Yes, Sir.

(c) To meet the increasing re-
quirements, the Andaman and Ni-
cobar Administration acquired a
passenger vessel M.V. ‘AKBAR’
in April, 1982 for being operated on
the mainland/Andaman  service.
A praposal to supplement the ser-
vices by another ship for six months
in a year is being examined.

As for inter-Island  services,
presently  there are four wvessels
overating including a new vessel
M.V. ‘SENTINEL’ acquired by
the Andaman and Nicobar Ad-
ministration on 28-7-1982.  Another
similar vessel-is expected to be deli-
vered by Mazagon Dock Ltd. by
December, 1982. Besides, 23 vessels
of various sizes are proposed to
be acquired during 6th Five Year
Plan bv the Andaman & Nicobar
Administration.
