*462. SHRI M. KALYANASUN-
DARAM: Will the Minister of
AGRICULTURE be pleased to state:

"Bedlam at Milk Booths";

(b) if so, whether Government
are aware that similar situation exists
in almost all the DMS booths
including those in VIP areas; and

ed to be taken to stop the bulk
selling of bottles to the profession
al suppliers to enable the real con
sumers to get the milk?

THE MINISTER OF STATE IN
THE MINISTRIES OF AGRICUL-
TURE AND RURAL DEVELOP-
MENT (SHRI R. V. SWAMINA-
THAN): (a) Yes, Sir.

(b) and (c) At present the bulk of
the milk supplied by Delhi Milk
Scheme is being marketed through its
milk depots on the basis of 'first come
first served'. The milk supplied to
consumers through home delivery
agents is distributed through 63
exclusive home delivery depots.

Out of 1009 depots catering to
consumers directly, only in about 146
depots the group system also
operates. Out of these only in about
10 booths the milk supply was being
made  exclusively to  groups.
Instructions have been
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issued to effect window sales also,
even in these 10 depots.

In order to meet the increased
demand of DMS milk and in order to
effect equitable distribution, the DMS
has also introduced a more intensive
system of conducting surprise
inspection of booths in addition to the
regular inspections. The depot staff
have been given strict instructions not
to sell milk in bulk and whenever
such  instances are  detected,
immediate deterrent action is taken
against the depot staff.

The DMS is also keeping a watch
on the supply to consumers through
home delivery agents.

Delhi Milk Scheme has also
stepped up total distribution of milk
from about 3.26 lakh litres per day in
the month of June, 1982 to about
3.48 lakh litres per day during the
month of August, 1932.
