khand.

(b) The agreement inter alia envisaged
that the issue; which have already been agreed
upon mutually should be implemented within
a months time subject to submission of
specific list by the union and that the
remaining points will be discussed within a
month. It was also agreed that there shall be
no victimisation on account or the strike.

(¢) and (d) The union has not so far
submitted the list of item, to be implemented
in terms of the above mentioned settlement,
Discussions will be held after the list i
submitted by the union.

For th, present the activities in the field of
geo-thermal energy in the country are
concentrated in the promising areas of Puga
Valley in Ladhakh District of Jammu and
Kashmir and Parbati Valley in Kulu District
of Himachal Pradesh.
