Passenger trains on Kachiguda-Manmad 
section had been cancelled only twice during 
the last five summer seasons, i.e. in May, 
1978 and again on and from 16-4-1981, this 
year due to shortage of coal. 

(b) and (c) Yes- Passenger trains 
sometimes are running short of normal 
composition in this section due to shortage of 
coaching stock, etc.
