MATHU (Tamil Nadu): Mr, Deputy
Chairman, Sir, ... (Interruptions)

Sir, 1 beg to call the attention of the
Minister of Home Affairs to the re-
ported mass conversion of Harijans
to Islam in Tamil Nadu and other
parts of the country and the reaction
of the Govéernment of India thereto.

THE MINISTER OF HOME AF-
FAIRS (GIANI ZAIL SINGH): Sir,
Governniient are aware of the reports
about the. recent conversians of Hari-
jans to Islam in Tamil Nadu and somz
other parts of the counfry. Accord-
ing to a report received from the State
Government of Tamil Nadu, 143
families of Harijans, consisting of 553
members, embraced Islam at Meeoak
shipuram village in Triuveelveli, Dis-
trict of Tamil Nadu on 19th February,
1981. Since then, some more cases
of individual and group change of re-
lig,;io'n have also been reportel from
Tamil Nadu. Some isolated cases of
conversion have also been reported
from some other parts of the country.

Conversion from one religion t» an-
other is not a new phenmenon in Indis.
In the past, Harijans had converied
themselves, apart from Tslam, to
Buddhism ¢y Christianity also. ile-
ligion is a matter of individual con-
science. India being a gecular State.
the Constitution guarantees liberty of
faith and worship to al! citizens and
the right freely to profess, practise
and propagate religion, provided that
this right does not contravene the pro-
visions of Part IIT of the Constitution,
and does not impinge upon vpublic
order, morality and health. It is ex-
pected that the individual’s right of

conscience  will be exercised in an
atmosphere free of coercion or induce-
merits. Anything that might create
socidl tensions would naturally cause
concern. We are confident that the
State Governments will take appro-
priate aciion if any violation of law or
threat to peace occur.

You
gave another renewal notice on 4th
September which was considered for
the week Tth September to 11th Sep-
tember, 1981 and accordingly your
name was included in the Calling At-
tention notice admitted by the Chair-
man for the 10th September, 1981. This
notice has since been admitted for the
15th September, 1981. This is the posi-
tion.

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: It 1s
your duty to give the notice. The
office does not give the intimation.
Shrimati Muthu, please.
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DR. (SHRIMATI) SATHIAVANI
MUTHU: Sir, I would like to take tbis
occasion to convey the greetings
through you to all the Hon. Memoers
of this House on the occasion of tae
Birthday of our late, revered leader,
Dr. Arignar Anna, who was a Member
of this august House.

Sir, I thank you very much for giv-
ing me this opportunity to express a
few words on the problem of Harijans,
specially this issue of nationa] import-
ance of mass conversion. We the
Members of Parliament bring to the
notice of the Government the atrocities
committed by the caste Hindus and
the inefficient behaviour of the police.
The Minister replies during the course
of his discussion. But we do not know
the steps taken by thie Government. It
seemg that everything goes to the
dustbin.
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Sir, I regret very much to point out
that the mass conversion of Harijans
not only in Tamil Nadu but also in
other parts of the Country shows that
the Central Government is not sincere-
ly following the directives under arti-
cles 330, 332, 334, 335, 338 to 342, eto.
Is there any proper agency to supervise
their activities? Our Fathers of the
Constitution, including Dr. Ambedkar,
were particular on the point that the
caste and communal differences should
be totally abandoned in the large in-
terest of our nation. The conversion
in Meenakshipuram was made a politi-
cal issue now by vested interests. I
am to point out that the conversion to
Islam in Tamal Nadu is not a new
phenomenon. The hon. Home Minister
has also mentioned this. Not only in
Tami] Nadu but also in many parts of
the country, it was there even before
independence and after independence,
as our Puratchi Thalaivar MGR stated
in a press conference, and a number
of persons were converted to yslam. A
number of Muslims and Christians are
converts since hundreds of years, and
they were Hindus. The Scheduled
Castes embrace the religlons like
Christianity, Sikhism, Buddhism and
now Islam to avoid the maltreatment
of the Hindus and to get a better
social equality. So far as I know, it is
going on from 1929. This revolt by the
untouchables has been there from the
11th century. They were treated as
an outcaste. But then Acharya Rama-
nuja called the outcaste as “Thiruhu-
lather’, that is, the Hidly people. And
he made them enter the temple in the
11th century at Melakota, a village in
Mysore State.

Sir, I would like to ask the hon.
Minister as to how ma#y culprits have
been booked in Gujarat atrocities. Is
it not correct to say that all the 33
accused in the case relating to the
murder of 14 Harijans in Kafalta in
the Almora Hills of Uttar Pradesh
were set free by fhe courts because
of lack of evidence on behalf of the pro-
secution? The same thing happened in
Tamil Nadu when 42 Harijans—men,
women and children—were burnt alive
in Kilvenmani by the caste Hindus.
But the culprits were set free due te
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lack of police evidece by the High
Court of Madras. In most cases lhe
poiice manage to show that the ac-
cused was absconding. But still we
find in this 20th Century that they are
not allowed in temples. In 1930 1itselt
Dr. Ambedkar felt that the conversion
of Harijans into Islam was the ~nlr
way of escaping communal degrada-
tion and humiliation. Gandhiji persu-
aded Dr. Ambedkar to accept the
intermediary formula of reservation
concessions but {hese concessions have
remalned only on paper even after 30
vears of independence. Gandhuyi
named untouchables as Harijans, the
sons of God, the sons of Hari. Evan
“od Hari keeps mum when the sons
re butchered and his daughters are
raped by caste IIindus. The mau
reason I would like to point out is
that the Caste Hindus are yet unable
to adjust themselves with the Hari-
jans but the Mus:ims do adjust. Apd,
Sir, Harijans embrace Islam to get
equal status ang dignity. Untouchabili-
ty still prevails not only in Tamil Nacu
hut all over India There are Calling
Attention notices day in and day out
about the atrodities meted out to Hari-
Jans. The Scheduled Caste people are
not treated as members of the Hindu
religion by members of the Hindu
community,. A man can tolerale
poverty but how can he tolerate tne
insults. The Scheduled Caste peopie
are not even given equal rights in vil-
lages. Separate glass tumblers and
coconut shells are Kept I thotels {rr
them to take tea oc coffee. They are
not allowed to enfer temples, to wear
chanpals, to take water from public
wells and to use public roads. And
even the use of burning grounds is
denied to them. They are still having
separate burial grounds. Even after
death they are separated. The women
are raped and they are beaten black
and blue for the crime which they
never commit. Whenever a theft or a
murder takes placé ¥n the surrounding
areas, they are taken into police cus-
tody under the instructions of the caste
Hindus. If anybody questions the
rights of the caste Hindus, they can-
not tolerate it and they are determined
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to do away with 1¥elr lives. But that
is not the case with Muslims. They
come to the rescue of the Harij*.
Even the kith znd kin of Scheduled
Castes living outside villages are
scared to come o their help because
of the caste Hindus connecfions with
the police. The caste Hindus want
them to be their slaves always.

Even after conversion, 1 was told,
the Muslim leaders tried to get them
concessions given to backward class
Muslims by the State Government, fhe
Tamil Nadu Government has included
some sections of Muslims in the econo-
rhically backwar¢ “Mst for State co
cessions of 50 per <ent Muslim a- .
Tami] speaking Muslims. They are
all included in the backward list to
enable them to get the concessions
that is extended to the backward rom-
munity. So, thesz leaders of Musl ms
are now irying to inciude the new con-
verts i.e, the Harijans. They are iry-
ing to include them in this list so that
they can enable them to get the con-
cessions from the Goveranment. Though
the Harijans are threalened by the
caste Hindus that they may not get the
concessions given to the Scheduled
Castes and Scheduled Tribes, they ave
prepared to forego the  concessio
pbecause all concess.ons never reach t!
grass-root level. Most of the village
never enjoyed these conces<ions. Th.:_%
demangd equal sfatus and dignity. The.”
are not prepared in tolerate any mor:-
indignities. They thinlz the' there
no use expecting others to uplitt thewr
social standard

The Scheduled Caste people are not
treated as members of the Hindu 1ieli-
gion by caste Hindus. The Schedulel
Castes are not given equal rights in
villages. The Scheduled Caste social
workers are harassed by others and
they get no help. All political and xch-
gious propaganda stating that Harijans
are equal to others is purely a mis-
leading one.

