Reported findings of the Commission
of Inquiry relating to Jamshedpur
Riots of 1979

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (SHRI
ARVIND GANESH KULKARNI): We
will now take up the next item—Dis-
cuss‘on under Rule 176, Shri Harkishan
Singh Surjeet. I have to inform you
that the time allotted is roughly about
three hours.
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THE VICE-CHAIRMAN  (SHRI
ARVIND GANESH KULKARNI): Un-
der rule 176, it is the right of the
Chairman to decide the admissibility
and he has already decided to have a
discuss’on in this House on this as a
matter of public impcrtance. Yes, Mr.
Surjeet.

SHRI JAGANNATHRAO JOSHI
(Delhi): No, Sir. I have a submission
to maker We are nat discussing the
general disturbance situation in the
country. But we are discussing the
findings of a Commission of Inquiry,
a particular Commission of Inquiry.
Normally, only when a report of a
commission is placed on the Table of
the House, whether it is the report of
the Vigilance Commission or the UGC
or some other Commission, we would
be in a position to participate in the
discussion meaningfully. We do not
have the copies of this Report. Some
copies have been gistribuled and we
do not know to ‘whom or for what
purpose. When we are discussing the
findings of a particular Inquiry Com-
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mission, the Report of that Commis-
sion shoulq be made available to the
embers who would like to participate
in the discussion. I’ think we are
deviating from the normal practice of
the Housc. Now, Sir, we are not dis-
cussing the general disturbance situa-
tion in this country or the communal
situation in the country, but we are
discussing only the findings of a parti-
cular Inquiry Commission the Report
of which has not even been placed on
the Table of the Vidhan Sabha and
copies of which have not been made
available to us also. So, how can we
participate in this discussion? (Inter-

ruptions),

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (SHRI
ARVIND GANESH KULKARNI): You
want me to dispose of all the points of
order one by one?

SOME HON. MEMBERS: After hear-
ing everybody.

SHRI JAGANNATHRAO JOSHI:
No, Sir. I simply wanted to make g
submission, That js all. Unless we
have copies of the Report, unlesg the
Report is placed on the Table of the
Rajyy Sabha and unless those copies
are made available fo the Members
who would like to participate in this
discussion, how can we proceed.

THE MINISTER OF STATE 1IN
THE DEPARTMENT OF PARLIA-
MENTARY AFFAIRS (SHI SITA
RAM KESRI): Some copieg are avail-
able in the Library. (Interruptions)

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (SHRI
ARVIND GANESH XULKARNI):
I will first of all dispose of the point
of order raised by the honourable
Member, Shri Jagannathrap  Joshi.
Please let me gispose of it. Then I
will call the others if they have zny
points to make. Now, Mr. Joshi, I
do not see any point of arder in your
submission.

SHRI SHRIDHAR  WASUDEO
DHABE (Maharashtra) I have to
say something on the point af order.
Mr. Vice-Chairman, 3ir the Lobby As-
sitant haq supplieqd some copies to
some Members. One copy was .given
to me yesterday. I understand that
somg Members have not been given the
copies. But I do not know whether
the copy which has been given is an
authentic report.

SHRI K. K. MADHAVAN (Kerala)
What is the urgency that this matter
should be discussed before the Re-
port is seen by the Members? What
ig the urgency? (Interruptions) What
is the urgency to deviate from the
rule or precedent cr convention.

SHRI PILOO MODY: Sir, we had
all agreeq to discusg the matter. We
see from the Order Paper today the
manner in which this Motion is pre-
pared. It says, “Discussion under
Rule 176”. There is a certgin law
and it is obligatory under the Com-
mission of Inquiry Act that when-
ever a report under the Commission
of Enquiry Act is discussed, it is tab-
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led along with an ‘action-taken
report’. We have neither the report
nor the action-taken report, It is
obligatory that we should have theése
things. We are about to discuss some-
things we do not have.

SHRI P. N. SUKUL (Uttar Pra-
desh.: So, you don’t want to discuss.

SHRI P. N, SUKUL: Now, you
want to back out of your own com-
mitment.

SHRI NARSINGH NARAIN PAN-
DEY: Sir, the whole House was
concerned on that day and the House
had takepn a decision that this re-
port will be placed jn the Library.
The opposion Memberg will go and
other Members will go and look it
in the library and then we will discuss
it. Today, they are raising these
points of order. It means that they
are trying to back out of their com-
mitment.

SHRI PILOO MODY: While we
whole-heartedly agreed to discuss
the matter, we kept telling the Gov-
ernment benches and the Leader of
the House over and over again to
please make copies available to us.

SHRI NARSINGH NARAIN PAN-

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (SHRI
ARVIND GANESH KULKARNID):
The Chair has to consult the Gov-
ernment as well as the Opposition
and to fing out 3 workable solution.

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So, it is in your interest that the
Chair takes a little time.

SHRI PILOO MODY: When this
suggestion abouy putting it in library
was made we said that it was
wholly unacceptable to us, Then the
Government pointed out that as the
report had not been placed on the
Table in Bihar, it could not be tabled
here, it being a State matter, We
also co-operated with the Govern-
ment and said, “All yight, don™
table it in the House, but make it
available through the  publication
counter,” It is very sirange indeed
that all of a sudden 50 Members of
Congress(I) are walving the docu-
ment and not one document is made
available to us on this sides of the
House. This sort of loaded Parlia-
ment, loaded discussion and one-
sided treatment is not only unpar-
liamentary, but it  smacks of a
tremendous conspiracy.

SHRI P. N. SUKUL: Copies were
placed in the Notice Office ang we
got them from there.

THE MINISTER OF STATE IN
THE MINISTRY OF DEFENCE
(SHRI SHIVRAJ V. PATIL): Sir,
when thig matter came up before
this House, permission wag given by
the Chair to discuss it and with the
permission of the Chair, this matter
has comg here. The hon. Member says
that the report of the Commision and
the action-taken report should come
before the House. I do not know
under what provision of law he says
that.

SHRI P. N, SUKUL: Copies were
placed in the Notice Office.

SHRI SHIVRAJ V. PATIL The
Commission of Inquiry Act is not
applicable to Parliament. We discuss
the matters in this House under the
rules. (Interruptions)

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (SHRI
ARVIND GANESH KULKARNI):
Why don‘t you listen when the
Minister is making out 5 point?
please listen t0 him,
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SHRI SHIVRAJ V. PATIL: Sir, I
wag trying to submit that the hon.
Member has not qucted any provi-
sions of law under which it would
be necessary to present the Report
and the Action-Taken Report here.
The matters which are discussed in
*nis House are regulated by the rulat
which are framed by this House, and
if once a decision is taken by this
House that the matters will be dis-
cussed, and the permission of the
Chair is given, and when everybody
is ready for the discussion, there is
no point in saying that the Report
is not available, The Report ig' a pub-
lic document. .

SOME HON, MEMBERS: No, no.

SHRI SHIVRAJ V. PATIL: The
Report is g public document. It is
available in the Library; it is available
in the Notice Office. And there is no
point in shirking from discussing a
Report of this nature which has at-
tracteq the attention of the entire
nation.

SHRI PILOO MODY: We can also
discuss your janma tratri.

THE LEADER OF THE HOUSE
(SHRI PRANAB KUMAR MUKHER-
JEE): Mr. Vice Chairmun  Sir..!

SHRIMATI PURAZ3I MUKHO-
PADHYAY (West Bengal): Mr.
Leader, will you allow me for one
minute and then reply?

Sir, the question is not whether we
will discuss it or we 'will not discuss
it. It has come as a subject matter
of discussion for todayv. But what is
exercising the minds of the Members
of the Opposition is that there are
certain rules of this Mouse and also
of the other House a document is
officially placed before the House
either py the State Legislature or the
Central Government. If it is of a
State Legislature, it has to be offi-
ciglly forwarded by the State Legi-
slature to the Parliament to be placed
before the Parliament.

LAH: Don't waste the time of the
House.

SHRIMATI PURABI MUKHO-
PADHYAY: Madam, there are
certain Rules of this House. Perhaps,

you are not interested in the Rules of
the House, but we are. So, Mr.
Leader of the House, I wanted you
only to clarify the position about the
authenticity of this document and
how and why you could not make it
an official document. Suppose, tomor-
row I pring a document from an
unofficia] source. Even a Chief Minis-
ter bringing a document is unofficial
if it is not forwarded by the...

SHR1I JAGANNATHRAO JOSHI:
Even without the consent of the

SHRIMATI PURABI MUKHO-
PADHYAY: That is why, at least,
we on our side—whether this Party or
that Party—have always stood for the
fommianaY hafmony of this country.

Will you explain
under which rules and procedures we
could accepnt it as an official docu-
ment to be discussed?

SHRI PRANAB KUMAR MUK-

But so far gs 1T am
concerned it is not very relevant in
the sense that, as I have mentioned,
you will get a number of cases where
we have raised discussion even on
newspaper reports under rule 176 and
that is why when Mr. Surjeet raised
this question whether I am going to
lay this report, he is not saying that
we are going to discuss the Inquiry
Commision’s report on Jamshedpur,
and when Mr Piloo Mody and
certain other hon.

SHRI PILOO MODY: Mr. Minister,
please let me clarify, pefore you came
in T said that while we accept the
Government’s difficulty in placing it
on the Table of the House, ‘'we urge
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the Government to make it available
through the publicity, that we do not
want to go to the library to get a
copy. Do you know with what diffi-
culty I managed to get a copy? I do
not think it is fair to the House to
be put to this trouble to get a copy
of the report which is going to be
discussed under rule 176 or whatever
it is. We can discuss any matter.
You are quite right, whatever is
decided. So a general matter of
communa] disturbances can pe dis-
sussed.

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (SHRI -
ARVIND GANESH GULKARNI):
Let the Leader of the House complete.

SHRI PRANAB KUMAR MUKHER-
JEE: What would be the motion
after Thursday when we met even
when I was rather accused that I am
not allocating time for ihe discussion,
After all that exercise and when we
have formulated some mode of dis-
cussion I do not find any reasons why
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we should go for technicalities. If
you do not want to take the
cognisance of the report, do not take
it; pbutrwe are....

SHRI PILOO MODY: Will you
please give me five seconds, please?
Mr. Minister, will you please answer
one question? I cannot understand this
cbduracy. You have enough number
of copies of the report. Why have
you refused to distribute it through the
Notice Office or the Puplication Branch
or whatever it is? I want to know
what the difficulty is.

SHRI FRANAB KUMAR MUKHER-
JEE: I will tell you, but you have not
permitted me to complete my sentence.
If T just wanted to circulate them
through the Notice Office, or if you
wanted me to circulate the way calen-
dars or diaries are circulated, that is
another issue. But I cannot, as Leader
of the House, ask the Rajya Sabha
Notice Office to circulate a document
which I am not prepared to authenti-
cate, because nobodyw has authorised
me to do so. I cannot do it because
nobody—neither the Bihar Govern-
ment nor the Bihar Chief Minister—
has authorised me that I should circu-
late this document. So I cannot ins-
truct the Notice Office of the Rajya
Sabha, #s Leader of the House, that
you circulate a particular document.

SHRIMATI PURABI MUKHERJEE:
You did not hear me probably; the
stand I took as about the authenticity
of the report. T am not for availability
of the report, I am not for non-avail-
ability or non-availability. my point
was whether this report can be taken
into comnsideration.

SHRI LAL K. ADVANI (Gujarat):
Sir, so far as the isdue is concerned, all
sections of this House wanted a discu-
ssion. But at that particular point of
time, all of us from this side pointed
out that if there is {1ken agn objnrction
to a copy of the report being laid on
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the table on the ground that it is a
State Government’s Commission, at
least so far as the discussion is concern-
ed, that discussion can be properly held
only if copies are circulated. Every-
one insisted on this. Sir, it is signifi-
cant—and the Leader of the House
should note it—that in the other House,
the Speaker has disallowed a discu-
ssion on this very ground that how can
we discuss this report, which is not a
report of the commission of Inquiry
set up the Central Government? It is
by the State Government. It has not
even been laid on the table of the
Assembly, So the question of discu-
ssing it in the Lok Sabha does not
arise. No doubt, we are masters of

our own business and there can be
occasions when the Lok Sabha takes
one view...(Interruptions)...and the
Rajya Sabha takes another. It has
happened so many times. And I for
one have been pressing that we are not
bound by the decisions of the Lok
Sabha. But, Sir, it should be regarded
as a significant procedural matter and,
therefore, all that we said was, even
though we did not insist upon the pro-
cedural propriety, we had insisted up-
on a substantial, meaningful debate
taking place, and that cannot take
place unless copies are distributed, 1
do not see any reason whatsoever as
to why the Government should have
failed in this matter, particularly when
the Chief Minister came over here with
500 or 600 copies with him, particularly
when the Chief Minister come to the
Leader of the House himself—I was
there when he was in his chamber—
and I do not see any reasons of
the excuse that is being given as to how

JEE: One more point and this is
precisely. ...

