ORAL ANSWERS TO QUESTIONS
Contrel and Pricing System of Sugar

*341, SHRI HARKISHAN SIN-
GH SURJEET: Will the Minister of
AGRICULTURE be pleased to
state:

(a whether there is any proposal
under Government’s consideration (o
review the existing policy of partial
control and dual pricing system of
sugar;

(b) if so, what are the details in
this regard; and

(c) what is the extent of buffer
stock of sugar proposed to be crea-
ted by Government and what is its
likely impact on prices of sugar?

THE MINISTER OF STATE IN
THE MINISTRIES OF AGRICUL-
TURE AND RURAL  RECONS-
TRUCTION (SHRI R, V. SWAMI-
NATHAN): (a) There is, at present,
no such proposal under consideration.

(b) Does not arise.

(c) Sugar production during the
current sugar year has not been suffi-
cient for the creation of a buffer. The
creation of a buffer during the next
sugar year will depend on the levels
of production and consumption, ex-
port and other needs.

SHRI HARKISHAN SINGH
SURJEET: The Minister has stated
that sugar production last year has
not been sufficient. T would like to
know from him what has been the
production during the last three years
and also the consumption because
the figure of production as it appea-
red in the paper has been 52.28
lakh tonnes which was much bigger as
compared to last year’s. And then
T would like to know whether in
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order to increase the production they
are going to ensure the peasants re-
munerative price for the sugar-cane
this year so that the last year’s bungj-
ing should not be there.  They
started from Rs. 13 and went up

to Rs. 23/-. I would like to know
what measures Government have
taken in this respect.

RAQ BIRENDRA SINGH: The

total figure given by the hon. Mem-
ber is the estimated production for
the present sugar ycar, which comes
to an end by September, this month,.
But the production so far, up to the
20th or the 22nd August—I know—
was only of the order of 50,88,000

tonnes or so. S0, we have
not . et received even 51
lakh tonnes SO far.  Con-

sumption for the past few years has
been around 50 lakh.tonnes per an-
num, a little less or a little more. That
is the estimated level of consumption.
We are confident that we shall be
able to ensure a remunerative price
to the farmer.  Our targets for the
next year for sugar production are
quite -high. ~ We expect an increase
of another 28 or 30 per cent next
year over this year’s production, But
even in this year we.increased pro-
duction by about 33 per cent. Dur-
ing the last year it was only between
38 and 39 lakh tonnes and this year
it is expected to go up to about 52
lakh tonnes or 51.5 lakh tonnes. For
the next year we expect a produc-
tion of anything from 65 lakh tonnes:
to 67 lakh tonnes and that will con-
siderably ease the sugar situation in
the country.

SHRI HARKISHAN SINGH SUR-
JEET: 1 would like to know whether
in order to bring down the price of
sugar it is not jnecessary that all the
stocks of sugar should be taken over
and distributed to protect the consu-
mers from the manipulation of the
millonwers as well as the traders.

RAO BIRENDRA SINGH: Sir,
the arrangements that will have to
be made for implementation of a
policy like that will be immense. At
present we are lifting only 65 per
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cent of the production through levy.
But if we take over the entire sugar
stocks it will mean a  considerable
increase in the quantity of sugar to
be transported, to be distributed and
to be stored and I do not think there:
is anything else in view for the pre-
sent than the present policy that we
are following--the dual pricing policy
and the distribution of only 65 per
cent of the production for the public.

RAO BIRENDRA SINGH: Sir,
the question is about the policy with
regard to sugar. He wants to know
specifically why Delhi got sugar from
some where else. I cannot reply to
all these things, to this question even
in the shape of a supplementary.
But the prices in Delhi in the open
market at present have come down
considerably.  They range between
Rs. 575/580 to Rs. 630/640 which
to our mind are considerably less
than the prices that were prevailing
only three or four months back.

MATHUR: Why did you get sugar
from Madras?

RAO BIRENDRA SINGH: What
is your question in fact?

RAO BIRENDRA SINGH: Sir,
We are .

MR. CHAIRMAN: 1 think, Mr.
Minister, we will never go beyond
this question. There are 17 hands
raised and everybody wants to raise.

