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one or two additional elective(s), the
result in respect of such a candidate
will be declared on the basis of the
marks obtained in the <compulsory
language offered plus the marks in the
best three electives out of the speci-
fied group of subjects as under:—

Science Group:

The compulsory language offered
plus best three subjects out of:

Physics, Chemistry, Mathematics,
Biology, Geometrical and Mechani-
cal Drawing, Geography and Home
Science, depending on the perform-
ance of the candidate in the Board's
Examination,

Commerce Group:

The compulsory language offered
plus best three subjects out of:

Commerce, Accountancy, Mathe-
matics, Economicg and Geography,
depending on the performance of
the candidate in the Board’s Exa-
mination.

Humanities Group:

The compulsory language offered
plus best three subjects out of those
offered, depending on the perform-
ance of the candidate in the Board’s
examination.

Core language, if offergd ag an ad-
ditional subject will not replace an
elective subject for this purpose,.

Obtaining minimum Grade-E in
SUPW on a seven point scale will be
compulsory to pass the examination.

So far as marks-statement is con-
cerned, the marks obtained in the re-
maining electives i.e., subjects other
than compulsory language and the
three best electives, as above, will
be duly shown in it. A note will
also be given to the effect that weigh-
tage of all the electives is the same.

The above decision will be effective
from the examination of 1981 so that
the students are not put to unneces-
sarv handicap in the matter of seek-
ing admissions to higher courses of
study.
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The ‘provision regarding substitution
of additional subject(s) for failing
subject(s) to pass the examination
will continue as notified earlier.
