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SHRI ARVIND GANESH KRUL-

RESOLUTION RE, FIXING OF RE-
MUNERATIVE = PRICES FOR
AGRICULTURAL COMMODITIES

SHRI N. P. CHENGALRAYA
NAIDU (Andhra Pradesh): Sir, I beg
to move the following Resolution:

“This House is of opinion that
Government should take steps to
fix remunerative prices for agricul-
tural commodities in view of their
high cost of production.”

Sir, Mahatma Gandhi was responsible
country from the
bondage of the British people. Still
there are bonded labourers in villages
and factories. Shrimati Indira Gandhi
hag taken steps to release these peo-
ple from their bondage and alsp to
provide them with employment. Now
agriculturists have become bhonded
labour. We have to do whatever
Government says. Whatever we pro-
duce, we have no freedom to sell it
at our chosen cost. When a factory
man manufactures something, he can
fix the price of his product, the cost
price, sale price, market price, adver-
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tisement price; he will add up every-
thing and then sell it in the market.
Government has no control over him.
But here when I grow something,
Government comes in and tells me,
“Don’t sell it at more than this price,
we have fixed the support price, the
minimum price,” and s on. Only
this year the Agricultural Prices
Commission wag overruled by the
Prime Minister. The Commission fixed
such a low price that the Prime
Minister felt that injustice was being
done to the farmers. Sp she ordered
an increase in the price. This clearly
shows that the Prime Minister has no
confidence in the Agricultural Prices
Commission. Then why do you conti-
nue this Commission? I do not know
why Government has not been able
to scrap this Commission. That is my
main point. When the Commission is
not doing jits duty properly, it should
be done away with. It is a historical
fact that the farmer has been exploit-
ed for centuries by Governments,
whether it was the private rulers, the
rajas and maharajas, or any other
ruler. Whichever Government is there,
—the Congress Government or the
Lok Dal Government or any other
Government—the farmer is being ex-
ploited. All these years nobody has
been taking any interest in the far-
mer. Suddenly in the last few months
the farmers have awakened and have
realised that injustice is being done
to them. They have gtarted the agi-
tation. Their agitation is no influenc-
ed by any party. It ig their voluntary
agitation, They came on their own.
Government ought to have shown
some sympathy and helped the far-
mer. But what happened? Even a
butcher, if he takes some land, will
show some mercy. But the communist
countries do not believe in farmers.
They believe only in factory people
and workers. They do not believe in
agriculturists. Even the newspapers
abuse us. They call the ‘farmers
kulaks. In the dictionary ‘kulaks’
have been deflned as small farmers;
small farmers are called kulaks in
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the dictionary. That is the meaning.
But these people, who do not know
the meaning of kulaks, call us kulaks.
They are abusing us. They will not
get anything by abusing us. Tf we do
not send anything from the villages
to the urban areas, then they will
know what they will eat. Now real
farmers’ agitations have come. In
Tamil Nadu one Narayanaswami
Naidu wanted to come and meet the
Prime Minister and represent facts
about farmers. But he was arrested
at the airport by the Tamil Nadu
Chief Minister...

SHRI U. R. KRISHNAN (Tamil
Nadu): Mr. Naidu, one thing. He
refused to meet the Prime Minister...

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Mr.
Krishnan, please don’t disturb him.
Let him speak.

SHRI U, R. KRISHNAN: T am only
telling him the facts.

SHRI N. P, CHENGALRAYA
NAIDU: Why are they afraid? Why
should they have arrested him?...

SHRI U. R. KRISHNAN: No, in
fact, he was refusing...

SHR] N. P. CHENGALRAYA
NAIDU: You don‘t interrupt me...

SHRI U. R. KRISHNAN: I am tell-
ing you the facts..

SHRI] N. P. CHENGALRAYA
NAIDU: You keep the facts to your-
self. Why should they be afraid? He
is a small man. He cannot do any-
thing. He wanted only to come and
represent what is happening in Tamil
Nadu. So he was arrested. In Kar-
nataka the farmers just wanted to go
and give some representation. Till
then the political parties were no-
where to be seen, In fact they were
abusing the farmers till then, But
suddenly they developed some love
for the farmers and wanted to join
the farmers. In other words the %
moment these opposition parties join-
ed the agriculturists’ agitation, they
lost their case in Karnataka.

-
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In Maharashtra there wags shooting
and there were deaths when the onion
growers started their agitation de-
manding higher price for their onions.
Is it a chime to ask for higher prices?
The Police intervened and shot at the
farmers in some places. When they
started their march, they were arrest-
ed because the opposition parties
joined them, These opposition parties
have no sympathy towards the far-
mers. I appeal to them to keep aloof
and not to join us which will only
spoil our case,

Have the Communisty at any time
shown sympathy for the farmers?
Now they want us to form associa-
tions. Why? As in Russia and in
some other Communist countries, like
butchers, they want to finish us. I
do not want political partieg to show
any sympathy towards us. We know
how to get better price from the Gov-
ernment. I do not want them to
represent our case and spoil our case.

