Nos. of high power shortwave trans-
mitters has been placed. These are
being imported from Switzerland. The
estimated cost of the transmitting
equipment is Rs. 421.00 lakhs.

The transmitters, when nstalled,
will definitely improve the services for
which they will be put into use though
not al] the serviceg for which still more
transmitters will be required.

There is also an approved proposal
for four additional high power short-
wave transmitters for external services
in the Sixth Plan (1980—85) involving
an estimated cost of Rs. 2250 lakas.
