that the problem of non-viable insti-
tutions, with low enrolments and
inadequate- provisionsg of facilities, as
well as proliferation of such institu-
tions, offering general academic
courses, 'would need to be tackled
with determination, by the State Gov._
ernments and the University Grants
Commission in order to avoid increas-
ing unemployment ~ among the
graduates as well as-to make better
use of the available resources for
educational development, '
