     with Siliguri trunk exchange. The remaining 
District towns are likely to be connected to 
Siliguri trunk exchange with operator trunk 
dailling circuit after the new radio medium 
through microwave system is commis. sioned 
by  1982-83. 

(c) The District Towns namely 
Balurghat, Malda, Cooch Behar and 
Darjeeling including Kurseong and 
Kalimpong Sub-Divisional Towns in 
North Bengal are planned to be con- 

      nected to the 500 lines Siliguri Trunk 
Automatic Exchange under installation for 
which the work is likely to be completed by 
1982-83.
