Crisis of Match  industries in Kerala 

304. SHRI K. CHATHUNNI MASTER: 
Will the Minister of INDUSTRY be pleased 
to state: 

(a) whether the crisis the Match 
Industries are facing in Kerala has been 
brought to the notice of the Government; 

(b) whether Government have received 
the representations from the Government of 
Kerala in this regard, if so, what are their 
demands; and 

(c) what steps Government have taken in 
this regard to overcome the problem? 

THE MINISTER OF STATE IN THE 
MINISTRY OF INDUSTRY (SHRI 
CHARANJIT CHANANA): (a) to (c) The 
Kerala Government nad addressed a letter to 
the Finance Minister saying that the Kerala 
Cottage Match Industry is facing certain -
problems in using the KVIC labels and getting 
the excise concessio; n meant for cottage units 
certified by the Khadi & Village Industries 
Commission. As the Khadi and Village 
Industries Commission have not been able to 
prescribe their own labels in many cases, the 
factory's own labels have been prescrib-«d as 
the "KVIC Lables" for the purpose of excise 
concession as a cottage unit. Having- regard to 
the continuing practical difficulties being 
faced by the KVIC in prescribing their own 
labels for all the cottage match units, the 
Central Government has decided that the 
relaxation for the use of fac-"tory labels may 
be permitted till 31st March, 1981. This   
relaxation      was 

earlier   available  only  upto   31st  De-
cember, 1980.
