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hati, Calcutta and Kerala and the duties of
the Chief Justices are being performed by
the seniormost puisne Judges of the
respective High Courts. The question of
appointment of the Chief Justices of Jammu
& Kashmir and Gauhati High Courts is
engaging the attention of the Government in
consultation with the authorities concerned.
The vacancies in the offices of Chief
Justices of the High Courts of Calcutta and
Kerala are of very recent occurrence. The
Chief Justice of Madras High Court had
been transferred to Kerala but on a Writ
Petition being filed, the Supreme Court has
ordered that status quo be maintained. The
Chief Justice of the Madras High Court has
not joined at Kerala and continues to hold
the office of Chief Justice of Madras. As he
has proceeded on leave, the seniormost
puisne Judge has-heen appointed to perform
the duties of Chief Justice while the latter is
on leave. The question of filling the vacancy
of the Chief Justice of Calcutta High Court
is engaging the attention of Government.
