in Maharashtra on behalf of the Central or 
Maharashtra State Government under the 
Price Support Scheme 

Onion traffic from Nasik District is offered 
mainly at Nasik, Lasalgaon and Manmad 
served by'the Bhusaval Division of the Central 
Railway. During November 1980 to February 
1981 (upto 20th), a total of 1958 broad gauge 
wagons of onions were loaded from Bhusaval 
Division as against 670 broad gauge wagons 
loaded during the corresponding period of 
November F:b.'uary 1980 (upto 20th). During 
the same period 506 wagons were loaded at 
Nasik, 730 wagons at Lasalgaon and 210 
wagons at Manmad as against 185 wagons 
loaded at Nasik, 317 at Lasalgaon and 76 
wagons at Manmad during the corresponding 
period of previous year. During November 
1980 to February 1981 (upto 20th) 609 
indents—173 at Nasik, 292 at Lasalgaon and 
144 at Manmad— were cancelled or 
withdrawn when wagon supply was increased 
to clear the onion traffic, which would indi-
cate that some of the damands are speculative 
in nature.
