To fulfill the commitment contained in the National Common
Minimum Programme (NCMP) and to comply with the Supreme
Court's direction the Government approved expansion of the
iICDS Scheme in May, 2005 to 467 additiona! ICDS projects and
1,88,168 additional Anganwadi Centres, taking the total number
of ICDS projects from 5652 to 6118 and Anganwadi Centres from
7.58 10 9.46 lakhs.

The financial norms for Supplementary Nutrition Programme
(SNP) have been doubled from Re. 1 to Rs. 2 per day per
beneficiary and Central Government has decided to share 50%
cost of the supplementary nutrition with the States/UTs from
2005-06, against the earlier norms of the entire Supplementary
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Nutrition component being financed by the State Governments.
The annual budget for SNP is Rs. 1500 crores each for financial
year 2005-06 and 2006-07. itis significant to note that during the
period of nearly two years i.e. from 31.3.2004 to 31.12.2005, the
number of beneficiaries under the scheme have increased from
415.09 lakh to 546.31 lakh i.e. an increase of over 20%.

Kishori Shakti Yojana (KSY)

The Kishori Shakti Yojana for adolescent girls has been expanded
from 2000 ICDC G projects to cover all the 6118 ICDS projects in the country.
