Limited are engaged in several acti-
vities/undertakings such as manufac-
ture of tobacco and cigarettes, pro-
duction of printing and packaging
materials, processing of fish products,
running of hotels etc. Any suggestion
to nationalise the company can be
seriously considered only if the cir-
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cumstances so warrant and thig would
be done by the Administrative Minis-
try which is concerned with a parti-
cular undertaking. The violation of
an Act does not, ipso facto, call for
nationalisation but it has to be dealt
with in accordance with the penal
provisions contained in that Act.
