RAO BIRENDRA SINGH: Sir, the
hon, - Member knows that the Drought
Prone Areas Programme has been
continuing from many years and as
he has already said himself, not only
districts but even blocks have been
identified. There are eleven districts
of Rajasthan alone in.the Desert De-
velopment Areas Pregramme. There
are two programmes particularly
benefiting the dry areas, the Desert
Areas and the Drought Prone Areas,
that is the Drought Prone Areas Pro-
gramme, That covers 13 States and
in 13 States there are 75 districts and
557 blocks. Similarly in the Desert
Development Programme 21 districts
have been identified in five States and
each one of the blocks under each one
of these two programmes gels an
assistance, a special assistance of
about Rs. 15 lakhs per year. Rupees
seven and a half lakhs is provided
by the Centre and another rupees
seven and a half lakhs by the States.
It is on a matching basis for some
time. And, all these schemes have
provision of water supply, for storage
of water, for afforestation measures;
they are all taken up under this pro-
gramme, and also special afforestiry
programmes for dry areas. There-
fore, I hope the hon. Member would
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[Rao Birendra Singh] FEIF
feel satisfied with the various pro-
grammes that are already in hand
sponsored: by the Government, of
India, Apart from that, the accele-
rated rural water supply scheme, a$
I heve already said, is receiving diie
attention at the hands of the Gevern-
ment of India, and very large amounts
of money are provided for providing
drinking water to these. problem vil-
lages that have already been identified
long age and from year to year we
try .to see -that within. a certain
period, just like rural roads program-
me, this drinking water supply pro-
gramme should be completed. I hope
with the extension in our irrigafon
which is going on a very fast rate in
India, probably India is at thé top of
the world in the matter of expansion

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RAO BIRENDRA SINGH: This €al-
ling Attention Motion, ag you would
see, relates to drought conditicas in
Rajasthan and other ©parts of the
country. The hon. Membey has raised
some general questions. According to
my formation, the conditions ~in
Bihar are normal. There hag been a
marginal deficiency in a few districts
in Bihar, according to the Metereolo-
gica] Office in Wine districts ang ac-
cording to the Bihar Governmen; mn
12 districte. The Bihar Government
has not selit ug any memorandum ask-
ing for relief. To be able to answer
qQuestiong on this Calling Attention
Motich in this House, we sent them a
telex message on the 2nd of Decem-
ber, and in reply to our telex, the
Bihar Government has sent ug some

frformation saying that parts of Bihar,
i.e, 12 districts, are drought affected.

But Bihar has a margin money -of
Rs. 13.80 crores at itg disposal and
even if there are some conditions
requiring relief Wa account of drought,
Bihay Government is able to meet the
expenditure out of thig margin money.
Bihar certainly suffered from floods.
The damage was substahtial. They
have sent us a memorandum asking
for some relief on account of floods
and we shal] be sendiag a team to
Bihar to assess the damage.
