SHRI SANTOSH MITRA (West Bengal): 
Sir, today a strike is being organised by the 
All India Federation of University and College 
Teachers' Organisations in support of their 
long standing charter of demands in view of 
the disquieting situation arising out of the non-
fulfilment of the demands in the field of 
higher education in the country and it is 
necessary to draw the attention of the 
Government. Many representations have been 
made to the Government but no response has 
been received so far. So, under these com-
pelling circumstances, the college and 
university teachers of different States in India 
are observing a token strike just to draw the 
attention of the Government to their demands 
which are: 

• 1. Solution of problems of Director of 
Physical Education,. . Tutors and 
Demonstrators, Assistant Lecturers. 
Cartographers', etc., the teachers who have 
been long denied their due. 

2. Revision of salary scales ensuring full 
neutralisation of erosion in real wages as a 
result of inflation and a single running 
grade for all categories of teachers. 

3. Statutory security of service for all 
teachers including those serving in 
minority-run institutions. 

4. Representation of AIFUCTO on 
UG.C. and C.A.B.E.: 

5. Democratization of governance of 
colleges and universities. 

6. Full civic and political rights for 
teachers in colleges and universities. 

7. Direct payment from the treasury. 
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8 Common cadre for +2 and+3 teachers. 
9. Abolition of discrimination bet 

ween teachers of State and Central 
universities and colleges affiliated to 
these with    respect    to    all    perquisites. 

10. Age of superannuation not be 
low 60 years. 
Sir, today a call for token strike has been 

given to draw the attention of the Government 
and if any heavy dislocation in the field of 
higher education takes place, the Government 
will be responsible for it. I urge upon the 
Government to meet the Teachers' 
Organisation and to hear them in order to find 
out a happy solution with a view to avoiding 
any future disaster in the field of higher 
education.
