INCREASE IN THE INCIDENTS OF 

LOOTING OF PASSENGERS IN 
TRAINS 

5HRI C. HARIDAS (Kerala): Sir, there 
have been increasing incidents of looting 3nd 
violence of passengers in the trains, 
especially between Bombay and Kerala. It 
has been reported in the newspapers and in 
the editorial of the( Malayalam 'Mano-rama' 
daily, dated 1st December, 1980. 

Sir, nowadays it has become very difficult 
to travel in trains. Many incidents have 
occurred in these days in which the travellers 
are looted and their belongings, such as 
ornaments, cash, watches, etc. are taken 
away. I am sorry to quote an incident in this 
connection. On November 27, 19R0, more 
than 20 dacoits got into a train Which was 
going from Bombay to Kerala and looted the 
passengers at Raichur.   It has been published 
in the 

Malayala Manorama daily dated 29th 
November, 1980. Sir, their entire valuable 
articles were taken away by these dacoits and 
there was nobody to come to the rescue of 
these poor passengers. When this matter was 
reported to the railway police, available at the 
nearest station, the answer was: 

 
"It is not our duty, We have to look for 
ourselves," this is the answer. What is their 
duty? What has happened to the law and 
order? 

Then, Sir, another such incident occurred at 
Raipur in Madhya Pradesh a few days back. A 
train bound for Kerala was looted at Raipur 
station. Many passengers were looted and their 
belongings taken away. After having lost their 
cash and other valuable articles, the poor 
passengers reached their homes in Kerala in a 
miserable condition. Very often these incidents 
have been reported in the newspapers. It is 
quite embarrassing to note that when such 
incidents take place, the railway authorities or 
the railway polica do not come to the rescue of 
the poor passengers. They do not even care for 
their appeals, etc. It is doubtful whether 
dacoits are helped by the railway authorities. 
Sir, I presented the press cuttings and the 
editorial references in my notice for Special 
Mention. The fourth paragraph of the editorial, 
when translated into English, reads like this; In 
this case the people of Kerala are most 
concerned and anxious. Above all other places 
in India, there are thousands of Malayalees 
who go to far awav places ' both inside India 
and abroad, seeking their means of livelihood. 
In very rare case9 they return home to Kerala. 
Numerous Keralltes are returning from the 
Gulf countries to India by air. Their means of 
travel within the country are the trains. Even 
for industrial and commercial purposes, the 
travel of Keralites from' Kerala to Bombay. 
Calcutta and the capital of the country is 
largely by trains.
