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(b) The three Akademies have been set up 
by the Government of India. Ad hoc grants to 
other Organisations are given on the 
recommendations of the State 
Akademies/State Governments.

Resolution adopted by the Lok Sabha on 15th 
December, 1978 did not recommend financial 
assistance from the Centre to the States for the 
organisation of Land Army. It recommended 
that the Central Government should

consider getting a feasibility study made for 
the creation of Land Army by the State 
Governments and Union Territories, which 
could be deployed for land development, land 
reclamation, irrigation facilities etc. and the 
distribution of land among landless persons. 
The Planning Commission had set up a 
Working Group on the National 
Reconstruction Army in 1979 under the 
Chairmanship of Shri G. V. K. Rao. The 
Working Group in its deliberations took into 
consideration the Resolution adopted by the 
Lok Sabha on 15-12-1978. The Working 
Group did not recommend salting up of a 
National Reconstruction Army and has instead 
recommended utilisation of various existing 
forms of labour organisations, e.g. for small 
work, employment guarantee schemes, labour 
cooperatives, village panchayats and for large 
works, departmental agencies, construction 
corporations, Border Roads Organisation, the 
Karnataka Land Army Corporation and the 
like. Further, a National Rural Employment 
Programme has been taken up to provide large 
scale employment opportunities in the manual 
work to the rural poor. In view of this, no 
separate financial assistance is necessary.]
