Chilly crop is affected in various de-
grees by thrips, aphids, mites and Pro-
denia in different parts of the country.
No precise estimate of damage to
chilly corp by aphids and prodenia
alone has beepn reported. However, an
jneidence of 2,605 hec. affected by
thrips, mites, dieback and Prodenia
on chilies along with 100 per cent
control achieved by applying indigen-
ously formulated Pesticides of Methy-
lodemeton, Dithane Z—T78 and Durs-
ban was reported from Tamilnadu
during October, 1979, Research trials
under Coordinateg Project showed
that Dimethoate 0.1 per cent was the
best insecticide in controlling aphid
populationus.

(b) In view of what has been stated

in answer to part (a), question of
import of Tanaran does not arise.

Secondly it does not stang registered
as yet wunder the Insecticides Act,
1968 for use in the country.
