(a) to (&) CNG is sald by City Gas Distribution (CGD) Companies, which are not Central
Public Sectars Undertakings (CPSUs). The retall price of CNG in any city is fixed by the CGD entity

cperating in that city.

The price of CNG depends on various factors. CGD Companies determine the selling price of
CMNG on the basis of infer afig the cost of gas from wvarious supply sources, trurk transpartation tariff,
local distribution charges, setting Up of compressor stations & dispensers, operating expenses,
administrative cost and apolicable taxes & duties. Variation in any of these factors may lead to

appropriate changes in retail gelling price of CNG.
