In this regard, | would like to say that
the voter lists are prepared by the Government and displayed to the people for verification. Thus,
the voters can check their details and carry out corrections, if any.

The method adopted hy the enumerator in the Census exercise is that they ask details from
head of the family and note down them with pencil in the relevant forms. After taking the details,
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
