(i) It should have minimum level of disaster resistant technology to be able to withstand
minor earthquakes, cyclone, flood etc.; and

(i) the walls are plastered at least externally.

It is also desirable that the house should have adequate space for pursuing livelihood
activities, a verandah, a stair case to go to the top of the house and a rain water

harvesting system.

The recommendations of the Task Force have been forwarded to all the States/UTs on 3rd
February, 2010.

(c) and (d) The grant provided under IAY is the unit assistance and not the actual unit
cost. The heneficiary is expected to put his own labour for construction of the house. The
beneficiary can avail loan upto Rs. 20,000/- from a nationalized bank at an interest rate of 4%
per annum under Differential Rate of Interest (DRI) Scheme. In addition, an |&Y beneficiary can
avail funds to the tune of Rs. 2200/~ from the Total Sanitation Campaign (TSC) for construction
of sanitary latrine. The Government has enhanced the unit assistance for IAY houses with effect
from. 1.4.2010 from Rs. 35,000/~ to Rs. 45,000/~ in plain areas and from Rs. 38,500/- to
Rs. 48,500/ in hilly/difficult areas.

(e) According to the estimates made by the Registrar General of India based on 2001
Census, the housing storage of Gopalganj district was 1,28,827 houses. Against this housing
shortage, 1,710,589 houses have heen constructed under IAY in the district since the vyear
2001-02. Targets under IAY are set on year to vear basis depending upon the availability of

funds.
