STRAINED CIVIL-MILITARY RE-

LATIONS IN SRINAGAR AND AC-

TIVITIES OF JAMAIT-E-TULBA
IN JAMMU ANDp KASHMIR

SHRI JASWANT SINGH (Rajas-
than); Sir, I have to mention a mat-
ter of urgent public importance in the
House. It relates to the occurrences
that took place in Srinagar on the
26th of July this year. It would be
wasting the time of the House for me
to recount all the details of those
occurrences. I would, however, wish
to highlight some of the points with
regard ty incidents that took place.

An army other rank on convoy
duty, having been on duty Tor the past
three days in Ladakh and on that
particular day having been on duty
for 14 hourg at a stretch, driving
straight from Dras fo Srinagar, hap-
pens to brush against a tempo in the
crowdeg Badshah chowk in Srinagar.
That ig on the evening of 26th July.
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It ig about 8.30 in the evening, This
driver is unaware of what is happen-
ing. Immediately, crowd collects
about one kilometre from where the
incident has taken place. The driver
is halted; he is pulled out; he is beaten
up. The ignition key or the vehicle,
which belongs to President of India,
is taken away. The driver, who is in
uniform, iz then taken to a police
thana which is against all conven-
tions, against all regulations. There
he ig thrown inside a cell where there
are already four other pccupants. In-
side the cell he is again beaten up.

Two completely unconnected vehi-
cles of the army, having drawn water
from a water point are travelling
from one par{ of Srinagar {0 another.
They ara halted; they are set on fire.
The drivers are taken qut. One f the
occupants is shot at. He ig still in the
military hospital in Srinagar. He has
a bullet injury in the stomack. Simul-
taneously, the army camp in Batmalog
is set upon; the compound wall ig pul-
led down; the telephone connections
are snabped, cut deliberately and not
restored for three days with the re-
sult that these units whg were on the
Tatoo Groung in Batmaloo in Srina-
gar. had to establish radio-relay con.
nections with their headquarterg who
are also in Srinagar. Later in the
evening, this very camp is set on fire,
a peripheral barrack belonging to
General Resery, Engineering Force is
set on fire, and an officer who is sent
with other ranks to collect the vehicle
and to rescue the other ranks is get
upon; he suffers grievous jnjury and
has a fractureg arm.

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Do not
g0 in so much of details,

SHRI JASWANT SINGH: The
point of the matter is, I cannot even
recount the event unless I tell you...
