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BISCUSSION ON THE WORKING OF
THE MINISTRY OF INFORMATION
AND BROADCASTING.

SHRI NAND KISHORE BHATT
{(Madhya Pradesh): Mr. Vice Chair-
man, the information and Broad-
casting Ministry has a very important
role fo play in the all-round working
and development of the country.
Through the mass media of radios, tele-
vision, flms, newspapers, etc. it has
te prepare the people in their march
towards our cherished goal o1 demo-
eracy, socialism and secularism. Radio
and television have immense potentia-
lities as major media of communica-
tion in our national development, rural
development, rural and yrban alke.
Small radios and transisiors have
brought about a revolution so far as
recple’s inquisitiveness and desire to
know more and more are concerned
especially about art. science, music,
literature and everything around that.
They have developed in them a taste
for music and better entertainment
which the common folk otherwise do
not get except through occasional film
shows cr village entertainments. Ra-
-'~s and smal) transistors are not only
meang of entertainment, but they are
means of information, means of com-
munijcation, means of education and
means for knowing and getting know-
ledge from all possiblg scurces.

Mr. Vice-Chairman, Sir, it is good
that the Government has withdrawn
the annuaj licence fee in the case of
small radios and small transistors. I
think it would be hetter if they are
taxed only once, even in the case of
bigger sets when perchasing.

Mr. Vice-Chairman, though tele-
vision was introduced about 15 years
ago, it is still limited to a few centrés
in the countrv. Tt has still to go 2
long way. Its programme s duli
more or less and requires more think-
ing and understanding of the tastes
and liking of 1he people. Except
occasional programmes, theve is no
much attraction for the tfelevision. It
gives dull and routine items. I have
no desire to enter into the controversy
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of colour T.V. versus black and white
TV. But I fully endorse and I feef
that there should pe expansion of T.V.
into a big network so as to reach the
remote villages., This is a must and
it should be given top priority. The

assurances of the Minister are there:

and we look forward to the early

utilisation, of the International Insti--

tute for providing satellite based T.V.
communication to the rural areas.
Before this comes about, T would urge
upon the Government to provide more
T.V. Relay Centres as early as possible.
T.V. Centres have to be provided at
stations from where there is demand
for them, especially at the capitals of
various State Governments. Here, I
would like to mention the case of
Bhopal and Indore where regular

agitation is going opn for installatiom.

of T.V. Centres.

Mr. Vice-Chairman,
that a network of T.V. Relay centres
all over the major areas with full
utilisation of the P & T miero-wave
communication system will be set up
sooner than later.

Mr. Vice-Chairman, Sir,
again a powerful weapon of communi~
cation, social education and national
integration. 1t should not be left in
the hands of a few rich people be-
cause the advantage from it is being
taken by black-marketeers in a num-
ber of cases, by smugglers, by specu-
lators and by all those who have got
black money with them. They vsually
play with the cheapr sentiments by
exhibiting dirt and filth and misguide
our young boys and girls. However,
a new trend is coming up dealing
with social problems and creating a

new awareness among the people with:

bias towards our social goals, com-
munal harmony and towards develop-
ing the spirit ¢f national inlegration.
The anarchic conditions prevailing in
the film world are also a cause for
concern to everybody. This is an in-
dustry with a lot of potential anq it is
not just a show pusiness playing with
the tender sentiments of the people
and minting money. It is an instru-
ment by which the people can e

films are:
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educated and a, awareness can be
created and a iot of benefit can be
passed on to the people.

Sir, the distr butors are anolher
factor who are responsible for creat-
ing a mess in tk2 film industry. They
are the main firanciers and they pur-
. chase films ever before the films are
made. YThey in:ist on sexy scenes
in the films, they insist on cabaret
~ dances, war sce) es, scuffles, fist fights,
etc. which make our young pcople an
easy prey to su h gentiments. There
is need for enco ragement of the right
talent. There is no dearth of talents
in this country. India has the best of
actors, best of actresses, best of tech-
nicians, best of shotographers, best of
soung engineers and the best of direc-
tors. Under these circumstalces,
Sir, it is a question as to why these
people are not ziven the encourage-
ment due to them. It is time for all
of us to rise above petty selfish and
parochial intere-ts and do something
for them.

Sir, it is 3 happy augury that a new
Corporation has been started py the
merger of the F'ilm Finance Torpora-
tion and the Indian Motion Pictures
Export Corporation. It is hoped that
it will usher in an era of promcotion
and development o good and whole
some cinema w th the involvement
and co-opzration of the film industry
as a whole, Sir a Working Group o2
the National Fi'm Policy was set up
by the Governrient in May, 1979 to
study the present state of the film
industry in are:s such as production,
distribution, exl'ibition and taxation
and to suggest a national film policy
which would help in  the growth of
the film industrv consistent with our
sn2ial, nationzl and economic goals.
We are anxious y looking forward to
the report of tiis Study Group. Sir,
the reconstituti.n of the Press Com-
mission is a very nappy development.
Inclusion of re wresentatives from the
commercial sidc and talented journa-
lists has been done with a view to
introducing a dynamic outlook in the
recommendations of the Commission.
Sir, it is a happy thing that weightage
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has been given to the representatives
of the language Press and it is hoped
that the reconstituted body will com-
plete its work by December end this
year and submit its report. The
medium ang small newspapers, Sir, in
different languages are playing g great
role in educating and mobilising
public opinion in a healthy way. But
they have to struggle a great deal
where they have to work indepen-
dently. 7They lack financial support
and it is proper that they are given all
possible encouragement. Diffusion of
ownership of newspapers and delink-
ing them from the big industries and
the big influential business houses are
issues which must be gone into a
depth for the growth of healthy
journalism. Sir, 1 have got a word to
say about the staff and artistes of
the All India Radio and the Door-
darshan. Sir, a worg about those
working behind the scene and who
make the AIR and TV a great source
of education and entertainment by
providing good music, play, talks, etc.
They include vproducers, literacy
figures, musicians, artists, script wri-
ters and a host of others frcm diff-
rent parts of <he :ountry reprecenting
different languages.

