Statement 

(a) The Working Group set up by the 
Ministry of Works and Housing had projected 
in its report; submitted to the Government in 
August, 1977 that if 60 per cent of the 
travelling public are to be carried by bus 
transport in the Capital, Delhi Transport 
Corporation will need more than 5,000 
vehicles by the year 1981, to carry 43.7 lakh 
passengers. The Group felt that the present 
capacity of roads, traffic junctions bus 
stops/stands was inadequate and it was not 
practicable to carry so many passengers by 
the bus transport system alone.
