President  Josip Broz Tito of

Yugoslavia, as the Members are

aware, had been ailing after amputa-
tion of a leg owing to blood circula-
tion problems, in January last. He
was one of the great leaders of our
times. With his passing away
the world has lost the last of sur.
viving Generals who led the course
of events in the Second World War.
Though he came to occupy this posi-
tion from the ruins of a World War,
he will be remembered for the cause
of peace which he espoused fervently
after the war along with our late
Prime Minister, Jawaharlal Nehru.

President Tito was born in a poor
peasant family of Yugoslavia in 1892.
He started his carrer as an appren-
tice mechanic, but was soon drafted
