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Ags a result of this accident. 6 per-
sons were killed on the spot ang 10
sustained grievoug injuries of whom
one died in the hospital bringing the
total number of deaths of 7. Of the
remaning 9 grievously injured per-
sons, 8 were admitted in the Lok
Nayak Jaiparkash Narain Hogspital
and one in Northern Railway Cen-
tral Hospital. 11 more persong with
simple injuriey Were admitted in
Northern Railway Central Hogspital.
In addition, gbout 49 persons who
sustained trivial, injurieg like abra-
sions, bruise etc. were discharged
after first aid and were allowed to
contmue their journey.

General Manager, Northern Rail-
way, accompanied by a number of
Rajlway Doctors and other senior
officers of the Northern Railway
rushed to the site to supervise relief
and rescue operations, Chairman,
Railway Board and Member Trafllc
visited the site. The Minister for
Railways accompanied by Railway
Boarg officialg alsp visited the site
and met the injuredq in both the hos-
pitals.

The Minister for Railways hag sanc-
tioned an ex-gratia relief of Rs. 5,000
to the next of kin of each of the
dead and to those whose limbg may
have to be amputated. Other grie-
vous injury cases and sTmple injury
cases will be given an ex-gratia relief
of Rs. 1,000 and Rs. 500 respectively.
This is in addition to the ex-gratia

payment sanctioned by the General
Manager, Northern Railway.

Safety, who ig an independent autho-
rity working under the administrative
control of the Ministry of Tourism
and Civi] Aviation js commencing
his inquiry to-day.
