continuous exercise and for every five year
Plan period, a power Plan is also evolved to
meet the demands in projected time-frame. At
present, a Working Group constituted by the
Planning Commission is examining the power
requirements for the Plan period 1980—385 as
well as a perspective of power demand upto
1980—90 and the mix of projects feasible
and the resources required to meet the
demand. The Working Group has not
submitted its report and the 6th Plan has not
yet been finalised.