Sir, in Tamil Nadu due to the con-"%

stant effort and the revolutionary pro-
paganda made by 'Thanthai Periyar in
early 20s, who wss a great social
reformer  accepted By all, there 1s
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awakening among the Harijans in
Tamil Nadu. Sir, there is awakening
wong the Harijans. They are con-
\%Oug oi inewr position in the cociefy,
their Coastitutional rights and how
they are duped by the people in power
uémg their name to get votes and 1o
remaln in power. Their ecoilomic con-
dition 1s werst throughout 1he country.
Reservations in Government services
are not filled up. Not only that, edu-
cated poouple lke the medicos in
Gﬁjarat, the birth place of the father
of the nation, Mahatma Gandhi, are
questioning the Conslituiional rights
of the Scheduled Castes. They argue
as to why they should be given veser-
wvafion. What was the Government
able to do? Just to pass the resolution
in loud voice once more in Parliament!
When the attitude of the caste Hindus,
educated youths is such towards the
Scheduled Castes, how can the raste
Hindus in villages treat the Scheduted
Castes as their brethren? A famous
poet in Delhi and a learned engineer
embraced Islam with their family con-
demning the atrocitiqg from the hands
of caste Hindus. The Harijans do not
want any favour from caste Hindus.
They demand their rights as an Indian
and as a member of the Hindu religion.

I would like to know from the Home
Minister as tp what did the Govern-
-&ent do to prevent conversion. They

cannot pass out legislation to ban con-

versions, as it is the Constitulional

Tight of an individual to propagate, to

profess and to practise his religion.

They are trying many outlets to

preathe fresh air. One such waycut

is to embrace Islam. Another move
is taking place in Tamil Nadu and in

Pondicherry, There is mass shifting
of dweliing places from one village to

another where they think they can live

without the h'nderance of the caste

Hindus. Thirty families have shifted

from Maothanayanar Kulam to Banan-

gulam; 150 families from Vadukatchi

Madil to Eruvadi where there is much
- population of Muslims; in Thirunelveli

district; Karayamputhur Harijang in

Pondicherry are trying to shift their

dwellings to some other place. I think
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they have met the hon. Home Minister.
They do not have lands to cultivate.
no house to live in, as they are bande:
labourers getting wages of Rs. 2 to 3
per day which is in no way sufficient
for a family per day. 8o, like the
nomadic race, they have started seerk-
G o plece of peace asd calm The
Government should take this provlem
se,.susly. Today, tne revpluiioa ad
Meenakshipuram has shaken the whole
country and this is followed in many
places in other Siates also. There is
no use in putting the blame on others
and finding faulls. I want a cate-
gorical reply from the Minister about
the steps iaken by the Government to
ensure full protection to the calm life
of the Schedule Caste people.

Sir, in this connection, I would like
to suggest a few points, to help tha
desperate Harijang and to improve
their social conditions in the Hindu
fold. Our Tamil Nadu Government
under the dynamic leadership of our
leader, Puratchi Thalaivar, M.G R. has
arranged inter-caste marriages and
inter-dining in the temples to eradircate
untouchability. There is already legis-
lation to recognise self-respect, mar-
riages movement, where you do not
engage purohits to conduct marriage.
The bridge and the bridegroom just
change garlands, So, we do away with
this Hindu ritual which is the main
reason and a cause for casteism. Sir,
recently, the Tamil Nadu Government
has passed a legislation for awarding
gold medals to inter-caste married
couples. Recently, the Tamil Nadu
Government have erased the caste
nameg in the street boards. I -want
this should be followed by other State
Governments also. No one can be-
come Archaka in the temple, unless he
belongs to the traditional Archaka
family. The Harijans are Archagas
in temples_in their own colonies. The
Tamil Nadu Government passed a
legislation that those who learn and
pass the Agamas shall become Ar-
chakas whosoever He ¥ay be, but he
should only be a Hindu. This was set
aside by the Supreme Court...

SHRI V. GOPALASAMY
Nadu): When was it passed?

(Tamil
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DR. (SHRIMATI) SATHIAVANI
MUTHU: You koow when Sathiavani
Muthu was a Minister.

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Mr.
Gopalsamy, you will have your say. Let
her conclude.

DR. (SHRIMATI) SATHIAVANI
MUTHU: I was the Minister at that
time. (Interruptions)

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Let
her conclude now.

Sir, it has been suggested by the
Sankaracharya of Joshimath that
there should be a ban on conver-
sions, (Interruptions).

SHRI B. D. KHOBRAGADE: Which
Sankaracharya?

"DR. (SHRIMATI) SATHIAVANI
MUTHU: [ totally oppose it. Instead
of banning the conversions,... (Inter-
ruptions) ... the religious heads
should see that Harijans are made
self-reliant and they become part of
the Hindu society. (Interruptions)

SHRI B. D. KHOBRAGADE: The
Sankaracharya of Puri has sajg that
the Scheduled Cagteg should be trea-
ted worse than dogs. Is this Sankra-
charya she is referring to? (Interrup-
tions)

SHRI JAGDISH PRASAD MA-
THUR (Uttar Pradesh): If what the
hon. Member sayg is right, then, that

Sankaracharya should be condemned.
(mterruptions‘)

SHRI B. D KHOBRAGADE: No-
body hag condemned.

SHRI JAGDISH

MUTHU: I wily} take only two
minutes. I am condemning the San-
karacharya. Now, Sir, as I said ear-
lier, the Sankaracharya of Joshimath
hag said that thers shoulq be g ban
on, conversions. But I would suggest

that all Sankaracharyas should come <«

forwarg to reform the Hindu religion
in order to eradicate casteism. Hindu
religion is based on Hindu Code, writ=-
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ten by Manu. This can be amended
by the Sankaracharayas if they want

a.._ﬁ save the Hindu fold.

SHRI K, K. MADHAVAN: Why
the Sankaracharyas?
DR. (SHRIMATI) SATHIAVAN]

MUTHU: They are the heads of the
religious maths. Only they should
come forward. Neither Sathiavani
Muthy nor Madhavan can do it. The
whole House cannot do it. If they
want to ban conversions, they should
come forward. ... (Interruptions)

SHRI DHARMAVIR: What steps

# have been taken by the Tamil Nadu

Government to protect the interests
of the Harijans? You did not men-
tion. (Interruptions)

SHRI D. HEERACHAND (Tamil
Nadu): You did not hear her pro-
perly. .. (Interruptions)

DR. (SHRIMATI) SATHIAVANI
MUTHU: &ir, he hag not heard my
speech at all. Just now, I said that
the Tamil Nadu Government have...
(Interruptions) I have mentioned
that the Tamil Nadu Government have
arranged inter-caste marriages, inter-
caste dining and so on. They have
also passed a legislation to erase the
caste names from the street name-
boards. (Interruptions)

SHRI D. HEERACHAND: Sir, the
hon.

DR. (SHRIMATI) SATHIAVANI
MUTHU. Sir, the hon. Member
without listening to me. ... (Interrup-
tions) Sir, he is taking my time. I
would request you to give some more
time.

notice of the Prime Minister, our
Home Minister had written to the
State Government. (Interruptions)

MUTHU: Now, Sir, they say Gulf
money is playing a part in these
conversions.

Can he come forward
to abolish this Chaturvarna, this
Varnashrama Dharma? Will he?

SHRI B. D. KHOBRAGADE: This
ig an important question.

MUTHU: Will he use the money
locked up in the temples in the form
of gold, diamond ang other jwellery
to help the Harijans? Will he come
forward to give al] the lands belong-
ing to the temples to the Scheduled
Castes? He will never do it. His
religion will never admit it.

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Please
conclude.

DR. (SHRIMATI) SATHIAVANI
MUTHU: If the Harjjans can under-
stang the greatness and brotherhood
of the Hindy religion, they would
never got tog embrace any other reli-

gion. Civil Rights Act should
be enforced strictly. Erring offi-
cials, both revenue and police,
should be punished. The Com-

missioner of Scheduled Castes and
Scheduled 'Tribes should be em-
powered to see the socio-economic¢
schemes and implement civil rights
properly and fo take action against
the culprits without fear and favour.
He should be empowered to file cases
directly in the Special Magistrate
Court and the reports sent to the Gov-
ernment. There are many parlia-
mentary ang voluntary commissions
submitting their reports to the Home
Minister. (Interruptions).

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Let her
complete.
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DR. (SHRIMATI) SATHIAVANI
MUTHU: But there is no Central ag-
ancy to supervise the schemes for the
Scheduled Castes in the State.

SHRI ERA SEZHIYAN (Tamil
Nadu); Mr. Deputy Chairman, Sir,
the matter that has keen the subject
of Calling Attention is g very serious
one. It is not only for calling the
attention of the  Minister, but it is
also for calling the attention of the
entire Hindu society, the entire na-
tion, and the entire hwman conscien-
ce. Sir, the mass conversion that
has been reported at Meenakshipu-
ram is only a symptom of a deeper dis-
eases, a deeper malady that is corrod-
ing the Hindy socisty, the Indian
society at large. The reasons  are
not far to seek. After 30 years of
independence, even though our Con-
stitution has given equality to  all
people, in the economic and  social
structure, still the people who had
been relegateg to the bottom of the
society, in the Hindu society, have
been made to suffer there, Sir, as
you rightly pointed out, it is a sen-
sitive subject, In trying to find
scapegoats, in trying to give some
lame excuses for this state of affairs,
let us not add insuly to the Injury
already caused to the community.