SHEIKH (Andhra Pradesh): But,
Sir....

SHRI VICE-CHAIRMAN (SHRI
ARVIND GANESH KULKARIO):
When your Leader is speaking, why
should you obstruct him?
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THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (SHRI AR-

One js,
whether the discussion which jg being
allowed under rule 176 is in order,
Secondly, whether the reports were
made available, as vwag stated here.
A third point has alsc been raised by
Madam Purabj Mukhopadhyay
whether thig is authontic. When the
discussiyn  took place, I was also
present. Nobody, neither the Chair-
man nor the Deputy Chairman nor
the Leader of the House took the re-
sponsibility of supplying copies to
every hon. Member (Interruptions).
I do rot want clapping. What is the
use of clapping? The second point is,
the Leader of the ~House gnd the
Secretary-General have informed me
that 30 (o 40 copies Lave beep made
avaiiable jn the library. 1 do not
know whether the hon. Members have
gone there. I do not disbelieve any-~
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body. But this is the position. Thirdly,
I would only draw the attention of
hon. Members to one thing. When
Mr. Advani was on the Government
side and when our friends here were
sitting on the opposite gide, along with
us, because we were always there, a
substantive motion on the reported
news item in the ‘Blitz’ about Kanti
Desai, Padma Desai and so on, was
allowed and the Government was
really liberal in allowing a substantive
motiotn. Now, what is the issue here
to be decided.. (Interruptions). Let
me complete. There is only one point
to be decided by the Chair. T think,
the discussion is In order, This is
not in the form of a motion. This is
only a short duration discussion under
rule 176, The words ‘reported find-
ings’ have been used. Friends on this
side will say that these are the find~
ings. Friends on that side will say
that these are the findings. I am not
going to vonuchsafe anybody’s find-
ings. You say whatever you like.
The giscussion will be limited under
rule 176. Mr. Surjeet please.

SHR] HARKISHAN SINGH SUR-
JEET (Punjab): Sir, how much time
will you aliow me?

SHRI NAGESHWAR PRASAD
SHAHI: Mr, vice-chairman, Sir, how
much time has been allotted for this
discussin?

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (SHRI
ARVIND GANESH KULKARNI):
Three hours have been allotted. Here
are some names. I will be most libe-
ral to the extent I can sit here. I
lehave been assured that I will be re-
lieved at 6 PM. It ig the duty of the
other Vice-Chairman to look into the
matter. Mr. Surjeet please.

SHRI HARKISHAN SINGH SUR-
JEET: Sir, we fee] deeply pained to
note that even after 34 years of In-
dependence, we are faced with a situa-
tion that communal riots have become
an agnnual phenomenon, that no year
passes, when they do not oceur in
this State or that State. Now, Sir,
the question has been raised whether
this Report is authentic or not. This
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report has been commented upon by
all the leading dailies of the country.
So far as we are concerned, Sir,
there is no revelation in the report
because 1 wamt to remind the friends
here that immediately when the riots
took place we came out with our
criticism and understanding we wrote
an editorial in our paper and we sent
a delegation of Members of Parlia-
ment there who came and reported
and whose findings were circulated

to the papers, Our Polit Bureau also

issued a statement. If I go into it and

raad it again, I find the assessment

givne by ug at that time is fully cor-

roborated by the important findings

of the Commuission. Sir, In the 22nd

Apri| 1979 issue of our organ ‘Peoples

Democracy’ it was written:

“What hag been happening in
the past week in the industrial city of
Jamshedpur should awaken every In-
dian citizen to the grim situation, not
only in that city, but throughout the
country.

While Jamshedpur is one of the
worst affecteq cities to experience
communal riotg in the country, it
is only a link in the chain of com-
munal and casteist riots, . It was
witnessed in Aligarh, Agra and a
number of cities and villages thro-
ughtout India, particularly in the
North. All of them serve to remind
us of the innumerable riots that
overtook the country during the
last three decades and more. It is a
shameful continuation of the inhu-
man earnage on both sides of the
newly carved border when the
independent States of the Indian
Union, and Pakistan were formed
in 1947.

Every time such riots break out
the monotonous ritual is observed;
non-~official leaders express sorrow
and indignation and cal] for a “Co-
mmunal consensus” to prevent fur-
ther riots; judicial probes are ap-
pointed; Government. Spokesmen
promise ‘irm action’ against insti-
gators. After this ritual faithful-
ly observed everbody goes home
until the outbreak of another riot,
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in some place if not the very same
one.

What is required is not the obser-
vance of this ritual but the
adoption of a new, sincere and de-
termined effort to eliminate the
root cause of communal tension,
No amount of remedial action ta-
ken at the time of a particular
riot or rendering relief to the riot
victims, would cure the country of
the malady—however important
they are at the movement—unless
an intensive drive ig organised to
establish the superiority of secul-
arism over communalism.”

Then another statement wag issued
by the political bureau in which we
had stated very categorically about
the incidents which have occurred
there. In this statement we had said:

“The communa] holocaust in
Jamshedpur once again underlines
the danger which the RSS consti-
tutes to gecularism and democracy,
Delegations sent by all political par-
ties, including the ruling Janata
Party, to make an on-the-spot stu-
dy of the genesis and course of
the Jamshedpur riot are unani-
moug that the tragic events that
took place in the stee] city were
the result of deliberate planning
ang that the organisation that
planned it was the RSS. As in other
riots like Aligarh, the leading light
among the organisers of the riot in
Jamshedpur was a confirmed RSS
leader who happens to be local
Janata MLA.

Reports of delgations making fa-
ctual study of the Jamshedpur de-
velopments draw pointeq attenw
tion to the omissions and commis-
sion of the administrative machi-
nery While a section of the local
officials were keen on rooting out
the riots, others were working
hand--in-glove  with the organi-
sers of the riots. The Bihar Mili-

tary Police, by and large, acted
in concert with the RSS in the kil-
ling, loothing, house-burning ‘and
other inhuman deeds—all directed

i
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against the minority community,
The Janata Government for its
part failed in its responsibility in
that even those in the political lea-
dership who are not under the RSS
influence felt helpless in the condi-
tions of the internal situation in
their par‘ty.

The role of the Tata manage-
ment in encouraging communal di-
sruption shoulq alsc be mentioned.
The facts revealed concetning the
Jamshedpur riots should, therefore,
wake up every patriotic citizen of
India to the urgent necessity of
fighting Hindu revivalism and dis-
ruption symbolised in the RSS.”

Again, we sent a delegation of
MPs and the delegation reported I
do not want to repeal the whole
story, giving all the incidents which
led to the riots routs No. 1 and all
led to the riots roufe No. 14 and all
that pbut this is what our delegation
reported:

“As a compromise was sought to
be workedq out at ihis very time,
and on the spot, the local MLA,
Dinanath Pande, raised another de-
mand the release of the Trived; who
lhad been taken into custody as a
precautionary measure, He insisted
that the procession would not move
till this person wag released. It was
at thjg point that the brick bats be-
gan to fly. Thereafter followed the
indfScriminate ang inhuman attacks
on Muslims in the city ,and wide-
spreaqg intensive attacks on Muslim
bastis. The Jamait Islamia, too, at-

tacked ; Hindu basti.

In this situation, there were other
elements ready to fish in troubled
waters."”

Deligation also said about the to-
tal failure of the administration,
They reported;

“Torn between ity own  duties
and pulls from the {fop political
authorities of the State and given
their own caste and community in-
clinations, the local administra-
tion totally failed to tackle the ex-
plosive situation. And, as reported
over and over again by different
people to the delegation, sections
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of the Bihar Military Police, the
general police force ete. etc. also

- participated.”

This is what we had stateq at that
time. %

Now we come to the findings of
the Commission. All the leading
mewspapers have commented on it
and I do not want to go into all the
quotationg given here in the report
ang the analysis made. But so far
as R.S.S. ig concerned, on pages 31 to
33, a mention is made about the visit
of Shri Deoras there and his speach
which he was denied, but it is stated
here that he said those things there
and also subsequently at an open
public meeting which he addressed.
But I will come to that point Ilater
because it is not the speach alone,
"but his own writings. Even after
this there are sufficient writtings
which indicate the ideas which is
advocating ang propagating. It is
stated here in the report:

“After giving careful ang serious |
consideration to all the materials
that are on record, the Commission
is of the view that the RSS with
its extensive organisation in Jam-
shedpur and which had close links
with the Jan Sangh and the Bhara-
tiya Majdoor Sangh, had a positive
hand in creating a climate which
was most propitious for the out-
break of the communal disturban-
ces,”

Then, again about Shri Pandey, it
is very categorically stated hLere:

“The Commission, therefore, con-
cludes that Shri Dina Nath Pandey
was a member of the RSS, his ac~
tions followed a line which was in
fulfilment of the general scheme of
the Hindu Communalists of Jam-
shedpur and that they were also
aimed at achieving the plan an-
nounced in the leaflet circulaled by
them. His conduct had, thus, direc-
tly contributed to the outbreak of
the riot of Jamshedpur, on the oec-
casion of the Ram Navami festival
of 1979.”
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So far as administration is concer-
ned, it is very clearly stated how it
failed, how it collaborated. All these
things are there. Then coming to
elements responsible, it is on pages
108-110, There also, mention is made
about the RSS, the different speeches,
all the moves and other things.

In the end it is stated:

“In the Chapter on the RSS, the
Commission has already refer to
the nameg of Shri D, N, Pandey,
S. K. Prabhakar, Puran Singh Ra-
tan Lal, J. D. Patel and Banwari
Lal Agrawal and the different in-
cidents in which they were invol-
ved and have found that the hand
of the RSS and Jan Sangh which is
the politica] wing of the RSS s dis-

cernible behind the riot. Elsewhere
the Commission has also helg that
the Bharatiya Majdoor Sangh is
the labour wing of the erstwhile
Jan Sangh., The evidence establish-
ed that members of these organisa-
tions had taken active part in in-
cidents which eventually erupted
into the communal flare up. And in
the nature of things, an organisa-
tion can work only through its
agencies and members,”

These are some of the things which
are stated here. Now I want to quote
the reaction of the bpress, the com-
ments made by some of the dailies of
the country. The Statement editori-
ally commented:

“It hardly comes as a surprise
that the commission which inquired
into the Jamshedpur communal
riots of April 1979 has found the
Rashtriya Swayamsevak Sangh
guilty, Even at the time it was
evident that the RSS camp held in
the town a few days before the in-
cident had created tension between
the two communities, The Com-
mission had observed that it was -
the RSS which had sown the ‘seeds

of hatred” by encouraging extre-
mists among the majortiy com-
munity to insist on taking a cer-
tain route for the Ramnavami pro-
cession; thig hag not been allowed
since 1970 as the route passed
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through a predominantly Muslim lo-

cality.”

again it has said, so far as the ad-
ministration is concerned:

“Firstly, it apparently bowed to
political pressure (a Janata Gov-
ernment wag then in power) in al-
lowing the procesion to take the
controversial route; secondly, sec-
tions of the Biha, Military Police
acted in a shamefully parijsan
manner....”

Then it goes on to say:

“....even though there hag been
earlier evidence of involvement of
these forces in serioug public dis-
order, they have not acted.”

Then, Sir, the Patriot comments on
this:

“The preparations, the killings and
the criminal administrative calloug-
ness are familiar to us who have
watched Aligarh and Moradabad
and a dozen other towns. In Jam-
shedpur it was Mr. Ding Nath
Pandey, Janata MLA, who led the
rioting mob, in Aligarh (1978), it
was Mr. K. K, Navman, RSS activist
and Janata Party district leader,
who wag noted as a moving spirit.”