RAO BIRENDRA SINGH: We
have not been exporting sugar ex-
cept to meet certain very essential in-
ternational commitrnents. We have
kept it in view that any large scale
export will further accentuate the
scarcity in this country.

MR, CHAIRMAN:; I will give
change to a fairly sufficient number
because it is an important question.

SHRI ARVIND GANESH KUL-
KARNI: Sir, may I know from the
hon. Minister whether, in view of
the fluctuating fortunes of the sugar-
cane growers and the difficulties of
the consumers in receiving  sugar,
though this Government thinks that
65 per cent sugar goes through the
public distribution, as he  himself
knows that there are many lcakages,
obviously for what you call it, you
cannot manage on such a large scale,
the Minister would agree to con-
sider—as a sugarcane grower and
as a person interested in the co-
operative sugar factories for the
last 30 years T thin¥ so—having
total control on sugar for the
coming year or two because the
sugarcane grower must be assured
Rs. 25 per quintal for his sugarcane
and the consumer assured nothing
more than Rs. 6 per kilo? Will
the Minister agree with me thgt there
is g case at present, ag a temporary
measure, for total control of sugar?
Otherwise, the Government will be in
the hands of traders, speculators, be~
cause of corrupt officers and Chief
Ministers.
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MR. CHAIRMAN: I knew you
were going to bring some contentious
matter.

RAO BIRENDRA SINGH: I beg
to differ with the hon. Member on
the point of total control of sugar.

MR. CHAIRMAN: That is a mat-
ter of policy.

SHRI MANUBHAI PATEL.: Sir.
the real problem of sugar pricing
policy is that the sugarcane growers
should get remunerative price and
the consumer should also get it af
a reasonable price. Now, bocause of
this dual pricing poiicy, neither the
grower nor the consumer is benefit-
ed. It is only the sugar factory own-
ers and the manufacturers who stand
to benefit, about whom since years
you have been boasting to nationalise
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them but you have not been able to
do so. To them you have given free-
dom to sell 35 per cent in the free
market and you procure 65 per cent
for distributive channels. Now, this
35 per cent which is allowed to sell
in the free market, always maintains
a higher level of price in the mar-
ket. As a result, in the distributive
system also, the price does not comd
down which gives also a chance to
Chief Ministers, like Mr. Antulay to
keep the artificial price of sugar at a
Y oher leve! . ... (Interruptions). Tt
here because of the dual pricing
poiicy; they can exploit and misuse
the pricing policy. And then, Sir, it
was the experiment of the Janata
_party rule which was successful, cent
per cent successful, during which pe-
riod, because of ubolition of dual
pricing policy, the sugar price never
went beyond Rs. 240!- per quintal.
Now it is going up because of the
miracle done by this Government,
about which my friend, Mr. Kalpnath
Rai is boasting that they have pro-
duced more. But the Government
figures show that the Yanata Govern-
ment gave 40 lakhs in surplus. . .

SHRI PILOO MODY: T am con-
cerned with everything in this coun-
try.

MR. CHAIRMAN: Oh, I see!

SHRI PILOO MODY: I am here
to protect the interests of the country.
You are here to protect the interests
of Members.

MR. CHAIRMAN: I am trying to
protect you. Keep off sugar.

RAO BIRENDRA SINGH: Sir,
the dual pricing policy was very
successful, It was followed since
1967-68 and even the previous Janata
regime followed it in the vyear
1977....

SHRI MANUBHAI PATEL.: An'd
abolished it.

RAO BIRENDRA SINGH: ...
and part of the year 1978. But then
they started fiddling with this policy
that we had framed, and they failed.

SHRI MANUBHAI PATEL: Not
falied.

RAO BIRENDRA SINGH: They
decontrolled sugar. The prices came
down. The sugarcane growers did
not get remunerative prices. That was
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on account of the very low sugar pri-
ces, which was ca account of com-
plete decontrol. Then they had to
accept their failure, And in Decem-
ber 1979, they had to resort to the
same policy which we had laid down
and followed.