What is the attitude of the urban
people to the farmers? They want
milk, honey and foodgrains to flow
to urban areas. Do they flow from
Heavens? They think that we far-
mers in the villageg are their servants
to feed them., They have no sympathy
for the farmers. They do not know
what all risks we farmers undertake.
All members in a farmer’s family—
husband, wife and children—have to
work hard without any time limit on
their farms. In an office or in an
industry or factory the people have to
work only for specific hours. But we
have to get up at 3 o'clock in the
early morning and bail out water with
the help of bullocks, If you have no
electric pumps, you have to start the
water pumps. We get river waters
only in a very few places. Otherwise,
we have {o bail out water from the
wells. At night also we have to go
to our fields in order to see that the
water is flowing properly or that the
crop is not destroyed by wild animals.
Then there are snakes. Do you know

how many farmers are dying out of'

snake-bites? Angd in villages they try
to cure snake-bites by reciting ‘man-
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trams’ because there are no hospitals.
If there is any hospital, the farmer
has no influence or finance to get him-
self admitted. This is the position..
And what is the Government doing?

SHRI JAHARLAL BANERJEE
(West Bengal): Nothing,

SHR1I N. P. CHENGALRAYA
NAIDU: Now, some call themselves
big farmers.” If these people have got
any brains, they won‘t say that there
are big farmers in this country. After
the introduction of land ceiling, there
is no big farmer in the country. Sir,
in Andhra Pradesh, if I have got
coconut grove, only {welve acres are
allowed. If I have got irrigated lands,
then it is a little more than 12 acres.
It is like that and, therefore, there
is no big farmer in the country. These
people have got imagination and with
imagination only they are living in
the towns and they do not know that
there are no big farmers. If you go
through the statistics, you will know
what a majority of them are only
four-acre or five-acre farmers and
they do not have ten acres or twelve
acres. A majority of them are only
four-acre landholders or five-acre
landholders or even lesg than that and
all of them are in debts. And, Sir,
all of them have to pay debts and
also heavy interests, The co-operative
societies and banks are only for the
educated people. But these unedu-
cated people, these poor people, have
to borrow money at a higher rate of
interest from the moneylenders. No
note; nothing of that sort. Whatewer
they say, these people have to agree
to that and these uneducated people
have to suffer,

Sir, in the village, the farmer has
to take loans to purchase seeds at the
time of sowing. Again, at the time
of harvest, he hag to take loans and
harvest the crop and bring it to the
market. By the time he brings his
produce to the market in the town,
the moneylender is waiting there and’
the Government is waiting there, that
is, the village munsif js waiting there
for tax collection. The farmer can-
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not educate his children and he has
no money. This is the fate of the
farmers in the village. This is the
position and nobody realiseg his diffi-
cullies. When the farmer wants to
sell his produce, he has to bring it to
the market and when it comes to the
market, the middle-man is there and
he will buy whatever the farmer sells
and the farmer will have to get what-
-ever he offers and he has to sell it at
that rate only. The Government can
boast of the fact that they have got
the godowns, the Food Corporation
godowns and they will purchase. But
these people have got understanding
with the middlemen. They won’t
purchase at the price at which the
farmer wanted to sell. When the far-
mer has sold it at a lower price to
the middlemen, the Food Corporation
man will come into the picture. Here
aiso, if you sell the number one qua-
lity, he will say that foreign matter
is there in it. But, if you sgell the
same thing through a broker, he will
say that it is cent-per-cent pure und
he will take it. It is the same stock,
But in this case there is no foreign
mat'er. Thig is the position even
with regard to the purchases by the
Food Corporation. This is what is
happening, Everywhere the farmer
is being looted. But what is the Gov-
ernment doing?

Sir, I am very glad that a kisan
has become the Union  Agriculture
Minister. He is very sincere about
helping the farmers. But the officers
never allow him to have his own way.
This ig the position. He is controlled
by the officers and he is not free to
do anything. Otherwise the farmers
in the country would have benefited
-much. Anyhow, Sir, we are very
thankful to him. At least he has got
the intention to help the farmers
though the officers have no such in-
tention. He has got the interest and
the Prime Minister also hag the in-
tention and she has said that the
sugarcane price must be raised to
Rs. 16/- while the Agricultural Prices
Commission hag fixed it at Rs. 11/-
or Rs, 13/- only. So, Sir, the Govern.-
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Then, Sir, regarding the price
fixation, you must fix the prices at a
remunerative level. Not only that.
Sir, remunerative price is worked out
by the Agricultural Prices Commis-
sion. 8Sir, I will give them one acre.
Let them raise paddy, Let them raise
wheat. I will give them free labour.
I will give them money. Let them
grow thig and find out how much it
costs. Sir, if there is a loss to the
agriculturist, should not that be reco-
vered from the Agricultural Prices
Commission members? They must be
dismissed and put in jails. That is
the punishment they require. Other-
wise it is no use. We will not be satis-
fied if they are left without any pun-
ishment. That is the position.