Mr. Vice-Chairman, Sir, after In-
dependence it was a good decision %o
bring about this new change in the
true tradition of our national aspira-
tions. But what about their service
conditions? Gradually, most of the
talents which were recruiteq ty the
All India Radio have left. This is the
time to study reasnng for this. There
are no equal opportunities of promo-
tion better scales of pay, ete. Sir, we
all know that bonus is an item which
is being paid to almost all the em-
ployed people. Why should the
artistes and staff of the AU India
Radio and Doordarshan be deprived
of bonus? What was true in the days
of Bokhari goes on tnday. Nobody
tries to think why Sardar Patel in-
troduced new change in the All India
Radio. But it is forgotten. It is pre-
independence Bokhari trend that un-
fortunately rules the All {ndia Radio,
so far as the service conditions of the

staff are concerned. Sir, it is most
ridiculous. Artistes still continye on
the same contracts. No pay scales, no
promotion, no confirmation. That is
why there is a great dissatisfaction
and resentment among the staff. The
Air Staff and Artistes’ Association and
AIR Programme Producers’ Associa-
tion have @given  representation
after representation, but except oral
assurances no concréle DProgiess seems
to be in sight. Hon. Minister, §Shn
Vasant Sathe, was once upon a leader
of the Staff Association and the De-
puty Minister in the Minisiry has been
Labour Minister. Sir, it is only pro-
per and appropriate that these leaders
who have been trade unionists and
champion of exploited and suffering
pecple, come forward and give justice

to the employees of the All India
Radio and Doordarshan.
Sir, I will say one word more and

conclude. Sir, one of the most impor-
tant features in the Report which
comes to our notice is that the new
Government has taken positive steps
in its continued policy to play a lead-
ing role in the working of the Press
Agencies’ Pool of Non-Aligned count-
ries and the setting up the Indo-Ameri-
can Joint Media Working Group. I am
sure, Sir, that tfe thrust with which
the new Government has started to
take the process further would be wel-
ceme, and I give them all my compli-
ments and congratulations.

SHRI S. W. DHABE (Maharashtra):
Mr. Vice-Chairman, Sft, the Report on
the working of the Information and
Broadcasting Ministry is really dis-
appointing. It sfarts with saying
that it is charged with the responsi-
bility of keeping the people of the

couniry informed about ‘“our poli-
cies, plans and programmes”, Sir,
the AIll India Radio and Doordar-
shan are not the agencies merely
for propagating the policies and
plans of the Government.

Sir, we are a democratic country

and whosoever may be in power, we
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are expected to further the cause of
democracy and democratic institu-
tions. Dissent, different opiniomns, liber-
ty of expression and public comment
are the essential ingredients for the
foundation of democracy and also for
the success of democracy. In Article
19 and the Preamble of the Censtitu-
tion, we have provided that we gua-
rantee liberty of thought and expres-
sion for every citizen. Therefore, Sir,
there must be a radical change in the
policy of the Ministry. It wiil, other-
wise, become an instrument of arbit-
rary and dictatcira] expression of Go-
vernment pelicies. No doubt, the Gov-
ernment policies have to be explained.
But in this important media which
moulds public opinion, Fou cannot give
experession only to Government poli-
cies and programmes. Although this
Ministry has a trade union leader at
its head, there is not a word about in-
dustrial relatiéns or labour relations in
the report. I had thought that some-
thing will be said about it in this re-
port which, is up to 31st March, 1980.
These relations are very unhappy. Mr.
Bhatt made a passing reference to it
because he was speaking from the
other side. When 80 per cent of the
Centra] Government employees in De-
fence, P&T and Railways are paid
bonus because they are commercial or-
ganisation, I do not understand why
these empleyees working here should
be denied the right of bonus? I hope
he will put this point of view before
the Cabinet and the Government force-
fully and see that fthe workers get bo-
nus, job security and decent pay. It
is unfortunate that in some Ministries
such as Civil Aviation, Tourism and
this Ministry, the salaries are low and
because of this talented people leave
the jobs because there 'is nc bright
future.

[The Vice~-Chairman (Shri Sawalsmgh
Sisodia in the Chair]

Artistes are treated as part time
artistes. It is taken for granted that
they will be serving temporarily and
on part-time basis. I need not tell
the Minister concerned about the
imporwnce of job seewrity
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If the service condi-
tions are not gocl and there are no
terminal benefits, any undeitaking,
whethec it is Information Ministry or
any other Minist-y, cannot keep gocd
person in service. 1 would, therefore,
like him to consider this thing serious-
ly and to give a  thought to the pay
structure and pay scales of all the em-
ployees working in this Department.
The labour relat ons find no place in
the Report, thcush he  has detailed
many small and crdinary achievements
in the whole Rerort.

and satisfaction.

Another aspect about which I would
like to draw his attention at this
stage is that he should improve the
calibre of training not only in this
Department but in fhe whole news-
paper industry. {t has been stated in
Chapter 12 that the Indian Institute of
Mass Communicalion held workshop for
journalist teachers in this country. I
was very happy to see this. In this
country, we exp‘'ct a better standard
of communicatioii, improvement in the
journalistic stan« ards, improvement in
knowledge and «xpertise etc. without
previding adequate facilities. There are
SO0 many news a.encies and so many
other journalists working on the news-
papers and comjparing to the last the
work done by the Indian Institute of
Mass Communication is not sufficient.
It should be expznded and the universi-
ties should be as<ed to train people in
this field in large number. You can
take up Nagpur University or some
other universities who can provide
degree ccurses and dipiomas for jour-
nalism. But the time has come when
they should ha'e specialised courses,
courses not only for journalism but
also for televisio:; and other disciplines.
And post-graduzte courses in journa-
lism should be introduced in this In-
stitute. I hope the Minister will take
an initiative in this matter tp use this
Institute, which 's an institute of com-
munications, an agency available to
Government to introduce the post-
graduate courses for the training of
journalists and idvancing their know-
ledge.