Why have conversions taken place
at Meenakshipuram? The Regional
Directoy of Scheduled Casteg and
Scheduled Tribes of {he Union Home
Ministry, Mr, K, Armugam, was

o
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scheduleg to go to this place and in-
@lire about the reasons for these con-
Thig is the report that he
has given to the press; “It was long
years of harassment humiliation and
civil disability that led to mass con-
versions of Harijans to Islam in
Meenakshipuram village according to
the converts’ own testimony.” This
kas been given by a responsible officer
the Regional Director of Scheduled
Castes and Scheduled Tribes, of the
Union Home Ministry. Therefore,
Wwe should go deep into the matter. It
is not only in Meenakshipuram. It is
only one of the latest incidents that
reported. Thousands of
conversions are taking place probably
in all regions of India, And the main
source of conversion is Hinduism,
whether the conversion is to Islam or
Christianity of Buddhism. Many have
been converted from the Hindu society.
Even the State to which the honour-
able Minister, Mr. Makwana belongs,
that State also probably has seen the
largest number of conversions from
the days of Ambedkar, when Maha-
rashtra, Gujarat angq Bombay formed
a composite state, Thousandg and
lakhs of people were converted. And
conversions have been going on.
Why? Probably it is born out of
frustration, out of social oppression,
social tyranny, the tyranny of the high
caste, So they want an escape
from that tyranny. The press has
reported as late as May 3 this year in
the Hindustan Times—speaking about
Gujarat Harijans—that “the move-
ment of conversion and also abandon-
ing Hinduism anq getting converted

"to other religions including Buddhism

and Islam and Christianity has been
gaining ground.” 'The report further
says—I do not know how far this is
true—*“More than a thousand Harijans
got initiation into Buddhism at a
ceremony conducted by a monk from
Thailand; another and more massive
conversion of Harijans to Buddhism
is scheduled to take place on Buddha
Jayanti Day, May 18.” That is the
report coming from Gujarat. Even in
Tamil Nadu, not only Harijans, re-
cently a report appeared in the press,

even caste Hindus, near Tinneveli,
belonging to a community called

Naickers, also threatened to join Islam,
That means wherever something
happens to you, a social indignity is
heaped upon you, more than physical
suffering, it is the mental torture that
is at the root of it, Shri Bhola Pas-
wan Shastri narrateq how humiliated,
how despair, how forlorn, the position
is of the Schedulegq Castes and
Scheduled Tribes. Recently I read
statistics of the murders committed
and women raped in the State of
Madhya Pradesh. I am not bringing
politics into this, This ig beyond party
politics. Statistics is something which
is applicable throughout India, includ-
ing Tamil Nadu, I am not excluding
Hindus, caste Hindus, whether it is in
Ahmadabad or Tinneveli, Here is the
statistics for the months of June to
December, 1980, about 200 days. Dur-
ing this period in Madhya Pradesh it
is given that 1155 murders took place,
out of which the tol] of persons be-
longing to Scheduled Castes and
Scheduleq Tribes comes to 370, form-
ing part of about '32 per cent. The
Scheduleg Castes and Scheduled Tribes
from 24 per cent of the population,
When they apply for a job, they don’t
get it: their representation is not taken
care of. When you take the statislics
of the land-owing class, their number
in that class will be very poor, But
in the statisticg of murders, they score
a higher percentage. Regarding
women that have been raped, during
the same period in Madhya Pradesh,
454 cases have been reported out
of which as many as 213 women be-
longed to the Scheduled Castes and
Scheduled Tribes, Their percentage
is very high 47 per cent. Even though
in the community their share is 24
per cent, in the guffering in the
humiliation, in murders, in rape, they
get a very high percentage. This is
the only consolation the Scheduled
Castes and Scheduled Tribeg people
have been getting,

Therefore, when we approach this
problem we should remember that it
ig not a political problem. it is not even
an economic problem, but it is more a
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social problem. You may write into
the Constitution anything, you may
insert any number of advertisements,
you may give them any amount of
economic aid, it i3 not going to be
solved. Unlesg the Hindu society
obliterates the caste system and caste
distinction based on birth, thig pro-
blem is going to remain one way or
the other, This ig only g warning of
a deeper trouble that is going to come
to this country. You should not leave
this problem to be solved only by
leaving it to the mercies of the caste
Hindus. Unless the Government and
the society take very strong steps to
obliterate and attack the caste system
jtself, the problem is not going to be
solved,

To add insult to injury, we reag in
the press that Gulf money had some
role in these conversions ang the con-
verts Were given inducements or
monetary help. We also read in the
press that one of the grand sons of a
Nawab was converted into Hinduism.
Were those who were converted into
Hinduism also paid money? The
Scheduled Castes people who have
converted into Islam will lose all the
concessions available to the Schedul-
ed Castes, It is reported that the
Regional Director for Scheduled Castes
and Tribes, after visiting Meenakshi-
puram, said “that they would lose the
concessions availablg to the Scheduled
Castes. The converts when contact-
ed, said that they had to choose bet-
ween living as Hindu and a life with
self-respect and dignity.”

The basic issue is that just because
a man is born in a lower caste, he is
treated as an outcast, He is asked to
live in a distant place. He cannot
tread the road used by others. Only
if you attack the caste system and
caste distinction based on birth we
can have a rea] secular society, We
may be talking of democracy st the
political level. At the social level
democracy iy yet to come.

These conversions, as I said, are the
symptom of a deeper disease. Gulf
money, coercion, ete, are only lamgy
excuses. It ig addiag insult to injury.
Conversion may be out of despair and
frustration. After conversion their
problem is not going to Tbe over.
There also they mzy face this situa-
tion. Once these conversions took
place in Meenakshipuram, all caste
Hindus and the protectors of Hinduism
started converging there to find out the
real reasons, Where were they when
these people were suffering? Where
were they when untouchability was
being practised? Where were they
when these people who constitute 24
per cent of our population were not
getting their due share? Now they have
reached Meenakshipuram to fing out
the reasons for their conversion, Un-
less the society changes and wa change
ourselves and abolish caste system,
we wil] not be able to bring equality
and a democratic way of life to them
where humap digaity is offered to
them, They shouldd no longer be
allowed to live ag third or second class
citizens.

SHRI M. R. KRISHNA: Mr, Vice
Chairman. Sir, with a very heavy heart
I have to participate in this debate be-
cause in the first place great leaders
like Mahatma Gandhi, Swami Viveka-
nanda appealed to the Hindu commun-
ity to treat this unfortunate commun-
ity in a better manner. But they were
not able to change the minds and
thoughts of the Hindus. Therefore,
Dr. Ambedkar ang Periyar Rama-
swamy Knaicker spoke volumes againsi
the Hinduism Hindy  hyprocracy.
And alsg when the DMK Government
came under annadurdi, they also
spoke against this and they made the
people to act against religion. They
made the people in Tamil Nadu not
to respect any God or Goddess. This
was the  history of Tamil Nadu.
Therefore, for the Harijans in Tamil
Naduy to shun Hinduism or the Hindu
religion or the caste Hindu leaders
being termed as hyprocriteg is nothing
new. Ag Dr. Ambedkar said, big em-
pireg ang small minds go il] together.
This he sajd when he was piloting the
Constitution and when the guestion of
giving up separate electorate -was dis-
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Shri M, R. Krishno

cussed. This he meant against the
Harjijan Members of the Constituent
Assembly because he thought that
these Harijan Members cannot rise
above the parties or the Government.