Then it is stated:

“The Jamshedpur communal pat-
tern has appeareq with minor
variations, year after year in one
place and another causing death,
arson and looting. These havn in-
flicted deep wounds that continue
to burn with suspicion, sense of

insecurity and fear turning into
hatred.”
This is what ig  stated by the

Patriot.

Then the Timesof India has writ-
ten: -

“The report of the three-man in-
quiry ¢emmission on the communal
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riots in Jamshedpur in April 1979 is
a brofoundly disturbing document.
It confirms the worst fears about4&
the causes of the recurring night-
mare, The commission has, for
instance, censured even senior divi-
sional and district officers for in-
competence and worse, ang return-
ed against the Bihar Military Police
the even more damning verdict of
being ‘in collusion with Hindu com-
munalists.’ An  equally shocking
part of 1ts findingg is 5 clear indict-
ment of the RSS, the Jana Sangh
and their trade union front, the
Bharatiya Mazdoor Sangh, for fo-
menfing communal tension and
crecting a climate in which the riot
on the Ram Naumi day became
unav.idable. The complicity of
the RSS and its allies jn communal
riots hag heen a subject of heated
controversy for years. Even when
hinted at by commissions of inquiry
and other independent authorities,
it has heen stoutly denied by the
RSS and it; supporters. Now the
Jamshedpur co'rmission has quoted
chapter and ve = ¢, press home
the charge.”

Then, Sir, the Indian Express has
commented on thiz. While doubtin«
the bone fides of the Government in
bringing this up gzt this moment, it
has stated:

“The RSS, however, will need to
do a lot more of explaining -
convince the public of its case. More
effective will be 4 demonstration of
the Sangh’s readiness to  make
amends for any mischief committed
by its members. The BJP president
Mr, A B. Vajpayee, has done well
to suspend the accused Bihar legis-

lator from membership  of his
party.”
This is what it states. And simi-

larly a long article has been written
})y the editor of the Hindustan Times
In which after nailing down the role
of R.S.S. it is stated that the adminis-
trative connivance hag been there jn
relation tg these incidents.
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Sir, what is stated in this Report
is not new. If one goes through the
earlier reports of the various Commis-
sions—whether it is in relation to the
riots at Tellicherry or Ahmedabad or
the riots in August and October, 1967
at Ranchi, Hathia, Jaipur, Ahmed-
nagar, Sholapur or the Raghubar
Dayal Commission or the riots of 18th
September, 1969, Ahmedabad riots or
riots at Bhiwandi, Jalgaon or the
Mahmud Commission of Inquiry—all
tell the same story.

It does not mean that the KR.S.S.
counterparts have no role to play. If
does not mean that the Muslim com-
munalism plays no danger. There
alsg you find now the Jamat-e-Islam
during the last few years has become
so active; if you examine their docu-

ments, with the same slogans they
ave alling fuel to  fire: and these
counteyparts of the RSS, are also

creating a similar gituation. When we
go into the jnstances of minority com-
munalitm, the harm it does to the
situation which is created, we feel
concernad with it. Angd then, Sir,....

SHRI (MOLANA) ASRARUL HAQ
(Rajasthan): What is the proof?,

SHR!1 HARKISHAN SINGH SUR-
JEET: Wait. I will come to that. I
will coine tg so many things. T am
geing to give you the saboot.
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SHRT HARKISHAN SINGH SUR-
JEET: sir, in reality there are daily
occurrences of these riots. Where the
Report fails js that it fails to mention
the real remedy and the real causes.
Incidental causes, momentary causes
are given ang they give you the find-
ings. But the real cause behind all
these riots ig that since Independence
things deteriorated and now after 34
years we find that it is secularism
which is being sacrificed in the coun-
try and the anti-secular ideas which
ave being advocated by various agen-
cies are penetrating into the minds of
the peoule, the yongsters and so on
These ideas are correcting into de-
mocratic consciousness ang ideas of
secularism. And they are not only-
confind to those who follow the Jana
Sangh. These ideas are affecting the
mindg of the people following the
other political parties also. Thig is
not so today only. I have got the
experience of 1947 Communal hoio-
caust when I know that g few were
lef4 to defend secularism on  both
sides. And I am proud, Sir, that it
was my party—many of our workers

laid their lives—who defended thc
minorities on both sides. (Interrup-
tions) I wil] come to this. You wait.

We supported and we opposed. But
where were you? 1 will come to that
later on. But what I want to men-
tion is that the position was such that
they were in league with princes
who were supplying rifles to kill the
minorities, There were a few Con-
gressmen left to defend Secularism.
I know thig because I was to protect
Dr. Saiffuddin Kitchlu, the hero of
Jalianwalla Bagh in Amritsar with 200
workers, and ater wag forced to
come to Delhi because he was not
safe at Amritsar where he had made
tremendous Sacrifices for the cauge of
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freedom. I have seen it. That is why
-everybody hag to search his heart,
how deeply these ideas get in afected.
Here, Sir, I want to just point out to
my friends that they can deny this
report, but they cannot deny the phi-
losophy of R.S8.S. The Organiser is
the mouthipiece of the RSS. And

What are the ideas being pro-

pagated? I read extracts of an article
which appeared in the ORGANIZER
of April 12, 1981 by Dr, Sadashiv San-
yal, a retired Professor of Philosophy.
What does he write? What are the
ideas? And I wil] show the Jamat-e-
Istami is propagating the same idea
~and the propagandists of “Khalistan”
are alsp propagating the same ideas.
They are creating disruption and they
are creating a situation of disunity in
the country. Sir, it is stated in that
article:

“For a people living within a
territory to become a nation, the
minimum condition tg be fulfilled is
to have a growing aspiration to be-
come a sovereign State. And when
such sovereignty is realised, they
become a nation-State,

“Then he goes on to explain that
‘during the British rule, India’as &
colonial State covered a territory
that included Sri Lanka, Bangla-
desh ang Pakistan. The State of the
Indian Union is now a Sovereign
State, after the Muslims got their
own nation-State. But the people
of residual India are not yet an
Indian nation. The Hindug are a
nation, they do aspire {0 become a
nation-State. And so do the Com-
munists, the liberal humanisty (a
la Mrs, Gandhi), the Christians (a
la Mother Taresa) and again the
Muslims. So they are all nations.
India as a State jg multi-national;
so is it ag a market.”

"The comcept of the multinational
country ig not being advocated on the

e e et
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basig of the development of the society
ang the formulation of nationalities.
It is being advocated on the basis of -«
the varioug religinus faiths in  the
country. It is saicl that on that basis
thege are different nations and on that
basis it is mult nationg] countcy
The same ideas are being propagated
by the propagandisis of “Khalistan”
and the same ideas are being propa-
gated by the Jamat-e-Islami.

Again it is stated:

“Criticising the present Indian
State, it says that libera] humanists”
in power ever since 1947...”

We dJo not want them to remain in
power. But how do they understand?

“ ..have beesn exhorting the
Hindus specially knowing fully well
non-Hindu non-~liberals won’t
bother—to alienate themselves from
their jlliberal, inhuman Hinduism;
but not only the Hindus but all the
non-liberals, non-humanists would
like to question the desirability of
glving up their identities, self-res-
pect, axtons, value systemg before
obliging the brown Sahibs and
Sahibas realising a  doubiously
modern State on the lines of their
society and culiure.” Then it is
explained that “Hinduism is, his~
torically speaking. the name of a
tota] cultural system; logically
speaking, of the {otal cultural sys-
tem. The total cultural system is
the open ideal system, which, when
dynamically realised in history,
appears to be a total cultural system
at the given point of time, yet re-
maing the self-same system.”

Then he goes on to say and ends
up by saying:

“to preach that religion and poli-
ties are mutually exclusive is to
preach the liberal humanistic
religion, it would imply that the
State of the Indiap Uniom need not
or would not defend Hinduism
from external aggression or inter-
nal repression and genocide. 1f the
liberal humanist nationalists would
tell the Hindu nationalists to for-
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get their Hinduism in public life
and be liberal humanist in order
- to be good Indian, than they would
be asking the Hindus to cease to
be integrated persons and would
be driving them to dishonesty and

schizophrenia, to double-think and
double-talk. f

Coming to the philosophy of Shri
Deoras, I am not talking about the
carlier things of S/Shri Deoras and
Golwalkar. The ORGANIZER, dated
April 19, 1981, carries a speech of
Shri Deoras. In the speech he argues
about Hindu Rashtra andg he elabo-
rates the theory of Hindu Rashtra.
He says, referring to the suggestion
made by some people that the RSS
should utilise the term “Bharatiya
Rashtra instead of Hindu Rashtra”,
that the Sangh had no objection to
that. “For us the words Hindu Rash-
tra and Bharat Rashtra are synony-
mous, However, why do some people
insist on the word ‘Bharatiya’ in
place of ‘Hindu’? Probably, they think
that the word Hindu lacks something
ang it smacks of something and un-
desirable. Will any self-respecting
Hindu accept this and agree to its
substitution? Secondly, those who in-
sist on the word ‘Bharativa’, though
they do not actually say so, mean it
as a territorial concept. However,
even whep one useg the word ‘Bhara-
tiya’, one will have to explain what
it conveys. One will have to say that
he who accepts Bharat as his mother-
land, and its ancient culture as his
proud heritage, ig a Bharatiya. And
is not this Bharatiyg the same as
‘Hindutva’? Thus in order to e¢xplain
the concept of Bharatiya, one will
have to come back to Hindutva. So
what purpose ig served by employing
this roundabout explanation?”

Sir, T do not want to go into the
earlier theories of Guru Golwalkar
where he has praiseq Hitler and where
he has praised racial theories all that
he was advocating.

Similarly it ig these ideas which are
being propagated by the Jamat-e-
Islami also in the name of Islam. If
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you want to know, I can produce a
lot of literature gbout them. These
are the ideas being propagated t-day
by the advocates of Khalistan and so
many divisive forces in the country.
It is these jdeas which are harming
the unity of the country ang the in- i
tegrity of the country. What is being -
sacrificed in this ig secularism,

What is secularism? It is being un-
derstoor a5 the propagation of all re-
ligions. I want fto say that the first
requirement of national solidarity—

because we talk about national solida-
rity a lot—is loyalty to the secular
idea which meang complete separa-
tion of religion and politics. Balasaheb
speaks of toleration to other religions
as the essential character of Hindus.
Secularism, however, is not toleration
of one religious group to others, but
the determination of all the religious
groups to make religion a pure mat-
ter of personal belief, and not allow
it to penetrate the State and politics.
Any politica] activity aimed at forging
the ‘solidarity of any religious group
is thus alien 1o national solidarity.
Secularism 3lso means that the centu-
ries-olg organisation of Hindu society
is completely moderniseq by cutting
at the very roots of the caste system.
The division of society into ‘higher’
and ‘lower’ castes, an extension of the
original Varnashrama dharma  of
which the late Sarsanchalak of the
RSS, Guru Golwalkar, was an ardent
devotee is the bane of India. the
biggest obstacle in the development
of a modern secular society.

This, Sir, is not confined to the RSS
alone. Even now what doeg the Gov-
ernment do about it? I want to c(ome
to that point. If you go into the re-

ports of various commissions,-
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when thcy make mention, they make
mention about the equality of religions,
the propagation of all religious ideas,
but they never make mention as to
what is secularism and how to defend
it. Without the propagation of secular
ideas and complete separation of reli-
gion from the State, you cannot create
a situation by which occurrence  of
riots can be prevented in the country.
That is why when it comes to the Gov-
ernment, what do you find? They give
patronage to these wrong ideas every
day. Even now whenever Ministers
go to various congregations, when they
attend various public meetings organis-
ed by such bodies which propagate
obscurantist ideas, what do they do?
Do they encourage the ideas of secula-
r'sm? Not only that, since my triend
asked me a question, T want to remind
him that recently the Jamat-e-Islami
held a conference in Hyderabad. The
Jamat-e-Islami has given the slogan in
Kashmir that Kashmir is not part of
India. When the Jamat-e-Islami held
its conference in Hyderabad, unfortu-
nately, Sir, the Prime Minister, who
talks of sacularism, sent a message for
the success of the Jamat-e-Islami con-
ference in Hyderabad. We should be
ashamed of it.
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SHRI HARKISHAN SINGH SUR-
JEET: When one tries to utilise these
occasions factors for narrow political
ends, then secularism suffers. I would
like you to find out who organised, who
helped the organisation of, the Jamat-
e-Islami. You will find the State Go-
vernment also gave a tremendous help.
This in fact increases the communal
feelings. If you also want to adopt
the same British methods, well, it is é
a different matter. I want only to
emphasise that secularism cannot be
defended only by abusing some other
parties. ... (time-bell)

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (SHRI!
DINESH GOSWAMI): You have taken
thirty m'nutes. Please try to con-
clude.