SHRI PILOO MODY: Who are
“they”? In December 1979 who were
“they”?

SHRI KALPNATH RAI: You.

~ RAO BIRENDRA SINGH: Onec
of your friends,

SHRI PILOO MODY: One of
your mentors.

SHRI KALPNATH RAL
were a hotch-potch Government.

SHRI PILOO MODY: One of your
friends, not my friends. You know
it very well. -

BHRA: They came to power on ac-
count of your support. You were the
persons who were ruling at that time.

RAO BIRENDRA SINGH: And
our policy has shown that it is the
best policy in the interests of the
sugarcane growers also.

SHRI MANUBHAI PATEL: Sugar
is selling at Rs. 8, Rs. 10 and Rs. 12.

RAO BIRENDRA SINGH: The
sugarcane growers during the year
1980-81 have received the highest
prices ever for sugarcane in  the
country. They have got up to Rs. 28
per quintal, anything from Rs. 23 or
Rs. 24 to Rs. 28 per quintal, which
they never got before.

created this problem in the House.
I want to know from the Minister
why he is not taking into account
khandsari which can be used for
home consumption-and sugar ror
export. Why is he not doing this
so that the market situation for sugar
is properly maintained and sugar
price is brought down?

RAO BIRENDRA SINGH: Pro-
duction of khandsari in the country
is very small. For the present it
cannot replace sugarr Even on
khandsari the U.P, Government im-
pose levy and some khandsari has
been controlled by the Government.
That is also being distributed through
the public distribution system.

SHRI NARSINGH NARAIN
PANDEY: How much khandsari is
distributed in the country?

RAO BIRENDRA SINGH: It
you want to know that, the maximum
will be 30,000 tonnes or 40,000 ton-
nes. It is very small.

SHRI NARSINGH NARAIN
PANDEY: How much khandsari is
being produced in the country?

RAO BIRENDRA SINGH: Let
him give a separate notice for it.
What is there to know about it?
Why insist on a thing which is not
material at all?

MR, CHAIRMAN: It does not
relate to the main question.

RAO BIRENDRA SINGH: I
have already said that the quantity:
of first grade produced is very small,
only a few lakhs_ one or two lakhs
at the most and all that has been re-
ceived through levy in U.P. ~viil be,
if T am not wrong, twenty th:ousand
or thirty thousand or forty thousand
tonnes only. That is all the maxi-
mum quantity. More than that it 1S
not possible even to receive through
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levy. And, Sir, on khandsari also
we imipose certain restrictions and the
khandsari mills have been ordered
to clear their stocks, all their stocks,
by the cnd of September.

BANERIJEE: Sir, the
prices of sugar are very high and
they were very high last year and
the honourable Minister has explain-
ed that the prices have come down,
as he says, in the Delhi market to
Rs. 5.80—Rs. 6.30 per kg. Sir, we
get sugar here from the Super Bazar.
If the price has come down to Rs.
5.80, then how is it that thc Super
Bazr is selling it at a higher price?
Sir, every year, during the festival
season, there is an increased supply
of sugar to the consumers. This is
particularly necessary in respect of
certain rationed areas where the quan-
tity of sugar given to each individual
against his ration card is very very
small. T would like 1o know from the
honourable Minister whether he s
going to increase the quantity of
sugar to be supplied to the consu-
mers particularly in the rationed areas
in Calcutta and the adjoining areas-
whore otherwise the quantity of sugar
given is much less than what we get
nere in Delhi.

RAO BIRENDRA SINGH: Sir, as
I have earlier informed the House
so many times, the distribution of
levy sugar is made on the basis of
the 1978 population, at the level of
425 gms. per head per month, in
most of the arcas of the country. But,
for certain Union territories and
other places, the quota is slightly
hicher and vo inve not been able to
increase this quota and whercver the
population has increased, the State

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Government is expected to allocate
this sugar and reduce.pro rate the
per-head allocation, But I cannot pro-
mise, in the situation that we are
Tacing at present, that we can increase
the allocation for the States. But we
have seen to it that in the festival

season like Id* Dusshera and Diwali, -
the sugar prices in the free market

are at a rcasonable level.