Regarding marketing, Sir, if there
is in a village a cooperative society
we can plead our case. There are no
godowng in the villages. Let them
tell how many cooperative godowns
they have. If I want to put my stock
in any godown, I must go 7 or 8 miles.
Us it possible? They must construct
more godowns ip villages,

About purchase centres, there will
be one centre in a radius of 30 miles
and the agriculturist cannot afford
to transfer it. Is the Government
transporting foodgrains? No. We
have to transpor{ it at a heavy cost.
The truck-owner says that prices of
of tyres have gone up, the prices of
diesel has gone up and he has to
charge more. Who cares? When we
take all these into consideration, what
amount it will come to go far as trans-
port and other things are concerned.
We get only ha'f the amount. So there
must be purchase centres for every
‘irka’. The State Trading Corpora-
tion or the District Marketing Socie-
ties or State Marketing Federations
must arrange these centres.

Sir, now they say that prices have
gone up very much and it is too much
for the consumer to purchase, TUr-

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ban people are interested in urban
labour only or the urban people only;
they are not interested in agricultu-
rists. Sir, about ten years back, in
a cooperative society, I know, one
rupee and twenty-five paise was given
for handling charges; when they pro-
cured the paddy and converted it into
rice, conversion charges were given.
The handling charges that were given
‘were one rupee and twenty-five paise.
Do you know, Sir, the Food Corpora-
tion is charging Rs. 15 to Rs. 20 now.
It has become a white elephant. They
say that their salaries are not enough.
Every time they agitate and go on
strikes. This is the position, Who are
the real workers, Sir? It is they who
work with their hands. I am telling
this to Mr, Bhupesh Gupta also; he
is here. Those who work with their
hands in factories or anywhere, are
the workers, The white-collared peo-
mle, the Life Insurance Corporation,
the Reserve Bank, the State Bank, the
Food Corporation, the State Trading
Corporation—do you call these people
workers, Sir? Ig it not a disgrace to
call them as workers? Workers are
those who do work with their hands
in factories, . Give them subsidy. Let
the Government give them subsidy
and supply them articles at subsidis-
ed rates. Why do you feed these
white-collared fellows in the cities?
It is unreasonable, I am against cal-
ling them as workers and giving them
all facilities. I am interested in the
workers. I have got sympathy with
the workers. Give them subsidy. Let
them be fed properly. We are willing
to feed them properly, but
not these white-collared peo-
ple who abuse us, who call
us kulaks and what not. (Interrup-
tions) I am not interested only in
remunerative prices. I am interested
in parity prices. In remunerative
Iprice, you only think of the cost of
growing. What about me? What
about my consumption of food? What
about the other things that I pur-
chase? What about other inputs I

@ purchase? My living also has to bhe

parity of prices. When you give
‘parity price, these things will come

in. There is ne use of giving remu-
nerative prices only. Otherwise, the
farmers will not grow anything. That
is the position. Everywhere, in every
factory, they go on strike. The public
sector people and the L.I.C. people
g0 on strike, What happens if we
go on strike? What will they eat?
Grass? Even grass will not grow if
we do not put water on the earth.
Then they will have to eat paper.
Our agricultural inputs have gone up.
I wil] take the instance of diesel oil.
Subsidy is given on light diesel oil.
Not even one per cent use this light
diesel o0il. The Government has given
concession on light diesel oil. This
light diesel oil is used in factories and
big engines. It wag used in olden

days. Now only one diesel oil is
used. That light diesel oil is not
used. Whenever the price goes up,
the agriculturist ig the sufferer. I

want the hon. Agriculture Minister to
take this into consideration. What
is the percentage of light diesel oil
used for agricultural purposes? Every-
where the heavy diesel oil is used.
Whenever they increase the price,
some gubsidy should be given to the
farmer,

Now I come to electricity charges.
I do not complain about the increase
in prices, But you have to give elec-
tricity at a lesser or concessional rate
to the agriculturists. Throughout the
year we have to take out water. Leave
aside this river water and canal water.
Most of the year, we have to take
out water for our agricultural pur-
boseg by using electricity. There-
fore, electricity must be supplied on
concessional rates, There is no use
otherwise. There is already agitation
in Tamil Nadu, Mainly it was about
the electricity charges. In Andhre
Pradesh also, there iz some agitation
which is going on in a gentleman’s
way. They are Trepresenting to the
Government. Therefore, these elec-
tricity charges have to be reduced.
Take the case of tractors. About 10
&ears back, this Fergusson Massey
Tractor along with trailer, equipment
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and everything wused to cost Rs.
35,000/-. Now, it is Rs. 1 lakh and
odd. What is the Government giving
us? There is no subsidy on  that.
There is some subsidy on fertilizers
only. That is all. That is for propa-
ganda purposes, It is useful for them.
But there is no subsidy in these
things. Take the case of electric
motors for water pumps. It was cos-
ting Rs. 500/-. Then it went up to
Rs. 1000/-, Now it is Rs. 3500/- or
Rs. 4000/-. The price ig increasing
and we have to pay it. When the
voltage is low, the motor burns, We
have to get it rewound, It takes a
week., We have to rewind it at a heavy

cost. Therefore, we have to spend
money on these things. You take the
money on these things. This is the

position, Sir. You take the ferti-
lizers., Ten years back, the price
of urea and suffola was Rs, 35 or
Rs. 40. Now, it is Rs. 105 to Rs. 110.
How can you compare these prices?
They are going up.