Sir, another uspect which I would
like to touch at ‘his stage is this. What
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is the criteria of opening felevision
centres? The Report says that at seven
places, there are televisicn centres.
And there is a programme 1n the Sixth
Plan to include Ahmedabad, Bangalore
and Trivandrum. At present, it has
covered a population of 832.1 lakh out
of which 481.6 lakh is rural and 350.5
lakh js urban population. Sir, this
communication media is very niggard-
ly used. My good friend, Mr. Sathe,
has made a statement in Nagpur that
television will come to Nagpur. 1 find
that there is nc mention of Nagpur in
the Sixth Plan. It will not come till
1986 as the Sixth Plan covers from
1982 to 1986. So, what I suggest is
that the criteria have to be found. One
criterion was found cut when it was
opened at Raipur that it should be
near the tribal area. At this stage, I
would like to specially plead for Nag-
pur because in the near about region,
very large tribal populations are there.
And it can be used not only fer this re-
gion, not only for a part of Maharash-
tra i.e. Vidharba but also for a pawt of
Madhya Pradesh and Andhra Pradesh.
Therefore, I would say that the Minis-
ter should consider and fix the criteria
for opening the telévision centres. The
other thing about which I weuld like
to say at this stage is the programmes
for linguistic minorities. And I must
complement the Minister if the state-
ment is eorrect that in Indore All
India Radio js going to have Marathi
programmes. Sir, in Indore, Bhopal,
Ahmedabad and many other places,
there are Marathi-speaking people. In
Nagpur itself we have got people from
Bengal ang Andhra Pradesh. And in
every State, you will find a linguistic
minority. But very less attention has
been paid by the All India Radio to
have programmes for the linguistic
minorities. I suggest that a compre-
hencsive plan should be prepared so
that linguistic minorities residing at a
particular place have some programmes
in their languages. If not daily, at
least in a week, some programmes
should be there for them.

Sir, another questicn that comes to
our mind when we think of this Minis-
try is the journalists and the wage
board. Sir, the history of journalistic
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legislation and the wage boards for
journalists is not a very happy one,
and that is intimately connected with
the advertisement policy of this Gov-
ernment. In the country, Sir, there are
newspaper managements who had not
even implemented the recommendations
of the First and Second Wage Boards.
The journalists are not paid at all ac-
cording to the pay scales recommended
by the First and 'the Second Wage
Boards. But still they get a lot of ad-
vertisements. And they are more
eager to receive the Minister and pub-
lish those photographs. But, when the
questicn of implementing the recom-
mendations of the Wage Boards comes,
either they wil] not pay or tHe journa-
lists have to go to the courts. Ang the
Minister is already aware of the arre-
ars 1n the labour courts. And, Sir,
there are newspapers like the ‘Nav
Bharat’ of Nagpur who have not yet
implemented these Wage Board recom-
mendaticons.

Sir, 1 would like to say in the Act of
1955 which relates to the journalists,
there are many defects. For example,
section 17 of the Act says that only
dues under the Act can be recovered.
That relates to gratuity and retrench-
ment only. And the workers have to
go through the entire procedure under
the Industrial Disputes Act, 1947.
Section 12 of the Act gives power
to the Gevernment about the wage
boards to make orders on their recom-
mendations. The Government has
also the power to modify fhe recom-
mendations made by these wage boards
and only after the order is passed,
money becomes payable to employees
under gection 13 of the Act, (Time
bell rings).

Sir, it is an important subject.

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (SHRI
SAWAISINGH SISODIA): But only
21 minutes have been allotted.

SHRI S. W. DHABE: I am gpeaking
within the time,

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (SHRI
SAWAISINGH SISODIA): You have
already taken ten minutes.

[RAJYA SABHA]
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happened 1s that the Palekar Tribunal
was appointed, assessors were there
and interim relief was given by the
Government. An orden was passed.
But that interim relief was not paid

by the management to the workers.

They went to High Court and got the
stay order. Then the Union Govern-
ment moved the Supreme Court that
because the cases are pending in diffe-
rent High Courts, all of them
should be brought in one court and an
application was moved in the Supreme
Court. For the last one year the ap-
piication given for transfer is pending.
Nothing has moved in the Supreme
Court. Even the interim relief which
was granted by the Palekar Tribunal
has not been given. The Employers
created difficulties, challenging the
assessors status. The Government
has made a new order amending the
Act and it has been said that the Pale-
kar Tribunal will give an award with-
in the next 15 days, and send his re-
commendations.

My suggestion to the Minister and
the Mnistry is that whatever steps
you have to take under Section 12,
modifications  ete. recommendations,
made and finalised by the Govern-
ment, must be implemented by all the
newspapers. And, it should be the
cardinal policy of the Government
that if they do not #mplement the
award or the order of the Government
then at lewst advertisements should
not be gtven to them and they should
be blacklisted so that this phenomena
of working journalists not getting
justice even after the court’s crder
does not continue for ever. Other-
wise, Sir, people will lose faith and
the working journalists will lose faith
in adjudication.

Sir, these are all questions which
are not very much discussed in this
Report. Now I come to the point re-
garding delinking of newspapers from
industrialists and big business. Sir, it
is not only newspapers that should be
delinked, the news agencies should
also be delinked. The advantage is
taken of the news agencies by big news-
papers by paying smal]l rates of sub-
scription. When the question of wor-
kers’ demands comes, nothing is done.
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If you have a lock at the list, you will
see that it is bly  business men whe
are associated with the PTI and the

,m¢ UNT and other agencies. The working

journalists have no  place on them.
Workers particiration  was so much
commended by the Prime Minister at
the Labour Ministers’ Conference. Let
us make a begirning. At least in the
boards of directors of the PTI, the
UNI and other -ews agencies the re-
presentatives of the employees or
seniormost work ng journalists should
be included so that they will have a
say in the man:gement.