What is happening here in this

House? We are supporting sheer ex-
ploitation. Somebody like Dr. Bhai
Mahavir says that the Muslimg are ex-
ploiting the Harijans. And the mover
of thig motion Shrimati Sathiavani
Muthu wag saying that everybody is
wrong, including the Central Govern-
ment, whereas the Tamil Nadu Chief
Minister is the greatest lover of the
Harijans and he is their staunchest
supporter and he is against all these
things. Therefore, we try to act like
this even when a thing like this hap-
pens in this country. Sir, I went to
Meenakshipuram not for the first time;
I have been going round places in
these States, particularly the South-
ern States. If I have to narrate the
atrocities there, I would not be able
to get time for that. Now the first
thing that strikeg anybody in g village
or ir. a State is how far the State
Government is interested in the wel-
fare of weaker sections. My friend
who preceded me said thag the cur-
rency notes had been printed by three
communities and finally the Harijans
were to suffer. Thig is not only in
printing of currencies but in every-
thing everywhere whether in Maha-
rashtry or Andhra Pradesh or Mysore,
the Harijang are being utilized to do
everything in order to enrich the
caste Hindus. This is a regular thing
which i¥ going on. Sir, in Meenak-
shipuram 54 Harijan families have
converted. Some official says that the
number is not that large. Another
official says that if the concessions
which are extended to the Harijans
are withdrawn, they will get re-con-
verted. Now I met some of the offi~
cers, the senior-most officers who are
no more in need of education or posi-
tion. Those officers came and told me
that in ome particular family, almost
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everyone got converted excepting one
officer who ig a senior officer in the
Madras Port Trust. He said, “Any tine
I will have to get converted”,
“Why? You are going to lose every-
thing”. He said, “No. Self-respect
is the most important thing for me
I do not like to die as untouchable”.
Now, what is the appea] from the
Muslim brethren? Nobody would fing
fault with any Muslim. T do not find
fault with any organisation of the
Muslims. When 1 wag in Meenakshi-
puram, the type of news that was
going round the three districts of Ta-
mil Nadu was: (1) 25,000 Harijans in
Kanpur are going to be converted.
(Interruptions) This was the atmos-~
phere prevailing in the three districts
of Tamil Nadu at the time I was there.
There was another newg item which
hag been published in Tamil papers.
That news emanateg from Kuwait.
What did that paper say? It said that
nine croreg of Harijang woulg be con-
verted to Islam according to a plan
which had been drafted or finaliseq in
London. Now, this....(Time bell rings.
What is the time yoy are going to give
me? If I am going to be given only
three or four minutes, then I need not
speak about it. I am the only Mem-
ber speaking from-this side, and you
have seen other Mambers taking more
than 40 minutes. (Interruptions)
Please, Mr. Vice-Chairman, don't
treat me here in the same manner as
Harijang in Tamil Nadu are being
treated. (Interruptions)

SHRI V. GOPALSAMY: Sir, all the
Members who have go far spoken were

SHRI PRANAB KUMAR MUKHER-
JEE: I woulg like to submit that it
was decided when the Calling-Atten-
tion was taken up that only the lea-
ders of the respective parties would
speak. Therefore, if other Members
want to speak, they just cannot speak
on thig Calling-Attention. .

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN: (SHRI
DINESH GOSWAMI): Let us see
how far we can get it, instead of
spending time like this..,,

SHRI GULAM MOHI-UD-DIN
SHAWL: Mr. Vice-Chairman, one
thing I wil] have to bring to the notice
of the Leader of the House and the
Chair. Ag far ag other Members are
concerned, they spoke here and there
was no curtailment of time or limit on
their speeches. But when our turn
comes, when we want to speak and
when we want a certain amount cof
time, you point out that you are short
of time. Had you observed this prin-
ciple or rule and stuck to the sched-
ule since 2 p.m. onwards when the
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House starteq after lunch, probably
we would have been left with enough
time now. That i my point.

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (SHRI
DINESH SINGH): So let us continue

now and see.

SHRI B. D. KHOBRAGADE: Just
one point, Mr, Vice~-Chairman. The
Leader of the House has said that only
leaders of all politica] parties were to
speak. I am very happy that my
friend, Mr. M. R. Krishna, has become
a leader of the party.

SHRI M. R. KRISHNA: These
fifteen minutes which have now been
wasted could have been well utilised
by me. I wag saying that some offi-
cials were feeling -shammelessly
enough—they are the State Govern-
ment officials—that these Harijan
depend only upon the concessions and
therefore if the concession are with-
drawn or if they are threatened that
they will be withdrawn, then they
will reconvert into Hinduism.

Some enthusiasts from the Islam
thought that they could extend some
helping hand to them by providing
site for prayer--whether they paid
Rs. 50,000 or Rs. 60,000 or Rs.
70,000 for this land nobody is going
to ask where the money hag come
from and probably they might have
contributed because some of them are
having intimate contact with some
muslim countrieg which were willing
to give money—and get them into
their fold.

When this king of enthusiasm is
shown in a sma]] place like Meenak-
shipuram, naturally it will arouse the
feelings of every Hindu even though
he might be ill-treating the Harijans.
When I met some of the backward
class people namely. the Thevars who
are supposed to be the worst enemies
of Harijans because of land and wage
disputes, I came to know that some of
them were even planning to chop off
the heads of some of the Harijan con-
verts thinking that if they took such
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an action against the converted Hari-
jans, no Harijans hereafter would be
converted into Islam.

The Islam community speaks about
the atrocitieg against Harijans. Sir,
Ramanathapuram is known through-
out the world for Harijan atrocities.
One day a big agitation took place
there during the days of Kamraj
Nadar when a Harijan leader was
killed in the day light when he was
attending a meeting. Then a big riot
took place there and, therefore, Rama-
nathapuram is known throughout the
country and perhaps in the whole
world as a place where atrocities ag-
ainst the Harijang are committed re-
gularly. And the people whp are res-
ponsible for this are the Thevars who
alsg belong to a backward class com=
munity. But they are the worst ene-
mies of Harjjans there.

So, the history of this is very well
known. This is happening in  the
North, it is happening in Karnataka
and it may be happening in many
other parts. But these incidents are
dormant and they have not come to
lime-light. In some cases the motive
for getting converted into Islam may
be personal. It may be an individ-
ual case here gor there. After all our
Constitution guarantees that any one
can have gny faith and anybody can
convert anybody. It is anybody’s in-
dividual wish. But when it is taking
place on a large scale and when cer-
tain grganisations are trying tq help
them, naturally, we have to be very
careful,

In the first place, when Dr. Ambed-
kar got really dejected and frustrated
with the Hindu community, the Hari-
jans got converted into  Buddhism.
Many peovle did not take it gmiss nor

they wanteg to stop it. It was a poli-.

tical decision and they thaught that
by doing that they were going to be
better off. But when we see the con-
verted Buddhistg ‘asking the Govern-
ment to extend the same facilities to
them, they have already weakened
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their case. Now there ig also another
tendency which is growing in the
down South. Certain
not only Muslims but among Hindus
themselves — 1 want the Harijans to
convert into Islam because if they are
converted the number of Harijans
would go down and thereby they
would lose their political rights. Sir,
ever since the agitation in Gujarat
started against the reservation policy,
things have become very difficult and
very bad for the Harijans in every
office. In Tamil Nady itself, in most
of the offices, Sir, the non-Harijans
got together, brought out leaflets ag-
ainst the reservation policy even th-
ough they are government servants
and these thingg have been brought to
the notice of the Home Minister.

SHRI V. GOPALSAMY: Not all
non-Harijans, That is not correct.
Only a small section of them did it.

SHRI M, R. KRISIHINA: Whatever it
may be, thig has happened in some
offices gnd therefore, it looks very big.
It may be a very small section or a
small percentage. But, when it hap-
pens in a particular department, it
looks very big there. I was there in
that office and I saw the posters and
I saw leaflets also and these things
have been brought {g the notice of the
Home Ministry,

SHRI V. GOPALSAMY: We are
totally opposed to it.

SHRI M. R, KRISHNA: I do not say
that you are not oppesed to it. But it
is there and this tendency is growing
there. Therefore, any civilized Hari-
jan thinks that he is going to be well
treated in case he changes his faith.
Now, the converted Harijans, some of
them, came to me and told me: “I say,
Islam t{reats us ag equals and as
brothers whereas Hinduism only des-
pises us and discriminates against us
and calls us as untouchables.” So, this
is the feeling which has been created

communitie_sip e
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after thirty yearg of independence.
Sir, what has gone wrong? Are there
no economic programmes formulated
by the Government of India or the
State Governments? Are there no
educational benefitg to these people?
Sir, all these are there. But still a
man  even though he is educated, he
is a graduate and is an officer in a
particular department, feels that he
is humiliated and is treated by others
worse than an animal That is why
these things take place. In Ramana-
thapuram district, a small incident
has happened in my presence, A smal]
boy, who has been converted into
Islam, thinks that immediately the
rest of the community, which has
been this boy as an untouchable boy
should respect him and address him
ag ‘Bhai’, because the Muslims are
adressed ‘as ‘Bhais’ whereas the Hari-
jan boys are addressed in a derogat-
ory manner. But this young boy
thinks that because he ig now con-
verted and he has changed his name,
immediately the entire community,
the Hindu community, should treat
him in the same way as it would treat
the Muslims. Because this did not
happen and this was not done, this
fellow immediately wanted to fight
with them thinking or hoping that
the entire Muslims there would come
to his support. But there is nothing
like that. Once anything  takes
place, or any fight takes place bet-
ween the Hindus and the Harijans
the Hindus engage the Muslims to

suppress the Harijans. (Interrup-
tions)

SHRI V., GOPALSAMY: That is not
éorrect. (Interruptions)

SHRI M, KALYANASUNDARAM:
Tt is not correct. (Interruptions)

SHRI U. R. KRISHNA (Tamil
Nadu): That is not true. (Interrup-
tions)

DR. (SHRIMATI\ SATHTAVANI
MUTHU: That is not at all correct.
(Interruptions)

SHRI M. R. KRISHNA: This hap-
pens there. . (Interruptions)
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DR, (SHRIMATI) SATHIAVANI
MUTHU: Sir, that is not at all cor-
rect. We belong to Tamil Nadu gnd
he belongs to Andhrg Pradesh. We
know more than he knows about
Tamil Nadu. (Interruptions). He
may speak about Andhra Pradesh.