SHRI HARKISHAN SINGH SUR-
JEET: I shal] finish soon,

Again I come to the media. I would
like you to look iuto and examine the g
attitude on secularism; I am not only
talking about the ideals of RSS. I
know that there are many Congress-
men, 80 per cent of them, who talk
‘against RSS, but i1 reality their ideas
are the same. I have found it not
today, I have fourd it many times,
That is what the position is. S0 1
want you to examine what the media
ig doing. Do you find anything, any
advocacy of secularism in the media?
What it advocated there? I want you
to examine Door Darshan and Radio.
Everyday what is advocated is not
secular'sm. That is why, when the
report goes into the causes and gives
a solution, it is a complete failure. —*
This is not the only commis-
sion’s  report. You go into the
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library, you find go many reports of
so many commissions. And they are
g1l a cozy of the same when it comes
to basic causeg and solutions. Some
legal quotations are taken from here,
some legal quotations gre taken from
there, but the operative part is the
same, cvery report saying the same
thing in the operative part, everywhere
in mentioning RSS here, RSS there and
in conclusions this should be done
like this, that should be done like
that, Everything is the same in all

* these reports.

There has to be a basic change in
the attitude of the people, You go into
the riote in Jamshedpur or in Ali-
garh. You find out what has been
the attitude of the people and politi-
cians, If you are honest enough, you
will find out what the attitude
was even of the Congressmen towards
the riots. Did one of them come for-
ward to defend the minorities at the
cost of their own lives? That is what
the ideds of secularism enables you to
do. That is the sacrifice the secularism
encourageg to undertake. And this
was what was done by us during
those riots, durirg that criminal holo-
caust of 1947. That is why I say that
this kind of a spirit is absolutely
necessary, This i3 5 very serious mat-
ter. One hundred and eight lives
were lost i Jamshedpur, in an am-
bulance van scores of peaple were
being burnt; the whole atmosphere is
- vitiated with hatred. In the name of
religion hatred against people belong-
ing to some other faiths jg preached.
It this is the philosophy you are
advocating, then what is for you the
value of humanity ang human life?
That is why I am raising this discus-
sion seriously. Let us be very clear.
I want to tell my friends who have
association with RSS. These ideas can-
not work. They will only destroy the
human values of society; they will only
do harm to the country. Let every-
body have his own faith free from
any imposition. Let everybody be
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free to have his own faith. Our
Constitution recognises full freedom
for every faith, But at the same
t.me they should not mix up veli-
gion with politics. These two things
religion and politics, should be abso-
lutely separate. Religion is a means
of communication. between man and
God, And let jt be so. One should
not be mixed with the other. Every-
body must adhere to  these princip-
les. Today our country is facing a
very serious situation. If we are
not conscious, if these divisive
forces are allowed to  grow, then we
will not be able to defeat conspira-
cies against the unity of the country.
If the challenge of communal forces
and other divisive forces is not met,
wiatever talks the Prime Minister
and the Cangress Party indulge in,
apart from other problems which
they have created, they will be creat-
ing still greater and greater prob-
lemg for the country which will defy
solution. .. (time-bell rings)

Therefore, with this appeal that all
of us should imbibe the spirit, of
natioaal unity, the spirit of sacrifice in
defence of the minorities, in defence
of ideas of secularism, so that we
make the country free from  the
occurrence of communal riots and
make it truly secular I initiate this
discussion.

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (SHRI
DINESH GOSWAMI): Before I call
the next speaker, I wish to take the
sense of the House, because yester-
day’s discussion went up to 4.45 this
morning, and I want 10 know how
long we want to sit today and when
I should call the Minister.

SHRI PILOO MODY: It depends
upon how many speakers there are.

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (SHRI DI-
NESH GOSWAMI): We have got al-
together seventeen speakers.

SHRIMATI PURABI MUKHOPADH-
YAY: As we proceed we will see.
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THE  VICE-CHAIRMAN (SHRI1

DINESH GOSWAMI): I wang to set
the time limit just now. If we ao not
do it now, later on we will be accused
of being partial or giving more time
to earlier speakers. I think we will
proceed on the basis that each speaker
will bet a time of between 10 and 15
minutes. This is not 3 hard and fast
rule. Shrimati Purabi Mukhopadhyay.

SHRI PILOO MODY: She has agreed
to allow me.

SHRIMATI PURABI MUKHOPA-
DHYAY: Because he wants to go
away.

SHRI PILOO MODY: Thank you.

Mr. Vice-Chairman, | am really quite
unmollified about the explanation
offered by the Treasury Benches for
not having made this report available
to us. We have all agreed and we
had shown our anxiety to qiscuss the
report. We had also made a demand
to discuss the entire communal situa-
tion in the country. It was because
of my eagerness that I went to the
Leader’s chamber in the Parliament
Houses and secured myself a copy of
this report which was freely available
to the ruling party. Dozens .nd
dozens of copies were waved in the
air, but not one report on this side of
the House. So I went there and it
was about 1 o’clock yesterday after-
noon and from 1 o'clock yesterday
afternoon to 5 o’clock this morning
we were discussing something entire-
ly different. We were discussing how
to suppress the rest of the people in
this country, not only communinalists.
Therefore, it was not humanly possible
to study a document of this nature,
authentic or otherwise. It was not
possible to study it. We know why
this matter has been brought up. It
has nothing to do with communalism
at all. The people who have asked us
to discuss this report today, in their
hearts, do not share the slightest con-
cern for communalism. I make ‘his
uncategerical charge and I have heard
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all of them in public and in private.
1 know exactly what their views on
communalism are. To them commu-
nalism means benefit for their own
community. And yet we know that
this report is being discussed this
afternoon because we want to divert
the attention of people from more
pressing issues before the  country.
There is nothing new about commu-
nalism in this. MNothing at all. Had
the members of the ruling party been
serious,
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SHRI PILOO MODY: They are con-

cerned about human lives? Do not
talk such nonsense. 1 hate this tin-
pot patriotism, I hate this tin-pot
nationalism and this tin-pot commu~

nalism. Do not talk of human lives.
We know how much you respect them.
Therefore, this is riot a serious discus-
sion at all. It is not a serious discus-
sion because if they wene concerned
about communalism, they would have
agreed to aiscuss fhe whole subject
of communalism.

Jamshedpur is not an isolated city
existing in a vacuum. It is very
much a part and parcel of a well-
integrated society in which the domi-
nant feature—man-made and created
by man and politicians—is the en-
hancement of ccmmunalism, is to
feed and breed communalism so that
the Government the ruling party or

-

’
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any other party, not excluaing my

own, con create vote for themselves.
When it comes to elections, you want
vote banks. But let me tell you that
vote banks are only created by crea-

tion communal feelings. Otherwise,
there are no vote banks.
SHRI P. RAMAMURTI (Tamil

Nadu): Also caste feelings,

SHRI PILOO MODY: Yes, caste
feelings also. I used the word “com-
munal” in the larger context, But 1
am glad that you corrected me. Eivery-
time I talk about communalism, I also
talk about casteism.

Now, what ig the main thrust of the
ruling party? They want to castigate
the RSS. I would like to castigate
the RSS because the RSS ig one ele-
ment in the whole scheme of things
which, I think, is not helping the
cause of eradicating communalism.
But it is not the only offender. It
is only one of the many offenders.
In fact, it is not the only party or
organisation which lives on this
There are any number, hundreds ot
them, in this country of every com-
munity. But they are not peing casti-
gatea? Why? Because they do not
provide vote banks. The RSS can be
easily castigated because they are a
very exposed group of people. Every
morning you can see them doing exer-
cises. They are not behind anything,
in clandestine places, or in dark cor-
ners. I don’t approve of them. But
I would like to make one thing clear.
The RSS has been mentioned in any
number of reports. The RSS has
been mentioned in the case of Bhi-
wandi, many many years ago; the RRS
has been mentioned in the case of
Jalgaon; the RSS has been mentioned
in the case of Manmad; the RSS has
been mentioned in the case of Ahme-
dabad; I know that the RSS has been
mentioned in the case of Aligarh, in
the case of Moradabad, in the case of
Godhra, in the case of Baroda, and
in the case of Biharshariff. There are
any number of places in the reports
of which th, RSS has been mentioned.
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But why is it that this Government
has done nothing about it apart from
irying to raise a little political noise
about about it to increase and extend
its vote banks? Why have they not
done anything about it? The conclu-
sion is only too obvicus. The Govern-
ment is not interested in getting rid
of communalism in ghy way in this
country. The Government stands to
benefit considerably as a pesult uf the
communal feelings that are being fan-
neqd in this country. I am quite con-
vinced in my mind, and I can give
you incident after incident where I
koow that tie  coinmunal riots aave
been created and engineered hy the
ruling party, wherever it found that
it was losing its grip on the Muslim
votes and this helps them to consoli-
date their hold. I will give you cne
instance, I have forgotten the name
of the town.... Yes, it is Modassa, In
Modassa, there was total communal
harmony. Unfortunately, Modass
happens to be just outside my con-
stituency. I say this because, in my
constituency, during the time I re-
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presented it, I did not allow any
communal riots,
SHRI P. RAMAMURTI: What is

your constituency?

SHRI PILOO MODY: Godhra. So,
Modassa happens to be just outside my
constituency and being very close, I
saw it at very close quarters. A
communal riot was engineered he-
cause the Muslims of Modassa were
not supporting the Congress(I), And
than came the question of compen-
sation. In the payment of this com-
pensation, amounts were fixeq and it
was decided that each one would
be paid so much and that payment
was made at midnight; on the day of
the elections, just before the electiont
day, on the same day in the early
hours of the morning, compensation
was paid. But for days they were
left dangling and it was brought not
by government officials or government
officers. .....

SHRI SYED SIBTE RAZI (Uttar
Pradesh): It is a fiction, 1 think.

RS- V. -
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SHRI HAREKRUSHNA  MAL-
LICK (Orissa): You hear him fully.
(Interruptions)

SHRI PILOO MODY: Kindly listen
to more fictions, it might educate you.

SHRI SYED SIBTE RAZI: What
else can we expect from you?

SHRI PILOO MODY: Sir, I have to
say it with a very heavy heart that
this RSs happens to be a God's gift
to the Congress(I). (Interruptions).
For, without this RSS, I do not know
what you would do or where you
would go for your Muslim votes. I
say this because I happen to0 know
that every conceivable thing that you
have done has damaged the Muslim
community and it has never helped
the Muslim community. The asso-
ciation of the Muslim community
with the Congress(I) has been one
of the greatest tragedies that has be-
fallen my Muslim brethren in this
country,

SHRI HAREKRUSHNA MALLICK:
Shame, shame.

SHRI GHOUSE MOBRIUDDIN
SHEIKH: You have not visited ail
the places, You do not know their
feelings. But they know this much,
that you are making a political
speech. Here is the verdict of the
Commission that the RSS is respon-
sible for this. You are killing them.
(Interruptions)

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (SHRI
DINESH GOSWAMI): Mr. Sheikh,..
(Interruptions)

SHRI PILOO MODY :If the Mus-
lim knowg who is who, you should
know who is me. (Interruptions)

SHRI GHOUSE MOHIUDDIN
SHEIKH: You are an agent. (Inter~
ruptions)

SHRI PILOO MODY: Sir, we have
a repory here, an wunread Report.
The people that are going to throw
stoneg i'rom the other side have not
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read the Report. May be, therr
office has done a little study and un-
derlined a few passages for them, so %
that they can get up and quote it,
like the other day what Mr. Salve
did; the only thing he could read in
the whole of the Report that came
to his notice was that immediately
he saw the name ot Balasaheb Deoras.
(Interruptions) They have not read
it. (Interruptions) Mr. Salve, if you
like to make a personal explanation,
I will be ready to allow you. (Inter-
ruptions) I am allowing you to make
it now.

SHRI NKP. SALVE (Maharash-
tra): I do not want your charity.