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Mr.
Naidu, you have five minutes more.

SHRI N, P, CHENGALRAYA
NAIDU: Sir, I am the Mover,

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: That
is why you have taken half an hour.

SHRI N. P. CHENGALRAYA
NAIDU: They took a lot of time and
then only I came in,

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: I am
giving you another five minutes,

SHRI N. P. CHENGALRAYA
NAIDU: I want another 15 minutes.

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: No, no.
There are £0 many speakers.

SHRI N. P. CHENGALRAYA
NAIDU: I cannot do justice,

MR, DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: ZLeave
something to others also.

SHRI N. P. CHENGALRAYA
NAIDU: No, Sir. I want another 15
minutes,
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SHRI N. P, CHENGALRAYA
NAIDU: sir, there is so much of risk
in our agriculture, I request the hon.
Minister to introduce crop insurance
and cattle insurance, These are the
most important things. When there
iy a drought, the crops suffer. When
there is a flood, then also we suffer.
When there is a drought, the cattle
suffer, When there is a disease, the
cattle die. And for this purpose...

SHRI BHUPESH GUPTA (West
Bengal): And when there is a rally,
You have to bring people,

SHRI N. P, CHENGALRAYA
NAIDU:...we want cattle insurance
and crop insurance.

AN HON. MEMBER: Dada, he did
not bring any people.

SHRI N. P. CHENGALRAYA
NAIDU: As regards sugarcane, I want
to tell the hon, Minister one thing in
detail. I don’t blame this Minister
alone. Every Agriculture  Minister
has been continuously doing this. Sir,
when they fix the price of sugar, they
fix one release price for the South
Indian factorieg and another price for
UP, Bihar and other places. I do not
know why they do like this. And
they say that they are old mills, Even
though they replace them and run
them wroperly, they are paid less.
They say that they come under old
mills, the recovery is less and, there-’
fore, they are paid less. If the Gov-
ernment wants to be fair, they must
have one proper price throughout the
country. Why should they give a
concession to the factories in TUP and
Bihar? I cannot understand this, Sir.
This disparity must go, If they are run-
ning old mills, then give them notice.
But you should fix one price through-
out the country. Cement is distribu-
ted at one price throughout the coun-
try. Whether it is Delhi or Madras 4
or Bangalore or Kashmir, it is the
same price. Why can't they do the
same thing in the case of sugar? Let
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them pay Rs. 300 per tonne for sugar-
cane, And the conversion charges for
the factories will be about Rs. 80.
I am leaving a profit also. Otherwise,
it will be Rs. 50 or Rs. 60. And rough-
ly about Rs. 50 will be excise duty.
So, if they want to have the same
price throughout the country, Ilet
them collect Rs. 10 per quintal for
adjusting towards the transport char-
ges throughout the country. Allow
Rs. 10 for the wholesaler and Rs. 1f
for the retailer and fix one price.
Have it Rs. 4.25 or Rs. 4.50 through-
out the country, It should be the same
price throughout the country and then
there would not be any trouble, But
there are people who have been elec-
1ed from the urban areas who are
afraid and say, “No, there must be
two prices; these people must be sup-
plied at Rs. 2.45.” And your import-
ed sugar comes to nearly Rs. 6, There-
Jore, I suggest that there should be
one price—Rs. 4.25 or 4.50—through-
out the country. I don’t understand
why the Government is not willing to
accept this proposition. And the agri-
culturist will also get Rs, 300/-, that
is, the parity price. And nobody will
lose. In the market you are now
paying Rs, 800/-. Last year, you
forced us to supply sugarcane at Rs.
125/- and when the mill-ownergs and
others are selling at Rs, 800/-, the
Government has no audacity to ask
the farmers to sell at Rs, 450/-, The
cost price for the mill-owners and
others comes to Rs. 350/- and they
sell at Rs. 800/-. Why don’t you take
action against it? We farmers cannot
go to the Supreme Court.

Now, if as a farmer, I want to make
jaggery, and if T start crushing, they
come with the police; the sugar fac-
tory owners come with the police and
take away my electric motor, my
crusher and everything, What is this
happening in this country? That is a
zabardasti. If T do not get the price
and if T do not want to sell it to the
sugar factory because otherwise I suf-
fer a loss, and if I want to convert
jt into jaggery, why do you become
angry and why should you take away
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my motor, my pump, my crusher and
everything? I do not understand it.

SHRI BHUPESH GUPTA: What is
democracy there, smiling...