Sir, we are taiking of the freedom
of expression anc freedom of the press.
Fortunately the Minister is here. It
has been stated here in the morning
by my colleague that instructions have
been given to the UNI and the PTI that
reports abeut rape cases should not be
given publicity o that they should not
be given wide publicity.

THE MINISTE1} OF INFORMATION
AND BROADCAHTING AND SUPPLY
AND REHABIL!ATION (SHRI V.
P. SATHE): 1 think it is better that at
this stage itself [ should clarify that
there is absolutely no basis for what
is being said. I have not given any
such instructions either orallly or in
Writing, at all. 30, all this canard is
baseless.

SHRI S. W. .)JHABE: Sir, another
matter to which I  want to draw the
attention of the Government is about
the newspapers siet-up. When we talk
of delinking of th:: newspaper industry,
I would like fo ' now what concrete
steps are being tiken for the same.
Delinking of nev spaper industry alsa
requires sharing of expenses by the
Government and therefore increase in
the advertisemen* rates. I would like
to know what thc Government’s policy
is in the matter :f delinking of indus-
trial magnates frcm the press industry
so that freedom of the press and free-
dom of expression are safeguarded in
this country.

SHRI ERA SEZHIYAN (Tamil
Nadu): Mr. Vie:-Chairman, Sir, the
report presented ''y the Minister of In-
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formation and Broadcasting, %o my
mind, does not appear to contain much
information about the working of the
Ministry itself. In the notes that
have been given to us, we find that the
budget estimates for 1¢80-81 have not
made on a realistic basis as compared
to the previous year. For example,
Demand No. 62, dealing with Advertis-
ing and Visual Publicity, the Budget
Estimate for 1979-80 was Rs. 22.61
crores and as there has been a short-
fall of Rs. 2.32 crores, in the revised
estimates, 1t hds been stated that sav-
ing was due to delay in implementa-
tion of some of the plan schemes, We
do not know which plan schemes have
not been implemented. The shortiall
of Rs. 2.32 crores of course has been
added to the budget for
1980-61. From Rs, 22.61 croreg in 1979-
80, it has come to Rs. 24.39. But if
you look at the details, actually this
amount of Rs  2.32 crores has not gone
to plan expenditure but to non-plan
expenditure. Therefore, the Minister
may shed some light whether they are
going to implement some of the plan
schemeg that have not been imple-
mented.

In the case of the Ministry of
Broadcasting, the tale is much worse.
The budget for 1979-80 hag been for
Rs. 890.14 crores. The budget for 1980-
81 has been for Rs. 88.63 crores. There
is a shortfall They themselves accept
that there is a 20 per cent increase in
the prices, but there was a heavy
shortfall here and the revised estimat-
es, there is a shortfall of Rs. 13 crores
which they say wag “due to gelay in
acquisition of sites, glow progresg of
civil works, non-filling of vacancies
and plan projects not coming up on
schedule”, One would have expected
the budget for 1980-81 to have gone up
to at least Rs. 103 crores to keep up
with the financial targets, ang if they
wanted to keep up with the physical
targets, the budget shoujq have gone
up to the extent of Rs. 125 crores, But
it has been kept at Rs. 88.63 crores.
I woulqd also like to know how he is
going to keep up with the work that
hag been planned but not taken up
during last year.
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An important item that has taken
the heavy slash, and to my mind that
is very significant is, research and
training in the Demang No. 62. The
budgzt estimate for 1979-8) has been
Rs. 47 lakas ang it hag come down
to Rs. 44 lakhs, ang for research and
training on the Broadcasting side,
from Rs. 62 lakhs, it hag come down
to Rs. 48 lakhs, and on Listener Re-
search it has come down from Rs. 21
lakhg to Rs. 18 lakhs, On the research
side of television, it has come from
16.6 lakhs to Rs. 15.1 lakhs, May 1
know from the Minister whether he
is fully satisfied with the progress of
research done in these cases so that
there is a heavy cutting allotted
amounts. In regard to colour {ele-
vision, I know a colourful per-
sonality like Mr. Sathe hag been
talking so much about introduc-
ing colour television in this country.
I would like to know whether
a]l the cost factors have been
taken into account if this is to be
introduced. 7 understand, installing
a colour television means a lot of
expenditure. This should be a capital
intensive programme, For example,
to put up ons colour television station,
it requires three itimeg as much ag in
the case of a black and white tele-
vision station. A colour television set
also costs three times. If it is
Rs. 2,000, it will become Rs. 6,000.
Hence, the proportion, the cost in the
end, will be 1:9 Instead of opening a
colour television station, you can open
ag many as nine black and whife
television staticns, keeping in view
the cost of installation and so on. [
would like ¢o know whether the hon.
Minister has taken this into account.
I would also hike to know what is the
policy? Are you going to convert
all the black and white teievision
stations into colour television gtations,
Or, are you going to introduce colour
television, whenever a new station is
established? A clear policy from him
would do well for our consideration.

In regard to the new newsprint
policy, which has been announced
here and on which we had also a half-
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an-hour discussion, I do net know how
far it is going to be implemented.
Whatever muy be laudable objectives,

1 would like to know from the hon. __

Minjster whether it 1s a fact faking
into account all the requircments, as
per the new newsprint policy, ang the
production, including the Juantity
which is to be imported, there will be
a gap of 60,000 tonnes. Between the
requirements and the availability,
there is a zap of 60,000 tonnes. Un-
less you are going to make up for this
gap of 60,000 tonnes, 1 do act know
how this new policy ig going to he
implemented. In such a case, either
the policy would not be implemented,

or, there would be rampant black- =&

marketing and you would be playing
into the hands of the big newspaper
magnates.

Then, Sir, I was intrigued, in fact,
flabber-gasted, to read a news item.
This has come from such a pers.1 as
Mr. Sathe. I know him very v-ell
When he was in the Opposition cad in
the non-official benches, he 123 been
a very vigorous person. Bu. I do
not know how he has come i, say such
a thing. I do not know whether this
is a correct information. This has
been reported in the ‘Hindustan
Times’ of July 20th. He has said this |
in Bhopal. It says:

“The Minister of Information and
Broadcasting, Mr. Vasant Sathe, has
strongly expressed himselt against
the wide covcrage given in the Press
to the incidents of rape, particular-
ly, where the Police were involved.”