SHRI V. GOPALSAMY: That is
not correct, Sir.

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (SHRI DI-
NESH GOSWAMI): Mr. Gopalsamy,
he has made a point and if you think
that it is wrong, yoy kindly give the
rebuff when you speak. Otherwise,
you see, the difficulty of time is there.

SHRI M. M, KRISHNA: Sir, Mrs.
Sathiavani Muthu can claim that she
knows more about Tamil Nadu. But
I am not also ignorant about Tamil
Nadu. I go to those place and I have
gone there and I have gone to those
places where the Muslimg have been
engaged,

DR. (SHRIMATI) SATHIAVANI
MUTHU: It is totally wrong. Sir, I
alone am not speaking . But there are
other members who are from
Tamil Nadu and who belong to var-
ious other parties and they zlso object
to his statement. We all gbject to
that, whatever party we may belong
to, whether it ig the DMK or the
ATADMK or any other party (Interr-
uptions)

SHRI M. R. KRISHNA: Sir, I do not
know what she is triyng to say. But,
Sir, in some places, Muslims are en-
gaged by the caste Hindus to supp-
ress the Harijans (Interruptions).

SHRI U. R. KRISHNAN; Cite on
instance. - -

SHRI M. R, KRISHNA:! I know it,
Sir. (Interruptions)

SHRI V., GOPALSAMY:
fully disagree with what he
(Interruptions)

SHRI M. R, KRISHNA: Tharefore,

SHRT V. GOPALSAMY: We {fully
disagree.
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THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (SHRI DI-

They want to strengthen their
own position, They think that if they
are with the Muslims, no other com-
munity will be able to attack them
This is one of the reasons why they
wanted to change their faith, There,-

I have

fore, Sir, in Tamit Nadu, as I
said earlier, the atrocities are
even today growing, even amongst

the educated. He does not feel that
he is a respecteq man in the village
or in the office. This is happpening
not only in Tamil Nadu. In Tamil Nadu
it hag come to the surface, and the
people who have been converted are
openly talking aboul it. Therefore.
the whole House is agitated about
this. But this may be true in other

States also. Therefore,  Sir, if you
think of any remedy to stop this thing,
it is impossible. It is impossible for

anybody, whether it is Shankracharya P

or anybody else, to stop this kind or
feeling and this kind of attitude. Tt is
impossible, because everyone knows,
what they preach outside they canuot
practice in the house. They may have
dining arrangements; they may have
festivals and make the Harijans come
and eat with others. Bul, Sir, it i3
just a farce. It is a waste of money,
and it does not give any importance to
anybody. If the State Government is
honest, this kind of inter-dining can
take place in the villages where the
village leaders with their families can
come and dine there. It is not done.
It is done in choultries. . (Interrup-
tions).

DR. (SHRIMATI) SATHIAVANI
MUTHU (Tamil Nadu): He is comple-
lely misleading the House. This inter-
dining took place in all the temples
not in the damned villages as he
says. (Interruptions)

SHRI M. R. KRISHNA: Dr. Ambed-
kar said: When we ask for cheese,
don’t give a chalk. This is why in
Tamil Nadu, in Kerala, the temple
entry agitation was started by very
great people like Kalappan, Rajaji and
others. Why should we forget the his-
tory of Tamil Nadu? Is it not «till
today practised in some places? Are
the Harijans allowed to go in a proces-
sion, in a marriage? Are they allow-
ed to have their shoes, chappals, and
walk in the streets of the Hindus? Tt
is not. Even today in Tamil Nadu who
can deny it? .. (Interruptiors)

DR (SHRIMATI) SATHIAVANI
MUTHU: All  this g micleading
(Interruptions) These atrocities and
these kinds of disparities are in all the
States, not only in Tamil Nadu (In-
terruptions). He must admit that it
takes place in the States. T think
there are manv caste Hindus who go
these places in Kerala without the
upper class.

SHRI M. R. KRISHNA: Sir, the lady
Member whp represents this communi-
ty says that becauseé Some caste Hin-
dus are not allowed in the temvles,

X
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therefore the Harijans can also be de-
nied that right. But, Sir, one thing is

¥ oluntary, the other is a torced thing.

Cant we find out this difference?
You are forced, whereas the other
fellow is practising it because he wants
. Sir, I say that the remedy is vecy
dificwt. Equality is the thing whicn
has been ialked about by Pt. Jawahar-
lal Nehru, and Dr. Ambedkar wanted
it in the Coastitution because he
thought that until equalily of oppor-
tunity is given to tihese weaker
sections it would be impossible to
change the mind of caste Hindus lo
respect the Harijans. Where is the
equality? I do not think any mighty
State Government can claim to have
achieved land reforms, howsoever
great reformist the Chief Minister may
be ang howsoever powerful the partieg
may be. There is no State Govern-
ment which can claim they have been
able to implement the land reforms.
Who are the agricultyral labourers?
They are the Harijans. Is there even
one State Government which could
impiement even the minimum wages
laws? Even if the wages are not given
to the agricultural labourers and thoy
are provided with better housmg
facilities, that itself will be able to
solve many evils. But even that is not
done. Somebody was asking about
separate settlements, It is not ques-
tion of separate settlement for the
Harijans. All the Harijans stay on the
outskirts. They don’t stay in the same
village. Mr. Gopalsamy might have
triedq to do something during his
time. But even 1ioday, whether it is
Andhra Pradesh or Karnataka or
Tamil Nadu, the Harijan cheries are
outside. The Harijans, with all the
benefits of the Five Year Plans,
have not been able to jmprove
their lot. No caste Hindu wpuld like
to stay in the Harijan village because
there are no roads and he does no!
gel the amenities. He does not Mave
even drinking water. Therefore, no
caste Hindu will go to a Harijan village
even it has been recently constructed.
Similarly, no Harijan is given enoush
money to enable him to construzt a
house in a caste Hindu locality. Well,
some of the officers who are entitled
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to get house building loans might have
constructed houses in the caste Hindu
localities. But the small man and the
ordinary Harijan  cannoi get a loan.
Therefore, he cannot get enough

_money to construct a House. That 1s

the position even today in almost all
the States and no State Government is
able to solve that problem. To ke
able tg give them equality, you will
have to forego a lot of things. First
of all, even that 18 per cent reservation
has not béen filleg up. In no Depart-
meni 1l has been filled up and Class 1
and Class I1 guota remains unfilled.
Therefore, the talk about equality is
useless.

THE  VICE-CHAIRMAN (SHRI
DINESH GOSWAMY): Please coope-
rate with me.

SHRT M. R. KRISHNA: Therefore,
these conversions may be taken
lightly by some peopie. But what [
imagine and what I fear is that ttus
tendency is dangerous. Today it may
be a small area in a districl, But tne
man or ihe Harijan who is getting
converted is not doing so out of love
for the religion. He is ’getting con-
verted out of hatred or out of revenge
against a particular community. There-
fore, with this revengeful mind, when
he is converted, he uses all his time
to find an opportunity to see that the
other community which has suppres-
sed him is dealt with. This kind of,
conflict is going to take place in almost
every place. It may not happen today
because the Central Government 15
under a very able leader. But when
the State Governments become weaker,
these things will try to come up. In
case there is any danger to the security
of this country, the smail pockets
where a man gets converted with-
out any motive and without any
ideology may be used and induced to
play a role which may not be very
healthy. I am not prepared to say that
the people who have got converted
have got converted because of money.
That is far from my mind. But the
money is also being utilised in a com-
mon way. I won’t say that the money
is not there. Money is enough and
money is coming through so many
sources which one cannot easily find
out. The harmony ang the peace of
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every State ang every area is in Jlan-
ger and in case India is called upon
to face some kind of éxternal danger,
then at that tume, this small man who
does not know why he has got con-

verted and who gets cnonverted bLe- -

cause he does not like somepody, can
become very dangerous. This man can
also become very dangerous. There-
fore, the economic programme for the
weaker sections should bt the pri-
mary concern of the Government of
India, When the Government of India
finds that the State Governments gre
lethargic in some States the Govern-
raent of Indig will bave {o take steps
and see that the economic program-
mes are implemented properly, The
20-point programme and even the
component plan about which the Mi-
nister ig very familiar have to undergo
a drastic change so that very speedy
implementation is ensured and the
real economic benefit is given to the
weaker sections, and this kind of
things can be avoided.