SHRI PILOO MODY: Yes, unless I
yield you cannot make it. (Interrup-
tions) Mr. Viece Chairman, Sir, this
Report is not likely to be read by
them.  After this evening they will
sell it gg ‘ruddi’ and make a tiny,
little profit. (Interruptions) A pro-
fit which is denied to this gide of the
House. (Interruptions)

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (SHRI
DINESH GOSWAMI): I was sugges-
ting, Mr. Mody, about the speech
made yesterday be the Home Minis-
ter, that the newspapers will be used
for the purpose of ‘pakoras’.. (In-
terruptions)

SHRI PILOO MODY: Spo far as
the Jamshedpur Report is concerned,
let us look at the credentials of the
author. We have here Mr, Jitendra
Narain, 5 former Judge of the Patna
High Court; it was headed by him.
I believe that the Commission was
appointed by my party when it was
on the other side. It is not the first
mistake that my party has made.
(Interruptions)

AN HON. MEMEBER: Here you are.

SHRI PILOO MODY: Nor will it
be the last. (Interruptions) But
maturity will reach the ruling ben-
ches when they start admitting their
mistakes. Unfortunately for the
ruling party, they have sat with smug
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satisfaction for the last so many years
angd their leader sgys that she makes
no mistakes and she is always cor-
rect. This is what has been respon-
sible for the mistakes of thig county.
Mr, Jitendra Narain, it ig reported,
Sir, recently attendeq a meeting of
the so-called intellectuals, grganised
and financed by the so-called Antulay
.. (Interruptions) for the purpose of
‘strengthening the hands’ of the sa-
called leader. (Interruptions) Now,
he made a three or four minute
speech in front of the august
audience, in which the only point he
haq to make was that the hands of
the Prine Minister should be streng-
thened. And, unfortunately, he
thought that this was 5 contribution
strengthening the hands of the Prime
Ministr! (Interruptions)

SHRI SYED SIBTE RAZI: W, try
to strengthen the hands of our Prime
Minister and yoy tried to weaken
the hanids of your Prime Minister.
That is the difference, That is why
your Gevernment fell, (Interruptions)

SHRI PILOO MODY: I am surprised
at this lucid anglysis that the gentle-
man has given. I did not think he
was capable of it. (Interruptions) I
may have weakened the hands of my
Prime Minister, but I certainly
strengtlieneg the hands of democracy
in this country. (Interruptions) And
I would recommend the same medi-
cine to you. (Interruptions) “The
people have rejected +vyour democ-
racy:” this is a typical statement
that illtistrates the minds of all the
membe"s of the ruling party. They
think tliat democracy is ours, while
dictatorship is theirs. (Interruptions)

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (SHRI
DINESH GOSWAMI): Will you
kindly strengthen my hands by con-
cluding your speech?

SHRI PILOO MODY: Will you
strengthien my speech by sitting back,
leaning Back and enjoying it instead
of leaning forward?  (Interruptions)
Sir, there are causes as to why this
happened in Jamshedpur ¢ whch all
of you are guilty and some of us here
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are also guilty. There was a large
hue and cry and all of you have cont-
ributed to it. It was about the Tata
Zamindarj in Jamshedpur. It was
one way of trying to get at the Tatas.
I have no objection if you get at the
Tatas. I will help you. But the re-
ality wag that Jamshedpur was &
beautiful city, a real source of joy and
pride to us that an industrial city can
grew in this fashion and then came
the Taty Zamindari thing. The Gov-
ernment tookx all the lands that were
leased to the company. Sir, you will be
surprised to know that the Tatas can-
not build any living quarters, any
staff quorters, etc. They cannot put
up a fence, They cannot do anything
in Jamshedpur to satisfy the needs
of their employees for housing be-
cause every conceivable thing requires
Government permission and Yyou
know what it is to take Government
permission. Mr. Antulay style.

SHRIMATI SAROJ XHAPARDE
(Maharashtra): Everywhere you are
seeing Mr. Antulay.

SHRI PILOO MODY: Every time
I mention Antulay, madam, you get
up, Therefore, Sir, all the lands are
reoccupied by the Government. Inci-
dentaily, Jamshedpur is the only
steel city where land has been taken
over by the Government,. Every
other steel city or steel place is leas-
ed out to the company so that the
company can develop it. Jamshed-
pur is the solitary exception because
of the slogan of ‘Tata Zamindary.
Sir, where dg these communal riots
bread? They bread in Dbastis, in
shantis, in unhygienic conditions,
because the brains of the people who
indulge in communalism are no diff-
erent from those people from the
Jhuggi Jhonpri, from the slums and
from the cess pools that we have
allowed to grow all over this country
because of the obdurate and obscu-~
rantist policy of this Government
which it has been pursuing during
the last several years, If you want
an honest report on Jamshedpur, the
root cause of it was thatever since the
Tata Zamindari Andolan started, the
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shantier and these unhygienic con-
ditions have startegq growing in Jam-
shedpur. I happen to know Jamshed-
pur. My mother lives there and I
have to go and visit it several times
a year. I see it deteriovating in
front o my eyes literally from visit
to visit and the company, in spite of
everything, in spite of the fact that
they are not supposed to be incharge
of administration, are still spending
3 to 4 crores ot rupees every year in
order to keep the serviceg and to
maintain them to the best of their
ability under the restrictive circum-
stanceg that are imposed on them.
It is this sort of atmosphere that crea-
tes contmunal problems, (Time bell
rings) 5ir, I woulg like to take a few
minutes more. There is an anatomy
of communal riots and thig anatomy
does not change from one communal
riot to the other. I will give you one
single example which happened in
my own constituency which will
illustrate in nucleus howcommunal
riots take place all gver the country.
A bus seat in a State Transport Bus,
was sold twice to two individuals. It
just so happened that the two indivi-
dualg belonged to the two communi-
%es the Shachis of the Muslim known
as Sheikh Sahib and the other a
Sindhi whp came as refugees from
Pakistan who had lodgeg there since
Indeperidence. Now, the same seat
happened to be sold to them. They
had 3 tremendous quarrel amongst
themselves. They ultimately decided
it amicably amongst themselves say-
ing ,“All right let both of us go and
git at the back” They sat at the
back. When they lookeg up, two
opposite armies were facing each
other. Who created that communal
riot? Mrs Gandhi, Sir, I remember
once in the Lok Sabha, having men-
tioned that after all who creates a
riot, is it the man who throws the
first stone that creates a riot? For
once Mrs, Indira Gandhi was very
perceptive. It is not the man who

first throws a stone that creates gz
#lot, T is the faceless carriers of
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venom that go and spread the things
in the various mohallzs saying,

‘ANZT F O<gr g, ;ST & W,

And people pick up the first instru-
ments that come into their hands
ana start moving in that direction to
pick up a fight.

SHRI SITA RAM KESRI: Mr.
Shahabuddin.

SHR1 PILOO MODY: You mean,
Mr. Shahabuddin on thig side and
Mr, Kesri on the other side, two
paragons of secularism will fight it
out? (Interruptions)

Then, Sir, 25 or 30 shops were
down and the firing had to be resor-
burent ted to and four or five people
were killed. Who started that riot?

Sir, communalism is not a subject
for making political capital. It is too
serious a matter, it iy a matter which
will devour own country. And if you
have any concern therefore for this
country, don’t use these excuses. L
can appreciate one thing to divert
the attention from Antulay..

SHRIMATI SAROJ KHAPARDE:

SHR] PILOO MODY:I told you,
you are bound to got up.

SHRIMATI PURABI MUKHOPA-
DHYAY: Mr. Vice-Chairman, Sir, I
expect, the whole House, whether they
are Members of the Opposition or
whether they are Members of the
ruling benches or whether they are
Independents, would wholeheartedly
ang unhesitatingly condemn not only
the Jamshedpur riots, but communal
Tiots everywhere in this country, in
whichever part of the country or
wherever they are taking place, at
whatever time. Sir, today, all the
Politica]l Parties and their Members
who are sitting here have had their
origin, in some part of their life, in
some part of their career, in the
Indian National Congress; they would
have owed their origin to the Indian
National Congress. Hence, mentally,
philosophically and spiritually, I ex-
pect, they stand for secularism, they
stand for communal harmony and
for they stanq for communal amity.
But if anybody thinks that he can take
political advantage out of the com-
munal disturbances, he is entirely
wrong and I have no words to con-
demn such an attitude. Sir, these
political organisations, which may
have taken different names now, or,
in the recent past, were part and
parcel of the Indian National Con-
gress. Almost all the Janata leaders
sitting in both the House of Parlia-
ment were originally mainly Congress
workers ang Congress leadres. I am
not going to believe that as soon as
they changed their Party’s names,
they have all become communal. Let
us belive in the inherent and in-
trinsic goodness and merit of every
person. I do not doubt about the
bona fides of anybody. Being the
discipleg of Gandhiji. having remain-
ed in our party for loing, they must,
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have bhelieved in communal harmony;
they must still believe in communal
harmony, Indian philosophy teaches
us tolerance. Irdian philosophy
stands on certain fundaraental pillars
namely, tolerance, understanding with
each other, integration and synthesis.
All these led the Congresg to believe,
led the Congress to accept the policy
of national integration and the policy
of communal amity and the policy of
socialism. I do not believe all these
social evils wil] ever evaporate from
thig country if thig country does not
have socialism. Socialism is the only
solution. Otherwise, so long as the
downtordden people remain asg down-
trodden, so long as communal har-
mony is jeopardised by such com-
munal clashes and 5o long as the
community suffers from poverty and
illiteracy, no amount of goodwill on
the part of the majority or the mino-
rity can make this country free from
communal disturbances, This being
the case, we have to look at the pro-
blem from the economie point of view,
not frem the narrow sectarian point
of view. Sir, in thig country there
are people, may be a few in number,
who do not believe that is the funda-
mental prerogative aof the majority
to give al] protection, all safeguard to
the minority. In 2 majority com-
munity dominatea India, it is the
majority community whe have to
come forward with the helping hand,
with their heart and soul, to stand by
the side of the minority. And if any-
body deviates from that, he is making
not only political mistakes, he will
not be tolerated by the rest of the
people of this country. As a social
worker, as a lifelong Congress worker
I believe that this country’s pros-
perity, this country’s very existence
depends on this communal harmony
and communal amity.

Mr. Vice-Chairman, Sir, why do
vou forget that this great country was
partitioned only on communa] basis,
because the British Government
sought that we fight 'with each other?
Even now if we are to behave like
this, we wil] again divide and sub-
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divide our country. I know what
happened in that part of East Pakis-
tan, in that part of undivided Bengal.
I know what happened in the city of
Calcutta. Mahatma Gandhi hagd to go
to Noakhali and stay for months to-
gether to bring back the communal
harmony. Mahatma Gandhi had to
stay evep in Calcutta. I stayed in his
camp as ong of the volunteers. I know
what tremendous effort he had to do
not only on the majority community
but also on the minority community.
Sir, there are fanatics, both in the
majority and in the minority. Wwill
we allow these few handful of fana-
tics to  take this country to the
way that they want?  Certainly
not. If anybody says, if a person like
Piloo Mody says that the Muslims
always remained with Congress, he is
doing the greatest damage to himself.
1 deny this with all the emphasis at
my command. The Indian National
Congress has the greatest heritage eof
Indian eulture, Indian philogophy.
Mr, Piloo Mody and pthers who think
that Muslims can be bought, Muslims
can be sold, are completely mistaken,
They are with Congress, they will be
with Congregg so long it stands for the
philosophy, for the principle that
Mahatma Gandhi set in in this coun-
try. Therefore, Sir, I do not #agree
with them. How many leaders in thig
country sheq their blood to stop com-
muna] disturbanees? I know it for
myself because I have remained in
Gandhiji’s camp, I have gone from
village to village and I lost one of my
eye sigh! while working for communal
peace in g rift. So, I know, I have
suffered.