SHRI N. P. CHENGALRAYA
NAIDU: This zabardasti can happen
in Russia, in & communist country,
not in this country, They cannot do
it here. It is a democratic country;
they cannot do it. That is why I re-
quest the hon. Minister to send tele-
grams to all States not to take away
the sugarcane crushers, the electric
motors of the farmers. If I get a
proper price, only then I shall sell it
to the factory. If I do not get a pro-
per price, I would not supply, Why
do you force us? Do you think I am
your bonded labour? Why do you
treat me as a bonded labour? That
ig the position here. I have got one
confidence, So many farmers came {0
Delhi and they wanted to  support
Shrimati Indira Gandhi thinking that
they will get some benefit through her,
not through these small parties. So
they came in large numbers and they
expected some announcement but
because the Parliament is in session,
she could not make any announce-
ment. I only request, let they an-
nounce in the Budget at least what
they are going to do and how they
are going to help the farmers If the
farmers are not helped, if the far-

mers are ill-treated, they will not
keep quiet. They will rise—

With these words, I conclude,
Thank you. ’

SHRI SHRIDHAR WASUDEO
DHABE (Maharashtra): Mr. Deputy
Chalirman, it is very  unfortunate
that such an important Resolution
has been brought to a standard of
only giving abuses to Opposition as
if they, sitfing on that side, are the
only champions of the farmers in the
whole country. T think the question
is very important and requires a
serious consideration by this House,
and also by.the Government. The
Resolution is lacking in one aspect
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about the parity of prices, One of
the major demands, as I understood,
of the farmers is that the prices
which they are fixing, have nothing
tfo do with the prices of manufac-
tured goods either of cotton or of
other commodities, So far as the mills
are concerned, they can have cost
accounting. They can find out what
is the cost of the product and then
fix the price for the market, for sel-
ling purposes and so on. But so far
as agricultural preducts are con-
cerned, there is no machinery to
find out what is the actual cost in-
volved, The prices of -agricultural
inputs like fertilisers, insecticides
and so on have gone up. When the
prices of inputs have gone up there
is no machinery today to find out
what is the actual cost of production
for the agriculturists. While fixing
prices, an artificial thing has come
in. The prices fixed are not re-
alistic, They are not concerned
with what is the actual cost involv-
ed in the agricultural process, Hence,
the prices of industrial products are
sold at very higher rates. Cotlon
is purchased at a very low price.
Huge profits are made by the textile
mills. As has been mentioned by my
hon, friend, even the Ministry of
Agriculture has no control over cot-

ton procurement as well as on the
Cotton Corporation. This is under
the Ministry of Commerce because

the big industrialists want it to be
under the Ministry of Commerce.
Hence, one policy will have to be
accepted, While fixing the prices
of agricultural products, you should

see that they have parity with the
prices of industrial products, Un-
less we have a link between the
prices of agricultural products zand

the prices of industrial products, I
do not think any further progress
can be achieved, I am not saying the
Agricultural Prices Commission has
bungled the whole thing, has failed
to do service to the country, has
failed to give any relief to the agri-
culturists and that whatever prices
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are fixed by them have no connectior
with the problems of the agricultural
labourers and the prices at which
the agricultural products are =old in
the market., In December last year,

"in Kolhapur, the Speaker of the Lok

Sabha has made a statement and
everybody knows what statement has
been made by him., He has not only
made a statement that the Agricul-
tural Prices Commission should be
dissolved, He has said that it should
have representatives of farmers and
he  has also said that the
Governor of the Reserve Bank of
India should be dismissed. Today,
the farmers are feeling that their
problems are not being solved
through the machinery which is
working here and they feel that this
machinery has become out of date..
Hence, if you do not take steps and
if the farmers agitate, whether
voluntarily by themselves or through
political parties, you cannot blame
them, What was the reason for
having the Dindi or the March in

Maharashtra? For about 270 Kms,
there was this March, This was
spontaneous; thousands of farmers

joined it and workers also joined it.

What for? The reason was that the
prices which were given for cnion,
for sugarcane and for cotton were

low. There was a demand that a
price of Rs, 300 should be paid for
sugarcane, There was a demand
that a price of Rs, 110 should be
paid for onion, There was also a
demand that a price of Rs. 700
should be paid for cotton. The
story in regard to wheat and rice
is very pitiable. Cotton is required
Jor manufacturing purposes. Sugar-
cane is required by the factories for
their own requirements. They can
give some more, apart from the
prices fixed by the Government., But
so far as the wheat and rice-cultiva-
tors are concerned, there are no
such. big mill-owners who can
purchase them and, hence, wheat and
rice prices are very low, I  would
only point out what has been said by
the hon, Minister in this
House in reply to Unstarred

This is the justice given by the
Central Government of which the
first speaker was so proud. The

further statement is very interesting,
The prices were revised by the
various State Governments as fol-
lows: Andhra Pradesh 115; Kerala
Rs. 135 to 140; Madhya Pradesh Rs.
115; Maharashtra 122 and Tamil
Nadu Rs, 115, What does it show?
It shows that the prices fix-
ed by the Agricultural Prices
Commission have no bearing.
A number of States have been re-
quired to raise the price though they
may not be to the aspirations of the
farmers and the agricultural workers.
Therefore, my first submission is, if
you want to do justice to the cause
of agriculturists, you should reconsti-
tute the Agricultural Prices Commis-
sion and take into consideration the
view expressed by the hon. Lok Sabha
Speaker that farmers must have ade-
quate representation, I would add
that agricultural labour should also
have adequate representation so that
the question of prices could be pro-
perly solved.