This he has said in Bhopal. I think,
this is a «correct information given
there. If this iz so, I am very sorry;
the hon. Minister should not have said
this. He says tnese rape stories are
being overplayed. Is he against the
stories being p.inted in the news-
papers, or, ig he against rape itsel®

If he is going on saying these things, ...

that these things have become normal
in this country, that this country
would suffer from these things, that
these are normal routine incidents
and, therefore, these neeg not be
reporied, then, 1 have nothing to say
on this,
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He has also said, these are non-
issues. I woud like to know:.: What
is an issue ang a nonr-issue? The
hon. Minister shouid set the tone jor
the country, hocause he is the Minis-
ter of Inform:tion and Broadcasting
of the country and he should tell the
journalists wh: ¢ is an issue and what
is a non-issue. Dogs he mean to say
that a Ministe ' attending a function
is an issue an¢ a woman being raped
at Baghpat is a non-issne? 1 would
like to know. Are these not dishouor-
able and sharieful things? Does he
mean to say that a woman being
deprived of he - honour is a non-issue?
The hon. Minister says, these are non-
issues. This jc a very vital issue
affecting the dignity and the honour
of the entire nation. I thirk, you are
setting a very wrong precedent, a very
wrong guidelir 2, to the journalists in
this country. What is a non-issue?
Is the Bagpat incident a non-issue?
This incident nay be gsmall or big.
But a woman is a woman. She has
been dis-hounorired. Instead of sym-
pathising witt the woman, you say
these things tave been overplayed.
May 1 say the:e things have not been
played at all? Often there ic no in-
tensified inquiry, there is no exhaus-
tive reporting which deals with a rape
or a murder. The Minister should
make it clear which type of news he
wants to go into the newspapers and
which type of newg he wants to avoid.
It he wants tc avoii these things, he
should better make the law and order
more tight. The provisions of the
statute should be made tighter and
harsher insteac of putting an embargo
on the newspaner. You should try to
work it up at the other end. Recently,
there has beer steep rise in the cost
ot colour posiive filmg produced by
the Hindustar Photo Ltd. at Oota-
camund, for ‘easons best known to
the Governnent itself. There has
been vast cory iption going on in that
factory and tle result of that is, the
prices have inrreased, suddenly. The
entire film industry in the south has
been agitated. They have made re-
presentationg o tne Ministers. The
Minister can very well escape by say-
ing that this ¢oes not come under his
purview, it comes under the purview
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of the Industry Minisiry. But you are
functioning in a Government which
holds c~llective responsibility and
you should try to convince your cother
colleague in the other Ministry to see
that these colour filmg are brought
down to the lavel of the Indian con-
sumers. Ip this connection, I can say
that those who, as actual users, are
trying to import films like agfa and
other marks from abroad are minting
money like anything. This import
should, therefore, be channelised
through the Government. If the Gov-
ernment has got enough foreigr ex-
change they should use the foreign
exchange for the Dbenefit of regular
flum producers.

Regarding linguistic minorities, 1
have received some representations
from centres like Hyderabad and
other places where Tamilians are
residing in a large number., They
want some time to be given for their
language, for their music to be heard
from those stations. It need not be
on daily basis, but once a week at-
least some time should be allotted im
those stations where a significant num.
ber of other linguistic minorities are
residing. This will go a long way in
bringing up the national integration
and glso the Doordarshan and the
Broadcasting Ministry will seem to be
doing some purposeful! ang satisfying

SHRIMATI KANAK MUKHERJEE
(West Bengal): Sir, this Information
and Broadcasting Ministry is one of
the most important Ministries of the
Government but unfortunately this
has the lowest credibility. This Minis-
try controls the mass media. Using
the television., the news agencies, the
advertisements and so on, the Govern-
ment is trying its best to turn them
into the service of the ruling »arty.
Sir, I must say, though the Govern-
ment did not impose ceusorship, for-
mally, informally and non-officially, <&
the Government 1s trying to control
the big newspapers, the news agencies
like the U.N.I, the P.T.J., the Sama-
char Bharati and so on. Just now, you
heard from my colleague Mr., Mathur,
as to what happened in the ‘Hindus-
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tan Times’. The -ditor, Mr. Kalelkar,
was removed so that our hon. friend,
who is here, Mr Khushwant Singh,
who sees the ima; ¢ of Matag Durga in

~ Shrimati Maneka, could step in and

be of service to the ruling party.
After Mr. Kalelk:r, other people Iike
Mr. Prithivis Chaxravarty, Mr. K. R.
Sundar Rajan anc scme other veople
who were senior staff members had
to be removed sc that this could be
turned into tke sorvice of the ruling
party. This is nct an  isolated ex-
ample. Thig is only one of the gseveral
examples. 1 am |ust trying to draw
your attention to what is happuning
beyonqd our eyes beyond the formal
ruleg of the Government. Hence,
these are the muin weapons in the
hands of the Government to run down
the opposition, t, supprese criticism
and to black cut the democratic
opinion of the toiling masses. Sir, take
the example of t'ie AIR. the {ype of
their functioning. I am much grieved
to state one fact. Only the other day,
on 13th July our nost beloved leader,
one of the most ienior MPs, veteran
working clase lea ler, CPI(M) leader,
Shri Dinen Bhatt:charya, died at 1.00
AM. but the Delii radio station did
not bother to gnn unce the news. At
6.30 a.M. we, our party CPI(M) office,
from Calcutta rang up the Calcutta
radio station, but they also did not
announce it befo e 906 O’clock, not
even in the 7.30 news., Sir, can we
imagine any such thing in the case of
any member of tlie ruling party? In
that case, Sir, thr AIR could not be
go much silent or indifferent..;....