SHRI HARKISHAN SINGH SUR-
JEET: Mr. Vice-Chairman, as you
know, so far as I am concerned. I
have no difficulty in this yespect be-
cause I do not believe in any religious
philosophy. But at the same time I
stand for the freedom of religious
worship and that is why I am not
.opposed to any conversions if they
take place from ogne religion to an-
other religion. But here, Sir, the
Home Ministey has tried to cvade
the issue posed here completely.
We did not ask the Home Minister to
state here what the legal and the con
stitutional  position is. Everybedy
knows that. Sir, certain things have
happened and we wanted to kuow
what is behind that. Is there anything
behind that? What is stated by the
Home Minister here is, firstly that this
is not new in India; this has been hap-
pening earlier too. Secondly, he has
stated the constitutional position that
India being a secular State, the Con-
stitution guarantees liberty of faith
and worship to all citizens and the right
freely to profess, practise and prooa-
gate religion, provideg that thig right
does not contravene the prdvisions of
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Part III of the Constitution, and does
not impinge upon public order, morali-
ty and health. After that, thirdly, he

states that it is expected that the indi- ¥

vidual's right of conscience will he ex-
ercised in an atmosphere free of coer-
cion or inducements. ‘But he does not
dilate upon it. He does not say about
this although it is being referred to
that some such thing was there. And
lastly he said, “We are confident that
the State Governmenls will take av-
propriate action if aiy  violation of
law or threat to peace occur.”

Sir, what is the answer which was
expected of the Call Atiention mo-
tion? We wanted something more to
know. And many Members from both
the sides have stated that really the
thing behind is the frustration among
the Harijan today. After so many
years of independence, what is hap-
pening? After so many promises, they
have seen the welfare Sfate, they have
seen the socialistic pattern of society,
they have seen the socialism being
built in India not for them but for the
landlords and the Tatas and the Bir-
las. Angd if we go into the factual
position, as my friend on that side has
also stated, so far as lang is concernecd,
the land was being promised day and
night but uitimately when it comes
to reality no land has; been provided
for the Harijans. Not to say of the
land, promises were made all these
years that house-sites will be provided.
Where are the house-sites? 1 remen-
ber, Sir, that it was promised in Pun-
jab that they would be provided the
house-sites. Gianiji is not here. He
was the Chief Minister at that time.
He had stated in a letter to me that
every Harijan woulg b2 provided with
a house-site by August 15, 1973. Ie
gave it in writing, and he made the
statement that everybody will be pro-
vided. But when we found the re-
sult, Harijans were askeq to go some-
where where the burning ghats :re
there or somewhere outside the villa-
ges. ~ Even today I would like to know
in how many States they have been
provided house-sites what to say of the
provision of the other fHings? If you
come to the question of unemployment
agricultural labourers, what is the posi-

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tion? My frienq stated here and I
had also stated that one and a half
years back a committee had recommen-

W>--¥ed to the Centre to have a centrai leg-

islation, to protect the interests of agri-
cultural labour on wages and other
matters. But nothing has been done
in that respect. If you go into the
other matlers also they are the worst
sufferers. In unemployment they are
the worst sufferes. Those who live
below the |©poverty line they are
worst effected. This figure which has
been given by the Planning Commis-
sion, it will show that 75 to 80 per cent
of the Harijans are unemployed. If
this is the condition, leave aside the
socia] oppression. It is the economic
exploitation which is the wrost ex-
ploitation and it has been exposed by
many committees private investigation
on the bonded labour has also exposed
the hollowness of the claim made.
Who are the Dbondeq  labourers
today after 34 years of jindepen-
dence? These are the Harijans who
are found in many States and the
Home Ministry would deny the exis-
tence of bonded labourers and say that
they have been settled. But they zre
not settled. They are  there every
where if eyes want to see them. If
this is the situation in the economic
sphere then what is it in  the social
sphere? In the social sphere condi-
tions are very bad. If a man is not
treated as a human  Being after 34
years of independence, you are not
able to create that confidence in nim,
that confidence is not there, then how
will he react? He wiil try to find out
various ways if the man has some
dignity and he is in search of protect-
ing that and he will be doing all these
things. Socially they are too much of
an oppressed section. I do not claim
to be an authority on religion. But
one thing we know. This caste system
which has entered India, this Manu
Smriti, thig should be discarded. The
religious philosophers when they talk
talk of equality
and say that every religion guarantees
equality, but in reality there iz no
equality, if you enter somebody’s house
you have to sit somewhere at the door
and this humiliates you. You do not
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fegl yourself to be g free citizen. Yqu
feel you are a second blass citizen.
This is how the persons are being
treated. We respect somebody who
has got some property. I do not mind
even if one acre of land is given to
landless let it not be ten acres. But
even if one acre is given it gives him
a sense of property. It is only the
sense of property in the upper class
people that they consider themselves
superior. Whenever the agricultural
labourers in a place get together and
make g dtmand for rtasonable wages,
the owners join together and say, we
boycott them, we ao not allow them
to come to the fields. This type of
things are happening and this type of
oppression is continuing. This is the
type of social and economic oppres-
sion that is going on. In this type of
caste system a man is not treated as
a man after 34 years of independence
and that confidence the Government
has 'not been able to create. That is
why if that feeling comes and frustra-
tion comes, naturally he will try to find
many ways, be it Buddhism or be it
Islam or any other religion. He is in
search of dignity and for that he is
struggling and he is trying to find his
way. If this is not realised in time,
nothing will help you later.

I will tell you what is happening
about this reservation question. What
is the reservation? What is this anti-
reservation movement? The reserva-
tion affects just one or two per cent
and not more. Total reservation does
not affect more than 1 to 2 per cent
of their population and 98 per cent are
without anything. Even then you find
that nobody is to take their care. If
you go through this list, you will see
that even after 34 years you have not
been able to provide any Class I or II
jobs to these people. You are not in
a position to get some people who can
fill these vacancies. See how they are
treated? I may tell you that so far as
the upper caste people, to whichever
religion they may belong to, are con-
cerned, so far as the gtrocities on Hari-
jans are concerned, all of them join
together against Harijans for social
oppression and they will cover each
other  belonging to different parties
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so that that thing is not exposed. This
is the position. I will give you a rccent
example and I will tell you what is
going to happen in many States. The
students are not helped. In Patiala
Medical College recently results were
announced. In the staff not a single
man ig a Harijan or Scheduled Caste.
Whether they are senior professors or
junior lecturers, you will find the ram=
feeling. You go to any college. In
the minds of those teachers, the senior
lecturers and others in the medical
profession, the feeling of casteism is
predominant, Now, Sir, the results
were out only recently of the second
professional examinaflon. Out of 157
students, the result of 150 students was
declared, out of which 98 passed. So,
the pass percentage was 65.8. In the
case of Scheduled Caste students, out
of 36 only 3 had passed, and their pass
percentage came to 8.3. You can go
and investigate. I would like anyone
of you to go there and see. They are
brilliant boys but they are being da-
prived of their right to get into the
medical profession because on the top
there are upper-caste people sitting.
And there has been some agitation
also among them when they wanted io
defend the honour of the nurses, and
they gathered together. Eighteen
students were suspended out of which
twelve belonged to  Scheduled :aste.
This way they are being deprived of
their chance. And out of those siu-
dents who had passed, I will tell you
who are the students who were at the
top. They are the sons of senior pro-
fessors! This is what is happening. 1
am telling you of this one particular
institution. I have seen in Bihar how
feelings were aroused in the recent
past. But nobody is bothered about
it, they do not want them to go up in
life, ang there is no democratic move-
ment or g national feeling to be arous-
ed to defend them. When these things
are happening some one may feel the
frustration and he may try to find som=
other way. But we should not he
so worried about if. We should only te
worried about one factor about which
the Home Minister has also not said
anything. There should be freedom
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of religion to everybody and compleie
separation of State from the religion.
The State should riot meddle with re=
ligion. You guarantee full freedom ix
the matter of reiigion; there should
be no meddling with it; you should not
confuse State with religion, as you
fing being done in various States.
There should be no patronage from
the State in this regard. Otherwise,
there are going to be very dangerous
consequences. As a result the same
theory will come up because this
country is composed of Hindu majority.
Whether somebody from this side or
that side raises it, the same theory
will come up. What we are worried
about is that the foreign powers shouid
not conspire in our country, whether
they are in the form of missionaries
or otherwise. Of course, some mission-
aries are good. But I am talking of
those coming from foreign countries.
Of course, cerlain missionaries we find
doing good social work, I am not btam-
ing all the missionaries. We are wor-
ried only where foreign powers come
here in the form of missionaries «nd
fhey begin interfering. ‘That is what
woulg harm the unity of the country.
We should be worrieq for that only,
not for these conversions. If somebody
wants to embrace some other resigion,
it is for him to do so; religion is only
a means of commuanication between
the man and God. Let him have his
own way; we need not be worried. I
would not take the time of the House
on this issue. The main point for a
sober consideration is that unless social
oppression of the Harijans the worst
economic exploitation of the Harijans
is done away with, this issue will
come up again and again and it is for
the caste Hindus to think about it as
to what they have been doing so far
for centuries. Therefore, this issue
needs to be debated upon in this light.
Let the Home Ministry come up wilh
cases which they have investigated into
ang highlight the cases of this problem
and the remedy which they are going
to take; otherwise this problem will
remain for ever,