Who says that there is no instiga-
tion? There was instigation by the
Britishers. There wag instigation by
the Muslim League, there is instiga-
tion by foreign powerg even now, by
some of the interested foreign powers.
There is instigation even from parties
who have narrow outlook about the
nationa] interest. They are instiga-
ting, but shall we be dragged by
them? No, certainly not. Congress
has always gtood for Communal Peace,
for secularism. We stand divided to-
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day on ideelog:cal issues, on pregrain-
me issues, on personal issues, but I
will ncver detach my existence from
the Indian Nal.ona: Co..gress 1 be-
lieve in that Indian National Congress
which has inheriteq al]l this culture
and philosophy anq I will certainly
not support anything that Mr. Piloo
Mody said ,when he tried to make a
division between Hindus and Muslims.
Till now we have never thought like
that, that Hindus are separate and
Muslims are separate. We all live
together, we are brothers, and for the
freedom of this country, for the
libertation of this country Mus-
limg fought equally as Hindus fought.
7 P. M.

They fought as Indians, They never
fought as Muslims; they never fought
as Hindus for the liberation of the
country. And after liberation, after
34 years, should any political party or
any elements be allowed {o spoil all
these hard-earned benefits, the things
that we got by shedding the blood of
our shaheedas, the great martyrs. No,
certainly not. Whoever is responsible
for the Jamshedpur riots will be
punished and punished in an exem-
plary manner. 1 am happy, Shri Atal
Behari Vajpayee has turned out that
MLA from his party. 1 would see
whether_ they take the follow-up ac-
tion after that It is good that the Jan
Sangh and RSS are now seeing the
light of the day. They have taken the
name of the Bharatiya Janata Party,
accepting the philosophy of Mahatma
Gandhi. I congratulate you for this.
I have no quarrel with you so far as
you as persons are concerned., But I
certainly have differences with you
so far as your jhilosophy is concerned.
If yon modify your philosophy, the
Indian people will accept you. If you
think that because Hindusg are in a
majority and therefore you will be
accepteq by the majority community,
you are entirely wrong. You can never
approach g person on communal basis.
It is only giving them some tempora-
ry benefit. But it will never ‘ast.
The only thing that will Ilast
is, as Indians wWe  were born
as Indians we will die. That will be
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the everlasting factor. No Hindus,
no Muslims, no Christians. How long
will we tolerate division of the coun-
try?

Sir, you come from the Nonth-Eas-
tern region of India. There some of
the people never believe that they
are Indians, Wé have tried to take
them in; we have tried to integrate
them, But there are elements which
are giving them provocation every
day, who are instigating them every
day and saying, “No, no, you are not
Indians”. Sir, if you give me two min-
utes, I would narrate that when I
first visited a particular State in that
region, at a public reception I was
addressed as “our friend from India”.
I was surprised; I was shocked; and
when I was addressing them, there
were tears in my eyes, What have
we done? What went wrong that
these qur people do pot consider them-
selveg as Indians? We Hindus are res-
ponsible for this. We have become
intolerant. Hinduism or Indian philo-
gophy never stood for that. Bwami
Vivekanand and all the sages of this
country never preached regional or
sectarian things. They taught us to be
patiotic, they taughtus to be real In-
dians, to be real Hindus, with all the
tolerance of Hinduism as a majority
community.

Sir, I feel if there ijs a communal
riot or communal tension in my area-
whether it is between Hindug and
Muslims, or between Hindug of higher
castes and other Scheduled Castes
and Scheduled Tribes, it is my fault
that as a Congress worker I could not
convince them that they are neither
Harijans, nor I am a Hindu. I am only
an Indian and 1 will be an Indian first
and last, If we want to politicise it,
we may be making the same mistake.

Sir, I condemn the riots that are
taking place. Somebody from the other
side said that that Janata Party Go-
vernment of Mr, Karpoori Thakur
was there in power and they were
partly responsible for the riots. What
about Bihar Sharif, At that time, was

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not the Congress (I) Government
there when there were riots in Blhar
Sharif? Were not hundreds of Muslims
killed? So it is not a question of

which party is in the Government.
It is a question whether the
memberg of that particulsr party have
accepted the philosophy that we are
neighbours, we ars brothers and
sisters and that we will protect each
other, whether it is the Congress
Government here or there, or whether
it is the Janata Government here or
there. Democracy has sent them t~
the citadel of power. So we as hum-
ble workers of the Indian National
Congress are not doing our part; we
are blaming each other I think when
there is a case of rioting, we should
all be held equally guilty for having
this kind of communal tension. We
sit in the same House. Why does he
have to call the name of Mr. Sita Ham
Kesri on that side sznd the name of
Mr. Shahabuddin from this side? I
was surpriseq that an educated per-
son like Mr. Piloo Mody will have to
mention the name of Mr. Sita Ram
Kesri with a Muslim Member's name.
nterruptions) I don’; like it. I only
say. 1 don’t like it. I may not be
making a political speech but I agm say-
ing from my heart as a Congress wor-
ker, from my heart as a person who
has lived in the party all through my
life and who has worked at the feet of
Mahatma Gandhi and other great .ea-
ders. Maulana Abul Kalam Azad
was a great leader of thé Tndian natio-
nal movement. We never thought whyv
Maulana Azad should be the Rashtra-
pati or a Governor or a Central Cabi-
net Minister. He came to these posts
as a great citizen of India by dint of
his merit anq service. He did not
come only as a Muslim. Fakhruddin
Ali Saheb came to this Government,
remained long in tHe Government and
then became the Rashfrapati of this
country. He also did not come to the
posts only because he was a muslim.
It may be because of circumstances
that we mention the names as Mu-
kherjee or Hussain or Devi or Sinhj.
But is this the only introduction that
we have and go by even now, after
34 years of independence and discuss
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- communal harmony? Who is that per-

son of great eminénce who brightened
our faces? He is none other than Dr.

- Zakir Hussain. Shall we refer to tim
only as a Muslim leader? So, this ap-
proach I very much dislike and when
I speak, I speak on behalf of my party.
If any of my colleagues in other par-
ties are offendeq at whatever I have
said, I want to say that I have nothing
personal against them. But, naturaily,
as a political worker with a political
philosophy I have the right to differ
and T will differ so long as you do not
mend your ways.

Sir, you have given me enough time.
This is a subject on which we can
speak for hours, but I do not want tfo
take up your time. Thank you very
much. .

SHRT MURLIDHAR CHANDRA-
KANT BHANDARE (Maharashfra):
Mr. Vice-Chairman, Sir, it is with Jdeep
anguish that I rise to participate in
this discussion. T thought the question
with which the House is seized today
is a question of humanity. T thought
the question which the House is de-
bating today is so very fundamental
that the discussion would really rise
above the minor differences which we
have every day, but I find from what
I have heard, firstly by way of objec-
tions which were raised by a host of
my friends on the other side of this
House, that it was extremely incon-
venient for them to discusg this sub-
ject. T listened with greater attention
to the speeches made, particularly, the
speech of the hon. Member, Mr. Piloo
Mody, and then I was convinced that
not only was it inconvenient for them
to discuss this issue but it was rather
impossible for them to defend them-
selves against the findings of this re-
port of the inquiry commission.

Sir, whenever such things happen,
when man kills man, I think the least
that can be done by any Government
which is responsible for human life in
our country is to go to the root cause
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of that occurrence because it is only
by going to the root cause of that oc-
currence that you can weeg out that
cause and bring in a situation where
such things will not be repeated. The
purpose of appointment of a commis-
sion of inquiry, whether it is in a case
where a dam breaks or it Is a case
where the riots break out or some-
thing else happens, even like the hooch
liquor tragedy where people die of
taking illicit liquor, is to get at the
root of the evil and try fo eliminate it
I must tel] my friend Mr. Piloo Mody
that I am not one of those who take
out the summaries which may be cir-
culated. I have during the short tims
at my disposal gone through the Re-
port myself and I will not base my ar
guments before this House foday on
any of the findings which he has ren-
dered because then you may say that
this commission of inquiry was ap-
pointed while the Janata Government
was in power. Since the Report does
not suit them, they may say that it
was a mistake onl their part to bave
selecteq the ex-Judge of the Patna
High Court to be the presiding officer
for this commission of inquiry. 1 find
that Mr. Piloo Mody has really not
got over his sense of guilt for his asso-
ciation in the past with his erstwhile
associates. I think, as I analyse it,
among other things, one thing which
has contributed to the breaking up of
the Janata Party is a persistent de-
mand made by their partners to dis-
solve the RSS and equally obstinate
stand taken by a component of the
Janata Party not to accede to that de-
mand. And when 1t look through the
Report—and I am not going fo read
the findings—I am going to tell you
the true, unimpeachable, admitted pie-
ces of evidence to show as to on whose
door the blame lies because, as I said,
the fact is not as important as the
case. Look at the cause, because it is
the removal of the cause which will do
away the fact. It {3 in this connece
tion that 1 am pained fo find that a
meeting was held where the high priesy
of the Sangh presided and addressed
the gathering. And 1 am repeating
the extract of a speech from the
papers presented by the RSS before
the Inquiry Comimission. I am nat
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going to refer to the portion which is
more or less similar but which was
alsy nroduced from the gotes given by
the police. I ant Feferring to a parti-
cular extract which was produced by
the RSS people whe appeared before
the Inquiry Commission. Now this is
what is said in his speesh by Shri
Balasaheb Dearas. I am reading from
page 31 and I will also read from page
32. I will read the two together so
that I do not read it out of confext.
1 will come to the ‘@dmitted portion
later.

“According to the SP.,, Shri Deo-
ras spoke in the meeting, that it was
said that Hindus in their own coun-
try are not allowed to take out rel:-
gious processions freely and that the
number of mosques are increasing
day by day and in the Arabian “oun-
tries Hindus are not allowed te con-
struct temples. Shri Deoras also re-
ferred to the eontroversy regarding
Road No. 14 (which was the main
controversy for taking out a proces-
sion to the akhada). Umeshwar
Prasad, the District Secretary, clauns
to have been present in the meeting
and had heard the speech from the
beginning to the end.”

1t says that there are tnou-
sands of Hindus in Arab countries
hut they are not permifted to cons-
trust temples but in Imdia, where
Hindus are in majority, Muslims and
Christians are not only permitted to
construct mesques and churches,

I do not
want any disturbance, I am mere-
ly reading Ext. RSS/212, which
was produced by the RSS.

SHRI B. V. ABDULLA KOYA (Ke-
ralay: Mr. Vice-Chairman, Sir, all of
us have been listening carefully to
both sides. We want to hear this mat-
ter which agonises both sides. There-
fore, we should hear both sides. We
do not want unnecessary interruptions.

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (SHRI DI-
NESH GOSWAMTIY: 1 can only plead
with the House. The Chair can only
plead with the House. It is for the
House to respond or not to respond.
(Interruptions) No clarifications. He
is not speaking as a Minister. If you
want any clarifications, you can ask
from the Minister.

SHRI MURLIDHAR CHANDRA-
KANT BHANDARE: Sir, as I was tel-
ling the House, I hail from the same
aty from which my hon. friend, Mr.
Piloo Mody, hails, that is, Bombay.
Riots were an annual feature there.
But the last riots we had -were in
1947-48. Thereafter in my memory,
Bombay city has not seen riots. I am
very proud to have been born in that
city where for over 32 years we bave
not wilnessed any communal riots. We
have never been given the feeling that
somebody is a Muslim, that somebody
is a Hindu, that somebody is a Maha-
rashtrian or that somebody is a Guja-
rati. We have been brought up in the
best cosmopolitan tradilions of this
great city which is admitted—I do not
want to be proud of it-——as a mini-
India in this ceuntry. It pains me,

therefore, if somebody raises the ques-
tion of hatreq community
against another. It pains me when
such a holocaust occurs in some part
of the country where human beings
lose their sanity. It is in this context
that I find that if there has been one
country, it is India because it is Ma-
hatma Gandhi’s land, and if there is
one party which has done something
for it, it is the Congress Party because
many of our leadetrs have laid down
their lives in the cause of amity among
the different religious sections of this

country.

SHRI MURLIDHAR CHANDRA-
KANT BHANDARE: I am proud that

They
have been hypocrites and for their
personal gains they have associated
themselves with them.