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Again
you are coming to the labourers. He
wag saying, talk about farmers only.
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DHABE: It is all right if he says that
the farmers should get more, but if
the worker or the labourer in the
agricultural sector iy getting only
Rs, 1.50 or Rs. 2 per day and if his
wages are not raised, if he does not
get social justice, I am sure the pro-
duction will not go up and the agri-
culture will not benefit. Therefore,
their question is interlinked. In fact,
the demand of the farmers in Maha-
rashira agitation organised by the
oOpposition parties was that they
should be given minimum of Rs. 7 if’
you want to do some justice to them.
Therefore, they are directly linked up
with this question,

Then there are other questions., It
hag been said that if the prices are
raised, inflation will take place, I
think this is absolutely wrong. If
remunerative prices are given it is
not going to add to inflation, Today
the position is, the middleman and
the trading community are making
profits at the cost of the consumer as
well as at the cost of the agricultu-
rist, What do you find in the -case
of sugar prices? It is being sold in
the black market for Rs. 15 or Rs. 20
a k.g The procurement was only
65 per cent. The same thing is hap-
pening to the other things. Wheat
may not be available at the ration
shops but it is available outside.
Therefore, the Government must ser-
iously consider about finding out a
modus operandi through which the
marketing of al  agricultural pro-
duce, wheat, cotton, rice, etc, is—lo
take place. For that purpost, Sir, a
suggestion has been made that the
levies must be increased. Why should
it be only 65 per cent? It can be one
hundred per cent or at least ninety”
percent so that the Government could
get the commodities and sell them
through public distribution system
and also through other agencies at
a proper price. Therefore, Sir, re-
munerative price is to be fixed for
the agriculturists. It is also essential
that the middlemen are not allowed’
to make profits and speculate at the
cost of agriculturists and consumers.-
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There are some other questions in-
volved in this matter, One is about
the increase in production of agricul-
ture, Today what are we finding?
We talk of land reforms, but there is
‘tardy implementation of land reform
legislations. It has created anarchy
in the rural areas. Hardly 25 per
-cent of land has been distributed to
landless Harijans and landless lab-
-ourers. Out of 44 lakh hectares of
-acquired land only 17 to 18 lakh
hectares of land has been distributed.
Unless the land is given to landless
Harijans and labourers, cultivation is
not going to go up. Therefore, imp-
Jementation of land reform legisla-

tions should ©be taken up se-
riously if the Government
‘wants to improve Jland cultiva-

tion, Lastly we talk of so many sub-
sidies, There was a statement that
‘the agricultural indebtedness is as
high as Rs. 7500 crores. If the agri-
cultural indebtedness is so high, how
do you expect that the farmer will
be more interested in production?
“Therefore, for the small and marginal
farmers the agricultural loans should
‘be wiped off, This was taken up
under the 20-point programme that
‘the agriculturists who were indebted
should get relief and indebtedness
-should be removed.

As regards the cost of production,
‘the Government should seriously con-
sider that if they cannot give enough
relief, at least they should subsidise
‘the varioug inputs like the fertilisers,
insecticides ete, which are required
for the purpose of agricultural pro-
duction, Somebody said that there
are no big farmers in our land, That
is not correct. Land legislations are
‘there, But these are only on record.
Actually the land is in the possession
of big landlords. The big landlords
are there. Even for non-irrigated
“lands, the ceiling limit varies from
‘30 to 45 acres of land. But we know
-that there are big landlords and what
justice they are doing to the Hari-
-jans and what atrocities they are com-
mitting on them. These atrocities are
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not committed by the poor people.

Therefore, the question of increasing
the cost or giving remunerative prices
for agricultural commodities is really
important for solving the problems of
rural India and, therefore, unless
you have an integrated approach to
the whole problem, right from the
lowest man in the agricultural sector
to the agriculturist, I do not think
any further progress can be made.
Theréfore, whatever demands they
are making have to be examined, I
do not subscribe to the view that the
prices throughout India should be uni-
form. The prices should be according
to the cost of production in every
area and they should not get prices
¥ess remunerative than what fthey
are spending. Even for the ordinary
articles produced by the manufactur-
ers, they get a profit margin of 20 to
30 per cent. The sick industries are
taken over by the Government by
spending lot of money. 108 sick
textile mills have been taken over by
the Government and it is running a
National Textile Corporation. But it
agriculture fails, no compensation is
paid to the farmers; no insurance is
there; and, therefore, they are merely
left at the mercy of what is called
rain-fall or other natural occurrences.
Therefore, time has come to put agri-
culture on a sound financial basis.
For that purpose, one of the sugges-
tions made was, like the Food Cor-
poration of India, a Civil Supplies
Corporation should be set up so that
if we have a producers’ levy, then
thig Corporation can be used for pro-
perly distributing articles to the con-
sumerg so that the consumers do not
suffer and also the agriculturists do
not suffer.