Again I say ‘“hat all the radio
stations should b controlled by the
bodies of equal rvpresentatives of the
State ang Centre, put the States have
not been give, ropresentation at all.
1 raised this quer-tion ir this very
House last year also that there were
no representative: of West Bengal on
that Board. Therefore, all the pro-
grammes, even the selection of artisteg
and everything e!se are being done
without taking ints consideration the
local needs of tue States. All the
programmes are arranged to serve the
narrow interests of the ruling party
at the Centre, with total disregard to

!
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the federal rature of our Constitu-
tion and democratic rights end privi-
leges of the vast diverse people of our
nation. I must give you one small
example. Take the examples of ‘To-
day in Parliament’ and ‘Spotlight’.
These programmes are given in Hindi
and English only. Why are they not
relayed in regional languages? If it is
not possible to do it on the same day,
they can do it on the next day. But
it is not done. The Report of the
Shah Commission on the emergency
excesses passed serious strictures on
the Ministry of Information and
Broadcasting. Thay should remember
it. They had the darkest spot. They
had a censor team within the Parlia-
ment House. They had importeg IPS
officers to observe the matters. They
had supressed the press and made it
the prisoner of fascist terror. Sir, I
can tell you a smal] experience of
mine. 1 am the ecditor of a small
monthly mazazine for women
‘Eksathe’. This is in Bengali. It
was under greai censorship. The
editorial the news, the poems, the
stories, even the articles of Rabindra-
nath and Sarstchandra hag to be cen-
sored. I could not publish the
speeches made by our party members
in the Lok Sabha. All those speeches
and editorials were to bhe censcred.
That is the terrible time I had to go
through. 1 will never (forget those
dark days, but now they have
changeq the tactics, not the policy.
That is what I want to say. Now, Sir,
the time at mv dicposal is limited. So,
I will leave the Al and take up the

Take the exariple of the Calcutta
TV. Its tower is 175 ft. high and the
transmission vange should be much
more, but the antenna has bzen fitted
at 125 ft. only. So, the iransmission
rate has been the lowest among the
four main citics of India. Sir, here is
the reply of the hon. Minister himself
given to a question asked by my hon.
colleague, Mr. Jyolirmoy Basu, The
Delhi TV transmission time is 35.20
hours. The Bombay TV transmission
timg is 31.30 hours, the Madras TV
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transmission time is 26.40 hours and
the Calcutta TV time is only 21 hours
per week.

Why this discrimination. Sir, even
afler six years, the Calcutta TV centre
does not have a building of its own.

.- Now the proposal for relay centres
a8y Midnapore, Murshidabad and
Asanso] hag not yet been approved.
The Government is saying it is under
consideration. How long will it re-
main under consideration? Here is a
statement by the Information and
Broadcasting Minister of my State,
Mr. Bhattacharya. He says that they
have sent a Bill to the Centre for
getting the consent of the President.
This is the ‘Compulsory Screeing of
West Bengal Films Bill, 1979’. The
Government is sitting over it and
no; gettting the consent of the Pre-
sident. The Bill ig lying in the files
ot the hon. Minister. And when
these relay centres at Murshidabad,
Midnapore and Asansol are not being
done, the hon. Minister is talking
about the colour TV. People are
starving, but they are showing them
golden ornaments. It is just like
that. One phased programme needs
Rs. 400 crores. Why should there be
so much enthusiasm for colour TV?
That is why my apprehension is that
this proposal of colour TV is to oblige
some multi-national company.

Then I want to ask only one ques-
tion about the films. The most inte-
resting part of it is this. Sex crime
is one of the main contributors of
these filmg specially from some parts
of our country. There is no strict
censorship of the films. Even if
there is censorship, there are no
measures to implement the censor-
ship. I have with me a copy of a
Memorandum which is lying in the
files of the hon. Minister, It was
sent on 13th April 1980, signed by 36
artistes, producers and other organi-
sations of West Bengal, including Sat-
vajit Ray, Mrinal Sen, Tapan Sinha,
Saroj Te, Uftam Kumar, Soumitra;
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Utpal Dutta, Kali Baner-
jee and others. It is the very impor-
tant document. And this Memoran-
dum js lying in the files of the hon.
Minister. They have suggested—I—
will read just a few lines—“No doubt
cinema ig an industry but it is not
like an iron foundry or a Jute mill
Iy is an art based industry and predo-
minantly a medium of entertainment.
It has assumed at present a very
important position for its socio-poli-
tical values and its role as a medium
of information, mass communication
and education. This very much im-
portant an industry is now used and
controlled for their personal gain by
some unscruplous people without any
respect for culture of our country and
social responsibility.”

SHRIMATI NARGIS DUTT (No-~
wminated): Thank you very much,
hon. Vice-Chairman. Sir, T am very
happy that you have called me after
the very short speech of my hon’ble
colleague made over here because
she relevantly spoke about the cor-
ruption in films. Films are a part of
my life. I belong to films and I am
very proud and feel honoured that
I belong to this profession. And it is
because of this profession thai the
President of India has nominated me
to this House.

I would like to bring to the notice
of the House, without mentioning
names, ags my hon. colleague has men-
tioned the names of Mr. Satyajit Ray
and others who have starteq ag sig-
nature campaign against violence and
sex in the films. But according to me

the kind of films that are made by
Mr. Satyajit Ray—though I have the
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greatest pride 111 him because he has
taken the Indinn cinema into the
world market— he kind of projection
that he does in 1he West is not correct.
In which hom:, excuse me, do we
see snakeg goin | back into the huts?
India is as mo lern as India is. Not
that we do no' have poverty. But
when we project poverty abroad,
we much projec . modern India abroad
as well.

Anyway, Sir. Coming now o the
varrous points, irstly I would like to
congratulate th . hon. Minister here
for the Report. I had the opportunity
of going through the Report. It says
that “A light alternative National
Service of All India Radio, Vividh
Bharti, broadcasts programmesg for
a total duration of 12 hours 45 minutes
on week days and 13 hours 45 minutes
on Sundays.” These are all commer-
cial programm s and they are very
popular. Now Sir, why are they so
popular? DBecs 1se they mostly play
Hindj film song; against which we are
all speaking.