SHRI M. KALYANASUNDARAM:
Mr. Vice-Chairman, Sir, the issue of

conversions has received so much at-
tention in the country that we are also
- compelled to discuss this i.sue. Even
gﬁ*n the few incidents which have taken
place, what are the reasons for the
Harijans to get converted to Islam?
The Home Minister does not appear to
have studied it, or, I do not know
whether he wants to suppress it. After
30 years of Independence and after sc
many concessions have been promised,
what is the result today in the case of
the Harijans, especially in the rural
areas? Are they free {rom oppression,
social oppression? Are they able to
work and earn? Even now, there are
areas where for the same work, if it is
done by other caste people, higher rate
of wages and if it is done by the Hari-
jans, lower rate of wages. Even now,
this is happening. Sir, these atrocities
are taking place not only in Tamil
Nadu. This is happening everywhere,
This happens irrespective of who is the
Prime Minister, who is the Chief Min-
ister and which party is ruling. I do
not want to go into the details. The
Harijans today seem to have reached
an extreme point of frustration. They
do not even care for the concessions
which ar~ promised by the Govern-
ment. They know that if they get
themselves converted to Islam, they
will lose all the concessions. I have
talked to some of these young people.
They say ‘We do not care for these con-
cessions; we care for some dignity and
self-respect’. This seems to be third
feeling. The second point is safety
against oppression.

Now, Sir, this is being exploited for
whipping up communalism throughout
the country. This is the danger. It
people are interested in saving Hindu-
ism, this is not the method. I find peo-
ple taking too much interest in these
conversions. Affer all, what is there?
What is there whether he is 3 Hindu
or a Christian or a Muslim? He should
have the feeling that he is an Indian.
This is more important. Sir, conver-
sion to other religions alone will not
solve the economic problem. To some
extent, it may solve the social prob-
lem. I have some instances from my
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own place, where Harijan Christians
are treated differently from the other
Christians, Even in Christianity, there
is no equal.ly. There are separate bu-
rial grounds and separate place ot
worship for the Harijan Christians
and other Christians. All these things
continue even after those people have
converted themselves to Christianity
some three or four generations %ack.
This happens in a place like Tiruch ra-
palli. Political parties also take sides.
Those who are Caste Hindus go with
their own section and so on. Not only
the religious people, but even the poli-
tical parties should share the respon-
sibility for this sad state of affairs
today,

In regarg to the services, the burn-
ing question is about promotion. The
Constitution provideg for it. The Sup-
reme Court ruling is there. But still,
the Harijans do not get their quota in
the services, in regard to promotion to
higher posts. Now, there are two
classes in the services. One is the
Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes
and there is another class, namely,
(0. C.)) other classes. These people
are organised against the Scheduled
Castes ang Scheduled Tribeg To run
the administration in the Government
is becoming difficult because of this
whipping up of the caste feelines.
So many reformg have taken place.
So many reformers have preached.
But still, casteism is getting deeper
and deeper and worse and worse. We
must examine why it 1is so. The

basic thing is, the economic situa-
tion is becoming  worse. Just as
the Untouchability Acty is on
paper, MRTP and FERA also are of no
good. In spite of these Acts rich is
becoming richer and poor is becoming
poorer. You cannot separate social re-
forms from economic reforms. Both
must go together. Social eguality can
be achieved only if there is econdmic
equality. Ip other religions, at least in
name all are equal, but Hinduism is
the only religion which sanctions
untouchability. This is the speciality
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of Hinduism. Apart from chaturvar-
nama there is panchama glso, So let
those who want to defend Hindustan
answer thig question. Is it no; a fact
that Hinduism fends on  untouchabi-
lity? Now Shankaracharya sends his
emissary to these places, to Megnak-
shipuram. Can any Harijan approach
or go near Shankaracharya for
worshipping? Can a Harijan touch
his feet for worshipping? Even a non-
Brahmin cannot go before him. If he
wanis to garland him, he should
send the garland through a Brahmin.
Such ig the concern for Hinduism.
These are the religious heads who
want to defend Hinduism Now they
are worried and they say all these
things. Now, what should_ concCern

our nation is the way it is done,
Let us not be afraid of Tslam.
There were the days in the
past. What about Islam? Are they not
killing each gther in Bangladesh? Are
they not killing each other in Iran and
Pakistan? It is being treated as if
Islam is unified religion, there is no
difference, there is no killng. As far
as I am concerned, all religions have
become jrrelevant for the way of life
in this world. But because for more
than 3 millenneum people have been
taught in a particular way about fate,
about God, asbout birth after death,
about punyama and papama, it is very
difficult to get away from these super-
stit'ous ideas. Then, I think we should
be vigilant against foreign infiltration,
whether it is from America or through
other countries, either through Chris-
tian missions or foreign miss’ons or
any other religious institutions, The
Government must be careful. We do
not want other countries to fish in
troubled waters in our country. It is
our internal affair and we have the
capacity to deal with the internal situa-
tion. Nobody need interfere, nobody
should be allowed to come in, but at
the same time we should not overplay
as if some Muslim institutions are in-
ducing; it is an  insult to Harijans.
When they forego all these concessions
granted by our Constitution, do you
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think these institutions can offer thems

better incentives? 1t is not a correcL -

approach to the problem. Some of
these communal forces who want to use
this for whipping up Hindu communal-~
ism hold conferences. What type of
back-drop is shown? A map of India
before Partiton—i.e. including Pakis-
tan, Bangladesh and our country—is
shown, that that chould be the end.
What does it mean? To justify that,
they are spreading the propaganda that
some forces are trying to  Islamise
India. If Hinduism cannot sustain it~
self on its own, let it go. You cannot
defend it this way. By bloodshed, you
cannot build a religion, or defend g re-
ligion.

Now the danger is that these com-~
munal forces are using these conver-
sions. Conversions there have been im
Tamil Nadu earlier also. Even last
year, some prominent{ man, a Harijam
belonging to the Congress, got convert-
ed into a Muslim. Then nobody shout-
ed about it. Now there is so much
shout'ng, over-playing and over-doing,
only to whip up Hindu communalism.
That is the danger.

Coming to the point, what the Gov-
ernment should do, I would like to ask
these Shankaracharyvas, the heads of
thesa religious maths, are they prepar-
ed to give lands to these tillers? All
those tenants are Harijans. In Tamil
Nadu alone, there are 8 lakh acres of
land cultivated by Harijan tenants,
belonging to these maths and temnples.
I? the Government touches those lands
these peopl, shout. Are they prepa-
red to give those lands and is the
Government prepared to campensate
for the...

SHRIMATI MARAGATHAM CHAN-
DRASEKHAR (Nominated): They may
be working on the land, put they do
not possess the lands of the maths: the
intermediaries possess them.

SHRI M. KALYANASUNDARAM:
In Thanjavur, they are tenants. Im
some places what you say is correct.