I am not going into that, All zamin-
daris have been abolished and one
need pot shed tears only for Tata
zamindari, (time bellg All that 1
can say is that if you really want to
establish communal harmony, what
must be done is not only that the
minorities must be taken into the
mainstream of national life, because
we are aware of the hard-
shipg of the minorities, whether
they be Muslims, whether they be
Harijans, you go and find out the em-
ployment potential for these minori-
ties. You go to Faridabad and find
out in factories how many Muslims are
taken, how  many Harijans are
taken into their employment and
see whether the quota fixed under
the constitutional provisiong has been
reached. Not ten per cent of the quo-
tas ars fulfilled year after year, de-
cade after decade, It is quite right
that it is only the economic weak-
ness which brings this sort of other
weaknesses. And it creates that fear
and fear in turn also creates. some
sort of a psychosis. There is only

SHRI GULAM MOHI-UD-DIN
BHAWL: Sir, at the outset, I may
say that ag far as the time is concern-
ed, that is no doubt short, but the
matter jg so essential and important
because we have now the chance to
get this verdict against the R.S.S.
which my friends on this side tried to
prevaricate and Mr. Mody in his
speech in lighter vein rather was only
trying to minimise the importance of
this verdiet. Ag far as the verdict
itself iz concerned, i Is the very
Janata party which wag in power that
eppointed an ex-High Court judge to
be the Commission to inquire into all
these things. Now that the werdict is
against them they gpeak as if there is
something wrong with it. They ought
to have been bold enough to admit—
as they have suspendeq Pande think-
ing that he Is Involved in It—thas cer-
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tain elements are there in this sociefy,
in this Secular India who are out te
create these troubles. 1 lay special
emphasig on this condemnation because
I come from that part of the country,
Jammu and Kashmir which has the
record of communal harmony. Under
the leadership of Sheikh Mohammad
Ahdullah, National Conference has
been there since 19.38 and not a single
communal incident has taken place
there. Even when we were fighting
for our freedom, not even in those
days such a thing heg happened.

It was the father of the nation,
Mahatma Gandhi, who ¢ame to Kash-
mir in 1947 while Sheikh Saheb was
undergoing imprisonrnent at the hands
of Maharaja Hari Singh. Ang at that
time Mahatma Gandhi saig that I see
a ray of light in Kashmir. And it was
because of that secular, socialistic
and democratic set-up of India that we
opted for joining India ang opposed
and fought Pakistan in three wars on
the soil of Kashmir. Those are our
principles. We adhere to those prin-
ciples. Those are our convictions. But
as far ag the rest of the country is
concerned, especially the northern and
central India, this venom of communa-
lism has taken a great tol] of innocent
Muslim life. Women, children, old
and infirm people, simply because they
are Muslim, or they were Muslim,
Muslims are an anathema to certain
particular persong in this country.
Islam is an anathema to them. As
for patriotism, they do not hold mono-
poly in this. I would humbly submit,
anybody can see the cases under the
Official Secrets Act or other spying
cases. Who are the akcuseq there?
Not the Muslims, 1t is non-Muslims.
So, they do not hold monopoly. We
have fought four wars; one against
China ang three against Pakistan. But
still we have held to our conviction.
Still we adhere to those principles. We
get pinpricks, no doubt, but we do not
deviate from that path which we have
chosen long since in 1938. Here in
this connection, the first point js, I
would submi$, a8 far as my friends on
this side are concerned, when my

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friend Dr. Bhai Mahavir says that this
report is against Congress-I, then why
ilo they geel jittery about it? Why do
they oppose discussion on this report?
Why do they prevaricate things here,
reading one sentence from here and
the other sentence from there? We
wanl the whole truth, and nothing
but the truth.

He just read one sentence. He should
have completed the paragraph. When
he was reading from that, he must
have known that not a single Muslim

"came forward as witness.  Whoever
came as a witness was a non-Muslim.
When a Commission sits, when a
Commission of Enquiry sits, it does not
summon all these persons by name. A
general notice is issued that whoso-
ever is interested and who knows some-
thing or anything about such incidents
or about such holocaust may came for-
ward. In this case, it was not that
Shri Pandey was to he invited or he
was to be summoned and so on. But
you can see for yourself that all those
persons who came forward and appear-
ed before the Commission were non-
Muslims and they spoke against the
R.S.S. because that is the truth. How
can one hide the truth? Now, take, for
example, the role of the Bihar Military
Police. What about that incident in
which some helpless women and
children, infirm and poor Muslims
were put in an ambulance? Think of
that incident. In that incident, the
whole ambulance was bur and all the
inmates in that ambulance were roas-

" ted alive. Was it the action of the Mus-
lims? Now, Sir, the basic trouble is
the venon and poison of ... (Time-
bell rings) Sir, I have yet to begin.
The Essential Services Maintenance
Bill was dicussed and debated for the
whole nigha in the House,

SHRI P. RAMAMURTI: That was
yesterday. Today, we are not going to
sit till 4 AM.

SHRI GULAM MOHI-UD-DIN
SHAWL: Sir, I shall try to finish. The
background has to be seen, the venom,
the polson, of communal hatred, the
intolerance and all that.

There is one more thing which 1
would like to mention in relation to
this communal hatred. As against the
Muslims, ag against the Islamic count-
ries, there are persons, there are some
gentlemen, who advocate establishment
of diplomatic relations with Israel, be-
cause, Arab countries are Muslim coun-
tries. They raise their voice against
petro-dollars, against oil and so ou.
But when they are asked to snap dip-
lomatic ties with the Musiim countries,
wih the Arab countries, they keep
back, they resile and they riggle out
of it because they kaow that they have
to depend on these countries, It is only
hypocrisy. The secularism they
advocate is only hypocritical, it is just
an eye-eash and it is only a window-
dressing, It is not reality. They are
out to undo the Muslims wherever
they find them.

Here, Sir, I will just mention one
incident which will jllustrate my
point. This venom, this poison, of
communal hatred is already there in
the society. But the unfortunate part
of it is that the civil services, whether
it is in the Centre or in the States,
are affected by this poison, We have
seen this in these riots. As far as
the Bihar Military Police ig concerned,
this report points out about its com.
missions and omissions and they
have pointed out that within 22 hours,
they fired 108 shots and killed many
innocent lives. Sir, I will not take
much of your time, But my point
is, we have to think about some long-
term remedies. Of course, everybody
will condemn such incidents. But
mere condemnation will not mean
anything, Ever since the murder of
Mahatma Gandhi, we have listened
to such condemnations. But this has
not brought about any improvement
in the situation. What T suggest is
that, as far as they, the Congress(I)
Party, are concerned, they have got
a trust from the people in 1980. It
is you who have to learn the lesson,
not the opposition; but the ruling
party Members, the treasury benches,
have to take the lesson from 1980,
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Muslims reponted confidence in you
and you are not to betray Muslims.
As per your election manifesto you
must give proper representation to
Muslims in all services, especially in
these para-military forces and in all
services which are responsible for
maintenance of law and order. That
will create confidence among the
masses, among the minority. 'That
has to be implemented. If you do
not keep that trust you shall have to
suffer the same way--I will not name
that party. So, you are to keep that
trust and confidence. You have to
gain the confidence of the minority
community which is innocent and
helples. Therefore, as far as services
are concerned, I would submit that
due representation be given, It
should not be only window.dressing,
one person at the top and none at the
bottom. I do not say, there shuld be
any separate unit of any force of
Muslimg because that will only accen-
tuate the problems. They should be
given proper representation in all the
services. As for....(Time Bell), If

murti. I hope you will conclude in
seven minutes,

SHRI P. RAMAMURTI: Sir, 1 am
not going into the details of the re-
port because there is no point in
going into the details of the report.
My friend, Dr. Bhai Mahavir, tried
to find a lot of holes and contradic.
tions in that report. But what 1 would
like to point out here is, I wish that
the discussion in this House had been
much more servious so that we can
find a solution to this problem.

It is unfortunate that even after 34
years of independence, this problem,
instead of mitigating, has aggravated.
Now, Sir, let us find out what is the
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actual reason, I am not going too
much into it. I would like to tell
my friends of the RSS that if they
go on protesting, the English proverb
is there: The lady protests too much.
The question is, what is the policy,
what is the philosophy or what is the
ideology that the RSS has been prea-
ching to the people of this country?
We are more concerned with that.
The seeds of communal disturbances
in the country are sown by the parti-
cular philosophy and ideology that
the RSS people have been trying to
preach in this country, and unless we
are able to avoid that ideology, this
virus cannot be removed, Any amount
of pabandi or any such thing on the
RSS will not help this thing. So long
as that ideology is rooted in this
country, we will not be able to do
that.

Now, as far as this RSS ideology is
concerned, somebody was talking
about the Vithayathil Commission re-
port on the Tellicherry riots. I can
talk with more authority on this sub-
ject for the simple reason that as far
as my party is concerned, it has never
been concerned with any riots and
nobody can lift a finger against it.
Even Justice Vithayathil said in his
report: —

‘T have no doubt that the Jana
Sangh has contributed in a large
measure to the creation of commu-
nal tension in Tellicherry which led
to the disturbances. The evidence
goes to show that Hindus belong-
ing to all political parties took part
in these attacks on the Muslims.

It is not disputed that none of
the leaders of the Marxist Party
took part in these disturbances, It
is also in evidence that Marxist
workers went in a car with party
flag on the 29th evening and
advised people to stop the rioting”

MINISTER OF STATE IN THE
MINISTRY OF HOME AFFAIRS
(SHRI YOGENDRA MAKWANA):
Which is that newspaper?

SHRI P. RAMAMURTI: That is the
report by the Commission appointed

when Achyuta Menon was the Chief
Minister and Karunakaran was the
Home Minister, Who did not visit
that place? Now, Sir, that Commission
has found that every party, including
the Congress (I), was in that. There-
fore, as far as we are concerned, there
was a time in this country when
Congressmen stood between the rio-
ters, We had in Kanpur the great
Ganesh Shankar Vidyarathi who sac-
rificed his life. Our party can boast
that even in Jamshedpur....(Inter-
ruptions) Even in 1978 we sacrificed;
we had had many Vidyarathis who
sacrificed their lives, Therefore, I
am only saying that we can say this.

Now what is the reason for it? What
is the philosophy there? I will just
give you one or two things to show
what it is, how venom is being spread
among the young Hindu boys. They
forget that when people were talking
of the Indian nation......

SHRI YOGENDRA MAKWANA:
What is the title of the book?

SHRI P. RAMAMURTI: As far as
this book is concerned--the title is
BUNCH OF THOUGHTS—Mr. C.
Chandrarsekharan, the Under Secre-
tary of the Hindu Samrakshan Samiti,
a prominent RSS worker in Tellicher-
ry says that Guru Golwalkar is the
guide and philosopher of the organi-
sation. Therefore, I am talking au-
thentjcally. If I say it, somebody will
object to it. But an organiser and &
prominent RSS leader of Tellicherry
said that Golwalkar is the guide and
philosopher of that organisation. And
what js the philosophy he has been
preaching? This is what we are con-
cerned with, Talking of the Indian
nation, he says:

“They forget that here was al-
ready g full-fledged ancient nation
of the Hindus and the various com-
munities which were living in the
country were here either as guests,
the Jews and Parsis, or as invaders,
the Muslims and Christians, They
never faced the question how all
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such heterogenous groups could be
called as children of the soil...... »

The Muslims were invaders. There-
fore, they cannot be called as the
children of India. They are not
citizens of India. They can, if at all,
be called as second class citizens of
India. ' a

...... merely because by an ac-
cident, they happened to reside in
a common #territory under the rule
of a common enemy.”

Just because they resided in a com-
mon territory undey the British, how
can you call them the citizens of the
country, how can you call them the
sons of the soil? This js the question.

Now I will give you some other
things, At that time, the national lea-
ders were trying to forge the national
unity, the unity of all communities.
I am not going into the question how
far it succeeded, how far it did not
and why it did not. These are ques-
tions on which there are differences
between us and others, I am not going
into those controversial questions. But
the main question is: how does Guru
Gowalkar treat us? After all, I had
differences with Mahatma Gandhi in
his approach towards this problem of
Hindu-Muslim unity, but none the
less none can question his sincerity,
the sincexjity of purpose for bringing
about unity between the two commu-
nities and none can question the
fact that here was a man who sacri-
ficed his life in that great holocaust
of' 1947, We all bay homage to that
spirit that animated him to sacrifice
his lifa for bringing about peace
among those people, What do these
pcople say? What does Guru Golwal-
kar say about that?

“And all this wasg supposed to be
fgr the achievement of ‘Hindu-Mus-
lim unity’ and therefore of
swaraf.. ..., . ... ..., »
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This when we were talking of the
Hindu-Muslim unity for the purpose
of bringing swaraj. He says, “....all
this was supposed....”