Lastly, although I support the Re-
solution, I think this problem is " not
the problem of one party or the other.
It is a national problem and wunless
agricultural economy is improved, un-
less remunerative prices are given for
the agricultural produce. we cannot
make any progress. Therefore 1 was
really pained when my learned pre-
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decessor spoke ag if the minor, small
parties in Opposition are creating a
noise and that there ig nothing in
their agitation. If that was so, there
was no need for the Government to
hold the Kisan Rally on the 16th. It
was to show the strength of the Kisans
and it js a by-~product of the agita-
tions of farmers going on in Maha-
rashtra, Karnataka and other places.
Therefore, it is no use blaming the
farmers if they agitate for their pro-
blems It is for the Government to
iay down the policy. I am really
sorry that Rs. 50 crores have been
spent, but not a single policy was
spelt out by the Prime Minister.

(Interruptions) The Minister for Ag-
rieulture should seriously consider the
suggestion made by the Lok Sabha
Speaker and re-constitute the Agri-
cultural Prices Commission so that
the prices fixeq by the Commission
have relevance to the realitiegs of the
agricultural problems in India.

Even after all
these declarations by hon, friend from
the treasury bench Shri Chengalaraya
Naidu who hails from Andhra, the
granary of the country, has.through
this Resolution requested the Govern-
ment to take suitable measures to give
remunerative prices to the farmers.
Sir, I cannot but support this Resolu-
tion. That is why I say I am happy
to support this Resolution.

Sir, what is the presext plight of the
farmer in our country, We are very
proud of the fact that our country
is an agricultural country. Sir, we are
proud of the fact that this great
couniry, where Ganga Brahmaputra,
K%shna and Kaveri flow, is an agri-
cultural country, We are one of the
largest agricultural countries. Sir, we
often say that ours is an agricultural
country and its economy is agricul-
tural economy. Sir, how a couniry
which has ap agricultural economy
can progress without a healthy imp-
rovement in agriculture. What is the
present situation, Agriculture has
become an unprofitable vocation, If,
in an agricultural economy, agri-
culture becomes an unprofitable voca-
tion, that becomes a serious national
problem. It is not the problem of
farmers alone. It becomes a question
of our progress on all fronis, There-
fore, 1 say that whatever may be
there in the heads of our rulers, our
Agriculture Minister who claimg to
be a farmer and our Prime Minister,
the problem of the farmers is the
problem of the country. Sir, the far-
mers have awakened, Sir, I regret
that my friends in the ruling party
who claim to be the party of the
farmers, are not there in their seats
now, My friend Mr. Naidu laments
that he and the farmers in Andhra
are being treated as bonded labour.
It has often been remarked from
this side of the House that there are
political bonded labourers on the
other side. I do not want to repeat
it.

As we
need air, waler and food for our
existance the farmers should also get
remunerative prices 1o enable him
to meet the above three requirements,
otherwise who will be able to culti-
vate the Jand without these expenses.
Will the hon’ble Minister be able to
cultivate the land? Will the bon’ble
ladies who shout from the otherside
be able to cultivate the land? Will
the hon'ble Prime Minister who
claims to be the. strongest leader
be able to culiivate the land without
getting remunerative prices for the
produce? Even the almighty God
will not be able to do it. Therefore,
agriculture has become a losing con-
cern. Therefore, I had said this is not
a problem of farmers alone, The far-
mers have been demanding since long
that they should get remunerative
prices. The farmerg never demanded
that they should get undue profit
like the Birlas, Tatas and the Goenkas
make. They only demand prices in
order to enable themselves to meet
their bare necessities. But who would
listen? 'The successive governments
miserably failed to meet their de-
mands, Smt. Indira Gandhi herself
has been ruling for the last 12 years
and is about become time barred. No
body has listened to the farmers
hitherto, On the other hand their
wailings have all along been ignored.
That is why the agricultural India
has awakened with a sense of indig-
nation. The farmers are generally
poor people. They are not an organ-
ised sector, They are shy of shout-
ing slogans, Now when they have
come to feel that if thig situation
continue every thing will be ruined.
That is why they have woken up
and come to the field of agitation- to
assert themselves with a sense of pat-
riotism to save the country. When they
have started resorting to agitational
methods our congress rulers in the
States are trying to suppress them
with the help of lathis and bayonets.
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The Gundu Rao regime in Karnataka
resoried firing.  There were firings
in Maharashtra and Punjab, They
thought that they would succeed in
suppressing them with bayonetg and
lathis, But now wisdom has ultima-
tely dawned upon them when it is
tog late, Now they are compelled tu
meet the farmers and discuss their
demands with them. When they wan-
ted to beat and kill the dog they cal-
led it a mag dog. They made a great
discovery that the farmers’ agitation
wag politicaily maotivated. But they
themselves had to shoulder the bur-
den. of their sins, When they said
that the farmers agilation was politi-
cally motivated the President of the
vountry himself had to admit that the
grievances of the farmers were gen-
uine. Similarly the Hon'ble Speaker
of the Lok Sabha also admitted that
the grievances of the farmers were
genuine, Mr.’ Naidu says here that
there are only poor peasanis and no
big farmers i{n the country, I do not
fully agree with him in this respect.
There are big farmers also in this
country, But I agree that there are
no bjg furmers like the Tatas, Birlas
and other monopoly capitalists, Now
certain lame excuses are peing held
out against giving remunerative prices
to the farmers. Even the Prime Min-
ister herself has come out with an
excuse which is hard to digest. She
said that the problems and grievan-
ces of farmers have been considered.