One gentlewman got up and said
there was so muach of sex and violence
in the films. Neither do I propagate
nor do I say tlat sex and violence in
films are good. Once again the Mem.
ber from the cther side said that the
hon. Minister wag reported to have
said the Baghp it issue should not have
been put into the paper. Well, Sir,
the Baghpat issue is a very vital
issue which siould come into the
papers. But, i the Baghpat issue has
come into the papers in this way,
that Mrs. May: Tyagi was pulled into
the streets, h¢r saree wag torn and
many parts of her body... Well I do
not want to t 11 the House about all
those things There were many
other things. But have we, in the
films, shown t! is, Sir? And if we in the
tilmg try to st ow this, will the Mem-
bers of the Hcuse like it? We in the
films never, never tried to show that
the police have ever been bad to the
people, to the women or that they
dishonour them. We, in the films, have
always tried 'o show that the police
have to prote:t the women, that the
police have to protect the people. So,

¥
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Sir, here I am very sorry to say that
Iecause I belong to this profession, 1
have to vehemently speak for myself
and for my profession,

Now, Sir, coming back to Vividh
Bharati, it is very popular because
wherever you go you hear it. You
go to any kitchen and you will see:
that the housewife jg tuned on to
Vividh Bharati. Whether she is cook-
ing or whether she is making her
baby sleep or whether she is gsewing
clothes, she is listening to Vividh
Bharati which is playing Hindi film
songs. They are so very popular, I
must say here that the Report men-
ticns that the estimate of earnings
from April to September, 1979 is Rs.
4.80 crores, and it might go up to
Rs. 10.30 crores subsequently. That
is definitely due to popularity of the:
medium.

Sir, I am very happy that the hon..
Minister has said that our films are
getting great recognition abroad. We:
are having film festivalg where our:
films take active participation. We
hold international film festivals in our
country in various fields and our films
are getting awards here as well as
abroad. But there iz one thing.
which I must bring to the notice of the
hon. Minister., When we send our

Ims abroad, they face tough compe-
tition there because there is a lot
of representation from very rich
countries and they have enough
money for publicity. Since the hon.
Minister has already visited some of
the festivals, he knows that whenever
a film is shown there, there is the
tradition of the country to which the
film belongs throwing a party. Now
that party is thrown on a lavish scale
where all these delegations go and
participate, I would request the hon..
Minister to please request the Finance
Ministry that whenever our films go
abroad, they should go with the same
honour. Our people must be given
enough foreign exchange so that we
can propagate our films properly, we
should ke able to project gurselves
properly, we should also be able to
stand up fo the other countries and
give a good party like they do. Our
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.delegations that go abroad, Sir, are
hardly ever given any foreign ex-
.change, I myself have been in many
.delegationg and we live by the cou-
pons that our hosts give. We go there,
we enjoy their hospitality but, un-
Fortunately, we never are able to call
them even for a cup of tea and it is
very embarrassing for us when we
«uy a sorry figure. Then, Sir, I am
very sorry to say—and I have to be
verv frank—when somehow or other it
is managed, all sorts of reports appear.

I would like o bring to the notice
-of the hon. Minister something about
the films produced in the Films
Divisicn. They are mostly program-
mes and propaganda films—to propa-
gate education, family planning, etc.
This media covers all the important
happennings in the country and the
filmg are shown all over India in all
the cinema houses. Now thig is Gov-
ernment propaganda. These docu-
mentary films are shown compulsori-
ly in every cinema theatre. Now one
per cent of the money based on the
‘seating camacity of a cinema house,
whether the cinema house is full or
not, is charged by the Ministry of In-
formation and Broadcasting. T hope
I am right on this. It comes to about
Rs. 2.31 crores which they collect this
way. Now, Sir, it is here that a vic-
ious circle starts; because we start
from zero, we have to come back to
zero. A vicious circle starts here be-
cause the cinema-owner_please don't
ring the bell because I am so very
sensitive to it—who is on exhibitor has
to ccllect this money from the distri-
buior, but the distributor doves not
want to pay it and go he collects the
money from the producer and the
producer has to pay it because le has
to run his film in that theatre. So he
tells the cinema-owner to jncrease the
rates of tickets. When the rater of
.tickets are raised, it is the common
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man to whom the burden is passed;
and it is the common man who is ul-
timately to be entertained. So,
coming back to the whole thing, we
are not doing a right thing by taxing
the common man, because he deserves
the kind of entertainment which he
gets.

Sir, there is a new duty on films
which has come from the Tinance
Ministry. I am sure the Ministry of
Information and Broadcasting is going
to continue making documentary films
and other films. Of course, they are
going to buy colour films and colour
raw films stocks, which is not going
tg affect them because it is going to be
a book tg book transaction. But it
is going to trouble us. If there is
going to be any deficit in the Budget,
it is sought to be met by taxes from
us, from the people. So I request my
Minister that he should fight for the
cause of the film industry. He is a
very enlightened gentleman. I have
the greatest respect for him %ecause
he fights for us. I am sure he will
continue to fight for us. I would
request my Minister to please see iha
this duty which has been imposed on
us, which is going to put a very
heavy burden on the film indusiry,
is reduced.

One thing more, and that is about
the Poona Film Institute. The Poona
Film Institute had a very very beau-
tiful faculty. It was the faculty of
acting, which has Yreen stopped.
Through the Poona Film Institute we
have got very beautiful actors and
actresses like Jaya Bhaduri, Shatru-
ghan Sinhg and many others—I parti-
cularly mentioned the names of Jaya
Bhaduri and Shatrughan Sinha be-
cause they are well-known names to-
day. I would request the Minister to
please re-start ‘this | faculty. Also,
please have a faculty of music because
today film music is also an art, not
that we do not have very good sing-
ers in the country—we have got
very good singers in the country—
but because to sing for films is a
technical skill which should be taught
in the Institute. We need new singers.