THE VICR-CMAIRMAN (SHRI DI-
NESH GOSWAMI): Will you now com~
clude, please?
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"We have still got a large number of
tenants who are Harijans, Land re-
forms are not properly implemented.
They should get their lands; they
should get their house-sites; economl-
cally they must be helped to come up.
Those who are educated people, they
have got their grievances. Those who
are not educated, they have got differ-
ent problems. These two have got dif-
ferent problems, and the Government
owes a duty to attend to lhese prob-
lems. The Constitut'on provides for it.
These things must be altended to more
vigorously. The Commissioners are
there and complaints are made. They
go and investigate and send a report
and they are satisfied. It is a challenge
‘to all the democratic and secular forces
in our country. Let all the parties take
the responsibility. It is no use blaming
one aga'nst the other. Let all the par-
ties forget the electoral advantages
alone that will come. Let us go to the
people with the real desire to give con-~
fidence to these Harijans. What is
needed is that they should be given cone
fidence that they will pe safe irrespec-~
tive of whatever religion they pursue.

The mass convers
sions which took place in Meenakshi-
puram in Tamil Nadu on 19th Febru-
ary. 1981, were highlighted by the
vress as if some bomb-shell has been
Immed‘ate-
1y all the mathadhipatis, Sankarachar-
yas, sadhus and sanyasis raised their

- ‘banner, readied their armoury and gave

she slogan “Save Minduism” “Invasion
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of foreign money” and “‘influx of petro-
dollars” were wonderfully discovered
by certain personalitieg irrespective ot
political affiliations—I repeat, by cer-
tain personalities irrespective of politi-
cal aftiliations—and also by some orga-
nisations. Is it true that petro-dollars
have been ihe root cause for mass con-
vers'on in-Meenakshipuram? Some of
the Members in this august House have
said that they visited Meenakshipuram.
I humbly submit thaf I am a person
who comes from that area. My village
is hardly 13 miles from Meenakshipu-
ram. I am a native of Tirunelveli dis-
trict. Here is a cassette in which I
have recorded the versions of all con-
verls and non-converts and also the
Hindus who belong to Meenakshipuram,
If anybody is interested to hear about
what has happened in Meenakshipu-
ram, I can translate it for them. I have
tape-recorded them in the cassette.

What is the view of the people whe
are living in Meenakshipuram? The
people of Meenaksh’puram village are
well-settled. To a certain extent they
Are economically well off. (Interrup-

there, I met them, I talked to them.

SHRI V. GOPALSAMY : That is why
I am saying it I am coming to that
point, e e

The people in Meenakshipuram v~
lage are economically well-settled.
Many of them have their own lands and
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others are the tenants of the landlords.
Honourable Members of this august
Huuse will be surpriged to know that
the Harijans in Meenakshipuram vil-
lage themselves have established three
Hindu temples with their own money
and not with outs:de money. One Kali
temple there is having property worth
two lakhs of rupees. Even then they
walked towards Islam. Actually, tem-~
ples are built by HMarijans in Meenakshi-~
puram village bui, even then, they
walked towards Islam. When I put the
guestion, “Are you eager to get Gulf
jobs?” immediately they said, “Who
told you? We are not for Gulf jobs.
We have our own lands to till.” “Then
why have you changed your religion?”
They said, “We are not at all prepared
to bear the social indignities which
have been practised on us all these
centuries. We are not for that.” ‘

Sir, particularly, the rising genera-
tion of Harijans—the younger genera-
tion—is militant. So they have walked
towards Islam. What is their argu-
ment? They say, “When we embrace
Islam and when our children and grand-
children are called ‘Gulam Mohammad’
or ‘Abdul Kader’ they will escape from
the stigma of being called Harijans."
Not only that. The Harijans are al-
ready kept outside the fold of the Hin-
dus. They are not called Hindus. We
have distinguished them by calling
them Harijans, apart from the caste
Hindus. We are not calling them Hin-
dus. We call them Harijans. But
when they embrace Islam we say that
much harm has been done to the Hindu
fold. \
|

There is another argument. When we
say, “You will lose concessions, you
will lose job opportunities, you will
lose opportunities to get admission in
colleges” they say, “We don’t care for
them. We want social respect and so-
cial status. We don’t want any petty
jobs in this country”. This is their

argument. There is 3 tremendous in-
fluence created in the minds of the
Harijans,
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I don’t want to drag in any of the
political personalities who visited that

place, but I am comrpelled {o say cer-ag. ~—

tain things because Dr. Bhai Mahavir,
a learned Member, has expressed cer-
tain views. He said thai because of
some notorious smugglers and because
of the counterfeit case, these people
embraced Islam. Nothing doing, Sir
This statement was given by Mr. Vaj-
payee when he visited there. Because
of their visil what happened? Thirty
families have embraced Islam after
their visit. When they wanted to pro-
tect the Hindu religion, what happen-
ed? And the other thing is that the
Sankaracharya gave a statement which
appeared in the press. The educated
people there put the question to me,
“Have you read the statement of the
Sankaracharya, what he has said?”
“Because these Harijans are poor, be-
cause they take hooch and other illicit
liquor, they have to face the police
wrath. That is why they have embrac-
ed Islam.” That is the statement of
the Hindu religious head. Actually the
peoble are very much agitated. Where
the Harijans are prepared to take out
demonstrations, they consider these de-
monstrations as gimmicks. After three
decades or more after Independence we
are talking about samabandibhojanam
and temple entry. When the Harijans
enter the temple, are they treated
equal to the caste Hindus? That is the
question I would put before the Hindu
zealots.

During the DMK rule in Tamil
Nadu, we wanted to give equal status
to the ~ Harijans? That is why the
Tamil Nady Government during the
DMK rule passed a legislation called
The Tamil Nadu Hindu Religious and
Charitable Endowments (Amendment)
Act, 1970 so that any person, irrespec-
tive of his caste, could become an ar-
chaka if he possessed the necessary
knowledge and qualifications, Imme-
diately, the zealots and fanatics of the
Hindu religion were very much agitat-
ed. They rushed to the Supreme Court
and filed a writ petition challenging the
Tamil Nadu Act as an interference in
the Hindu religion. A five-Judge Bench

X
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gave itg verdict. I would read excerpts
from the judgment:

“....Any State action which per-
mits the defilement or pollution of
the :mage by the touch of an Archaka
not authorised by the Agamas would
violently interfere with the religious
faith and practices of the Hindu wor-
shipper in a vital respect and would,
therefore, be prima facie invalid
under Article 25(1) of the Constitu-
tion.”

Bir, ig the Constitution so sacred?
Have we not amended the Constitution?

When the Harijan is not permitted
to enter the sanctum sanctorum, when
he is not permitted {o enler the garba-
graha, when he is not permitted to
touch the Hindu idols, why do they ad-
vise them not to go over to Islam and
remain with the Hindus? In the name
of the caste system sanctioned by the
Hindus over thousands of years, these
Harijang were treated like dirt. When
dogs, donkeys and buffaloes and pigs
were permifed to enter the streets of
the caste Hindus, they were not petmit-
ted to enter those streets. To get
entry there leaders had to protest:

then the leaders had to fight. If learn-
ed Mr. P. Ramamurti, the Marxist
leader, had been present, he would

have given any number of illustrations
with Sanskrit shalokas supporting my
case. Because time with me is short,
I am not going inio that. So we are
not prepared to allow them to enter
the temples, we are not prepared to
treat them as equal with others. And
then ultimately when they go over to
Islam, we say: Oh, petro-dollars have
come, foreign money has come. Where
had these sadhus and sanyasis gone
ail these years?

Not only that. In this context, be-
cause the administration of the Tamil
Nadu Government was referred to .y
the Mover of the Calling Aftention,
and also by some other learned Mem-
bers, it would be very proper if [ cay
that the Tamil Nadu Government
has miserably failed to protect the
Harijans in the State. This is net my
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statement. (Interruptions) I am here
to substantiate what I have said.
(Interruptions) Please listen what I am
going to say. When the religious heads
Tankasi, a town nearby Meenakshi«
puram, one religious head, His Holi-
ness Ramdoss Swamigal of Malaysia,
who is himself a Harijan, said:

“....It cannot be denied that Hari-
jans were harassed by the police.
The AIADMK Government had turn-
ed a blind eye to the harass-
ment...”

“The Hindu religion and its prin~
ciples were mutilated by the actions
of the Hindus and the Governments.
The mutts and their heads were only
preaching and unfortunately did nct
do anything for the upliftment of the
Harijans.” (Interruptions)

DR. (SHRIMATI) SATHIAVANI MU-
THU: He says he is from Malaysia,
How is this relevant? (Interruptions)

SHRI U. R, KRISHNAN: The spea-
Ker h'mself says that he comes from a
place 30 miles from this place. Where
was he at that time? (Interruptions)

SHRI V. GOPALSAMY: You cannot
shout me down (Interruptions) Have
they taken measures to protect the
Harijans? When the DMK was in
power, we constructed 40,000 houses
and we gave them freely to the Hari-
jans. When the AJADMK came to
power, that whole scheme was thrown
into the dust-bin.