“The credulous and freedom-lov-
ing Hindus believed in all that and
prepared himself to sacrifice  his
Hindu-hood, all his age-old ideals.
heritage and aspirations, as he was
told by his leaders that without
doing this Hindu-Muslim unity was
not possible and withont Hindu-
Muslim unity swarej could not be
achieved.”

That is how he has scoffed at the
idea of Hindu-Muslim unity. This is
the whole philosophy with which he
went on,

One more thing, Our people sub-
mitted to the Muslim rule for more
than a thousand ywars to the extent
that even today we find people saying
that Muslims were great and godly
persons, Some even go to the extent
of saying that we must destroy the
statues of Hyder Ali of Mysore who

" jailed his Hindu king and usurped

his throne, that he was an oppressor
and that his son, Tippu forcibiy con-
verted countless people to Islam de-
molished many temples and molested
a number of women. To this extent

the infatuation goes on. This is how.

the history is being taught here. The
poison is being injected that the Mus-
lims in this country of today are
venomous and thar their ancestors
had molested women. Tippu, who
fought the British in the early eigh-
teenth century and who was one of
the great patriots of this country, is
depicted as the most rabid commu-
nalist and as having molested women.
What else will happen if this venom
is injected in the shakhas of young
boys? Therefore, Sir, what I want to
point out is that the RSS will not be
able to render its bona-fides to the
people. However much it may protest
and pick holes here and there in this
Report or other reports, the fact re-

Sucondly, Sir, I would also ask the
Government of Indja what it has done
about the agreement we had in
the National Integration Council to
co-operate with the Government of
India. I brought a resolution that this
ideology must be fought together so
that Indian people do not become its
victims, What is it that they hawe
done? All such resolutions were gdop-
ted by the National Integration
Council.

Sir, one more point, What are our
media doing? Secularism does not
mean preaching of religions, Secu-
larism means separation of the State
from the religions.

SHR; P. RAMAMURTI: One can
follow any religion one wants, We
have no quarrel with that. But the
State should have nothing whatso-
ever to do with any religion, We hear
the media today. (Time bell rings)

ter goes to these temples, Let her, I
have no objection. But why are all
these things popularised on the radio.

SHRIMATI PURABI MUKHO-
PADHYAY: I raise a point of order.
Your interpretation of secularism is
not secularism but irreligion,

SHRI LAL K. ADVANI: 1t is irre-
ligion. We reject it. (Interruptions)
Sir, he has takep second chance. His
party spoke at the outset. He has
quoted out of context Guru Golwal-
kar to malign the RSS and for no
other purpose.

SHRI P, RAMAMURTI: It is for
them to counter and decide how to
function. (Interruptions)

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (SHRI
DINESH GOSWAMI): Mr. Koya.

SHRI B. V. ABDULLA KOYA: Mr.
Vice-Chairman, Sir, it is a pity that
the Jana Sangh and the RSS have
again been accused of persecuting the
minorities, especially Muslims, after
the guilty role in the assassination of
our beloved Father of the Nation,
Mahatma Gandhi, by no less a body
than the Jamshedpur inquiry com-
mission.

Formerly the Madan Commission’s
report on Bhiwandi riotg and the
Reddy Commission on Ahmednagar
riots accused the RSS. Some of us
who have direct knowledge of the
role of the RSS in the country have
heen trying to focus the attention of
not only the Government but also the
good, peace-loving people of India
on the treacheries and anti-Indian
activities of the RSS and the Jan
Sangh. There is a well-rooted cons-
piracy in India to work against the
gecular nature of our Constitution by
calculated, well organised methods of
riots, arson, plunder, etc, This has
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been happening in every part of the
country one after another, In my own
State of Kerala, where the Muslims,
Hindus and Christians live in a most
tolerant and brotherly manner, we
had an unfortunate situation a few
years ago, as mentioned by many of
our friends, at Tellicherry when Mus-
lims lost their houses, mosques and
shops, marked specially for such des-
truction by RSS volunteers brought
from outside. If there is any useful
purpose to be served by such com-
missions, the Government should take
all kinds of remedial measures. First
of all, adequate representation should
be given to the minotrities in the
police, army and other para-military
forces and even in Government ser-
vices. The culprits, whether they are
in Government or otherwise, should
be suitably punished. The victims
should be compensated adequately
and without delay. Ample security
measures should be taken in the
irouble-spots by arresting all the
goonda elements and disbanding
communal minded security forces
like the Bihar Military Police.
Lastly, a new system of edu-
cation should be imparted among the
students, teaching them religious tole-
rance, character-building and the life
histories of the great men of all reli-
gions.

I hope that these remedial mea-
sures which I have suggested will not
be objected to even by my friends
like Mr. Advani. L.et me say a few
words about Jamat-e-Islami, I for
myself do not agree with the policies
of the Jamat-e-Islami. But I find that
whenever the RSS and the Jan Sangh
are accused of creating violance of
something like that, the Jamat-e-
Islami is also brought in, But I do
not find anything against them by any
commission whatsoever, It was a mis-
take on the part of Mr. Piloo Mody to
criticise Shri Jitendra Narain who
acted as the head of the commission.
Because it suited him, he has accused
Mr, Jitendra Narain. Unfortunately
he has forgotten the most important
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part that his own Government was
a party to the appointment of  this 4
commission.

SHRI YOGENDRA MAKWANA :
Sir, I will be very brief,

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN  (SHRI
DINESH GOSWAMI): I will be very
thankful to you if you are brief.

SHRI YOGENDRA MAKWANA:
Sir, ll those who spoke have gone
now and nobody is here to hear the
reply. A

Sir, in thig discussion on the report-
ed findings of the Commission of
Inquiry r€lating to the Jamshedpur
riots of 1979, seventeen speakers have
participated and almost all of them
have quoted extensively from the re-
port.
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SHRI YOGENDRA SHARMA: Ex-
cepting Mr, Piloo Mody who wanted

-*  this jamindari to be banned,

SHRI YOGENDRA'MAKWANA: Sir,
how far it is possible for me to
quote from this Report I do not know.
Of course, I have got the Report offi-
cially. But since it is not laid on the
table of the House it is a secret do-
cument for me. Sp it is not possible
for me to quote anything from the
Report. But I have ty rely upon the
quotations given by the speakers from
the Report itself.

Sir, the first speaker who spoke,
Shri Harkishan Singh Surjeet, made
many points and analysed the situa-
tion in the countiry ang the commu-
nal tension in the varioug parts of
the country, But, at the same time,
he glso made some allegations. I
thought that he would confine his
speecn only to the Report and about
the findings of the Commission. But
he went to the extent of saying that
the Prime Minister of the country is
also associating herself with commu-
nal organisations like the Jamait-e-
Islami by sending a message ta its
Hyderabad Conterence, It is far from
the fact to say like that, because she
sent the message to the 1500 Hijri
Celebration organised by the Celebra-
tion Committee at Hyderabad gnd she
does ot send a message to the Jamait-
e-Islami Conference. This is just by
way of clarification to the hon. Mem-
bers,

The next speaker was Mr, Piloo
Mody. Sir, I can understand his
agony. When he was speaking, he
was vomitting anger. I can understand
his agony because he was very badly
defeated in Godhra, and I was the
man who was campaigning against
him quring those days from the Con-
gress (I) side. our candidate won and
he was defeated. Ultimately he blam-
ed the Congress Party that the Con-
gress incited the Muslims of Madasa.
But, Sir, it is only because he lost

the election in Godhra.

Then, many other Members have
participated in the debate and  they

!

have made many points from the Re-
port. But I would not like to go
through jt. But I would like to reply
to some of the pointy which they
have put to me by way of questions.

Dr. Bhaj Mahavir pointedly asked
me a question as to why the Com-
mission appointed to enquire into the
riots of Aligarh was wound up by
the Congress” Government, Sir, this
Commission was appointed in 1978,
ang they were expected to submit a
Report within four months. With that
condition the Commission was appoin-
ted. But they did not submit the re-
port and went on seeking extensions,
one after another, and in April 1980
again they came with a request for
extension up to 18 months. They had
completed 18 months already. They
had to examine 200 witnesses. OQut
of 200 witnesses, during the course of
one and a half years they examined
only 8 witnesses and they wanted to
cantinue as if it is tg be continued
for ever, That has created a situation
where the atmosphere became tense
and, therefore, it was thought neces-
sary that the Government should
wind up that Commission because the
Commission was not able to submit
its report in time.

SHRI YOGENDRA MAKWANA:
After inquiry, against those who were
found culprits action will be taken
by the Government. So far as Kar-
puri Thakur matter is concerned, Sita-
ram Kesri Ji has already clarified that
it was not the Congress{l) party but
the Janata Party which removed Kar-
puri Thakur,

SHRI ABDUL REEMAN SHEIKH:
But Qongress (I) supported the Sun-
dar Das Ministry.

SHRI YOGENDRA MAKWANA:
Mr. Sheikh hag put a question point-
ing out fHat in all the Commissions
of Enquiry, whether it is Bhiwandi
Commission or other commissions,
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there is a specific finding that the
R.S.S. is involved in all these riots
and what action the Government has
taken ggainst the R.S.S. people. These
commissions are appointeg by the
State Governments and it is for the
State Government to take action
against those who are involved in

the communal riots. They have {aken’

action against individualg who were
found involved in the riots, There
is no action taken by the State Gov-
ernments against the organisation as
such. Recently, we have informed the
State Governments about the R.S.S.
Organisation. I will come to that later
on, He said that the Government had
imposed collective penal tax on a
village which had helped the viclims
of the riots. I want to know the name
of the village which was involved in
the attack on the Muslimg and of
those who helped so that I can write
to the State Government. The hon,
Member can give the names to me
so that I can write to the State Gov-
ernment and then they can take
action on that. Hg also asked about
the anti-riot force which was announ-
ced by the Government. Eight batta-
lions have been created for easing
communal tension and for tackling
communal riots, Whenever there are
communal riots, these battalions go
into action. Care has been taken to
recruit members of the minority com-
munity also in these battalions, Sche-
duled Castes are glso there because
they have reservation. Shri Yogen-
dra Sharma pointly asked about the
ban on the R.S.S, and the action taken
by the Government. I have already
replied on the 7th May, 1981, 1
woulg like to read here what I said
at that time so that the hon. Members
can know about it,

I gaid:

“In the interest of minimising
communal tension and preventing
communal disturbances, the State
Governments were advised to con-
sider the imposjtion of restrictions
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on the holding of R.S.S. Shalhas,
particularly in public places like
parks, school buildings, etc. through
the judicious exercise of powers
conflerred by Iaw, particularly in
areas which are known fo be com-
munally sensitive or prone to com-
munal disturbances. Subsequently
in the light of some orders issued
by the Government of Uttay Pra-
desh and Kerala and the provisions
of Section 7 of the Assam (Main-
tenance of Public Order) Act, other
State Governments were advised to
consider either amending the res-
pective Police Acts on the lines
of the Kerala amendment, or incor-
porating in the Public Security Aect,
if any, a provision analogus to
that of Section 7 of the Assam
(Maintenance of Public Order) Act
or issuing instructiong on the lines
of those issueq by the Government
of Uttar Pradesh for banning the
holding of R.S.S. Shakhas in public
places or in the premises of educa-
tional institutions run or gaided by
the Government or local bodies. In
the context of these suggestions, the
State Governments of Andhra Pra-
desh, Gujarat ang Rajasthan have
indicated that they are seized of
the matter. The State Governments
of Bihar, Madhya Pradesh, Karna-
taka and Manipur have indicated
that they have in view the question
of legislating on this subject. In
the case of Haryana, the State
Government do not consider a ban
to be necessary in the State at pre-
sent. However, the State Govern-
ments are glive to the situation for
taking appropriate action when the
sitution demands it,” The State Go-
vernments of Jommu and Kashmir,
Marhya  Pradesh, Mtharashtra,
Orissa, Punjab, Tamil Nadu and
Tripura have stated that appropri-
ate instructions as considered ne-
cessary by them have been issued
to the subordinate futhorities. The
State Government of Meghalaya feel
that the provisions of Assam Main-
tenance of Public Order Act, 1953
as adopted by the Government of
Meghalaya are sufficient to meet the

?,
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requriments. The State Govern-

ment of Nagaland, Sikkim and
West Bengal have also considered
these suggestions and are of the
view that no specific skeps in this
regard are required at present.