*SHRI K. CHATHUNNI MASTER:
The Prime Minister said that relief
from the available resources should
not be given to one section alone but
the interests of all section should he
laken into account.

But
Sir; let me ask whether they were
protecting the interests of all sec-
tions.

If they accumulate unlimited
wealth why can not they be subjected
to heavy taxation? We never oppos-
ed it. Our Mr. Naidu has been attack-
ing the Socialist countries. The God
almighty hay not provided any coun-
try in the world with all they want.
Then why should we talk so much
about the scarcity and price hike of
petrol in our country, We could have
easily accused ourselves for the oil

Sir, there is a saying in Malyalam to
the effect that if we want to drive
out the dust from the eye, there is
no use blowing at the anus, Sir, as
long as we are not prepared to ponder
over the question as to why in India,
which ig an agricultural country, agri-
culture has become an unprofitable
vocation. We will not be able to solve
this problem. Al that the farmers
produce here are needed for the
growth of capitalist, devielopment,
whether it is cotton, or sugarcane or
oilseed or foodgrains, (Time bell
rings) This is my first Malayalam
speech. Please give me more time.

THE VICE-CHATRMAN (SHRL
DINESH GOSWAMI): I will give
you another four minutes. But you
must conclude hefore five.

That is why even after
the declaration by the Prime Minis-
ter, an hon’ble Member who hails
from Andhra which is the granary of
India and who has great trust in her
has moved this TResolution with so
much vigour, Therefore if we want
to solve this burning problem, we
should think for a basic change. 1
want to ask the hon’ble Minjster why
can not he nationalise the textile in-
dustry? We drove out the Britishers
from here. 'The imperialism has been
parcelled out. Then we abolished the
Princely States, Fendalism and land-
lordism also to a ceriain extent has
been eliminated. But why should
there be the Tatas and Birlas here?
It ig ag a resuit of our folly in not be-
ing able to eradicate these evils the
country is in ruing today. Sir, unless
we nationalise the jute, textile and
other important industries, unless we
take over the monopoly trade of food
articles, unless we assure remunera-
tive prices to the farmers, unlesg wc
assure the supply of essential commo-
dities to the people, we will not be
able to solve these problems, We
may have to supply these items to the

She says that
scme outlay has been made for agri-
cuture in Sixth Plan. She also said
that outlay has also been made for the
development of backward areas. Si-
milarly Girijans and Harijans also
have beeun provided for., You must
bs happy with that. But the question
is whether a'l these will help the

farmers irom being sunk into indeb- .

tedness. Here I am reminded of Ag-
ricultural Prices Commission. What
price they fix for agricultural com-
modities. Sir, they do not deserve to
exist, They have proved it thousand
times, The Paddy price wag fixed at
Rs. 105, vur hon’ble Minister claimed
here that it is a very attractive price.
But no State government would stand
on that price. Mr, Dhabe said here
that the Kerala hag fixed the price at
Rs. 130. But it is not a fact, it is Rs.
140 in Kuttanad and Rs. 135 outside
Kuttanad Tamil Nadu hag a different
rate. Even in Andhra the State Go-
vernment had to ay Rs. 10 extra as
bonus. But the farmers are not pre-
\>ared to sell their grains for the bonus
given by the State Government. Here
many people were talking many things
about the recent Kisan Rally. Sir,
nobody came from Kerala because
land reforms legislation hag already
been implemented there. In XKerala
the price fixed for paddy is ranging
from Rs. 135 to Rs. 140. Therefore,
there is no use blaming Communist
Party or Communist Party (Marxist).
As I have already said to remove dust
from the eyes, blowing at the anus is
a futile exercise. Therefore, this
monopoly capitalism should be nat-

jonalised Tt is high time we should
do that. The freedom of the country
was won by the people of the country.
If any body claims that the freedom
was won by any single party, I have
on'y stmpathy for their vanity.