He has given a lot of thought to the
improvements as the Ministry has an
oneroug duty to perform, that Iis,
keeping the people of the country
well-informed of the policies and pro-
grammes of the Government and
serving them in different ways also.
In the discharge of the responsibility
the Ministry has under itg control
some of these media like the Akash-
wani, the Doordarshan the Press in-
formation Bureau, the Films Division,
the Song ang Drama Division, the
National Film Archives the Publica~
tions Division, the Directorate of Field
Publicity, the Central Board of Film
Censors. While assisting the Minister
in this heavy responsibility of infor-
mation, it maintains liaison between
the State Governments and the other
agencieg for mass communication and
mass education as well. The other
official media can take over enlighten-
ing the masses of our nation. It is a
very effective media which brings the
remotest areas of our country together,

:sericulture, health and hygiene, nutri-
tion and family welfare programmes
are a boon to the brothers and sisters,
the youth, who dwell in the rural areas
and they can improve their lot through
these media by finding out the know-
hew in connection with the above
mentioned subjects., For the children,
the youth and others who live in the
cities and the villages the rural wo-
mep and the working women in the
cities, special programmeg are broad-
‘cast. I suggest that special emphasis
should be 1laid on some vocation-
oriented programmeg also so that cer-
tain schemes are explained for self-
employment and the youth do not run
after only the white-collar jobs.

It may be recalled that the Door-
‘darshan was delinked on the 1st of
_April, 1976. The Government has done
well in not having set up an autono-
mous body of the ALR, and the Door-
darshan because such an organisation
is not considered necessary to enable
these media to discharge their basic
objective of serving the people who
-are not served by other media.

Mass contact with rural India is
possible by utilising TV and also satel-
lite-based TV communication channels
for the rural areas, by having special
programmes of interest for the farm-
ing population of our country. And
we should have youth programmes for
inculcating nationalism, I would like
to lay more stress on this because this
is probably what we need today. We
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have to raise the standard of our
national character, and that can be
done through these media. We should
have programmeg for inculcating na-—
tionalism and giving them the right
direction to participate in the recon-
struction of our nation. And how?
By showing them different avenues of
service and self-employment, There
should be a network of TV relay cen-
tres all over the major areas through
a fuller utilisation of P & T micro-
wave communication system. We
should go in for frequency medulation
type of broadcasting as it provides
high quality and noise-free reception
over a large dynamic range. It has .
been introduceq on a very small scale.
It would be welcome if this is intro-
duced on a much larger scale. It
would help the rural and the urban
unemployed to take up some industrial
schemes which could be covered by
the AIR. It is a very powerful mass
media and I think it will be very
effective to guide the youth of our
counlry.

1 believe that side by side with
these, in the AIR we can lay stress on
the duties which every right entails
‘with it. It should be driven home to
the youth, to each one of us, to every
citizen in free India that we have a
duty towards the society in which we
live, This should pe projected through
the two media we have. Let our
youth know the value of the hard-
earned independence and how best to
preserve it. There should be special
programmes for it to inculcate in them
love for the country and also tc give
them an idea as to how the independ-
ence ‘was won.

I also believe that AIR and Door-
darshan have a complementary and
supplementary part to play. I should
also like to suggest that national in-—
tegration programmes should be tele-
vised and broadcast. The Song and
Drama Division can project the Gov-
ernment’s view to the people, thus
providing entertainment and also
bringing home to them our rich cul-
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tural heritage anc how we have de-
veloped unity in liversity.

Revised terms. of reference of the
Press Commission
THE MINISTER OF INFORMA-

TION AND BROADCASTING AND
SUPPLY AND REHABILITATION
(SHRI V. P. SATHE): Sir, I had men-
tioned in the House on 20-6-1980 that
I wantey to place the revised terms
of reference of the Press Commission
before the House after these had been
approved by the Cabinet. According-
ly, the revised terms of reference ap-
proved by the Cabinet are being laid
on the Table of the House.

Regarding these revised terms, con-
siderable thought has been given to
the matter. The concerneq Press as-
sociationg and organisations were re-
quested to offer specific suggestions,

if any, for making the terms wider
and more comprehensive, The Press
associations/organisationg generally

welcomeq the proposal] and responded
by making a number of suggestions
which have been taken into conside-
ration while finalising the reyised
terms.

The revised termg enlarge the area
of inquiry, impart to these a greater
appliftude add an element of social
and national reference and signify the
great importance Government at-
taches to the Commission’s work.

It was an instrument in the
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hands of national leaders during the
struggle for freedom which carried in-
formation, politica] awakening and
cultural enlightenment not merely to ™
those who could read the papers but,
through' them, to otherg who hag the
papers read to them. We fee] the press
hag a similar pbut distinctive role to
play in our developing and demrocra-
tic society. This role cannot be copied
from models or historical develop—
mentg abroad.

We regard an independent Press
functioning in a professional and effi-
cient manner gs essential to the so-
ciety and also to the Government, In
a developing country wedded to de-
mocracy, the Press has an important
role not only as an industry but as
a social institution and as a forum for
informed discussions of public affairs.
The nation-building efforts go on ina
planneq manner and communication/
dissemination of information on the
development policies ang generation
of debates thereon are essentia] ele-
ments in this. The Presg has, obvious-
ly, an important role and responsibi-
lity in the communication and deve-
lopment policies.

The presg ig more than an industry.
It ig an institution with a wide social
impact. We would like it to become
a forum for informed discussion of
public affairs, For this to happen,
journalists themselves have to appre-
ciate their interests, responsibilities
and social significance. It is against
this background that the terms have
been amplified and made relevant to
the current challenges. Hence also
our emphasis on protecting the citi=
zen’s right to privacy.

Closely connecteq with thig is the
role of advertising, whether Govern-
ment, private, educationa] or
mercial, in the finances of newspaper.
