MR. CHAIRMAN: I dg not fix the
time. The Business Advisory Com-
mittee hag fixed the time, Ang we
will gee how much progress we make,
Now, Mr. Dinesh Goswami, I re-
quest the hon. Members not to take
more than seven minuteg each, Shri
Dinesh Goswami, Please be brief.

SHRI DINESH GOSWAMI (As-
sam): I shall be brief, Sir. But I have
to call the attention of the pinister
first.

Sir, T beg to call the attention of
the Minister of Home Affairs to the
situation arising out of the incidents
of atrocities on agricultural labourers
belonging to Scheduled Castes in a
locality on the out-skirtg of Morada-
bad city in Uttar Pradesh opn March
15, 1980.

THE MINISTER OF STATE IN
THr MINISTRY OF HOME  AF-
FAIRS (SHRI YOGENDRA MAK-
WANA): Mr, Chairman, Sir, ag the
Hon’ble Memberg are aware I  had,
by my statement of yesterday, taken
the earliest possible opportunity to
take the House intd confidence about
the incident that occurred at the out-
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skirts of Moradabad in Uttar Pra-
desh on March 15, 1980. 1 only have
to add, ag a matter of factual infor-
mation received from the State Gov-
ernment, that this is not a case of afro-
cities on agricultural labourers. The
State Government have reported that
these huts were put up by Harijans,
mostly belonging to the Public sani-
tation staff of the local Municipal
Board.

SHRI DINESH GOSWAMI: Mr.
Chairman, Sir, I have very carefully
gone through the statement which
the hon. Minister of State fo, Home
Affairg read out to the House  yes-
terday. And, Sir, this statement and
some of the gtatementg of some of
the Ministers—I do not want to  go
inty them jll—reming me of a joke
which I have recently seen in the
Tlustrated Weekly. Sir, the joke
rung like this: There wag a man who
wanted a brain transplantation, Two
brains ere brought before him; one
of an Architect gnd the other of a
Minister, The doctor informed him
that the brain of an .Architect costs
Rs. 100 and that the brain of a3 Min-
ister costg Rs. 10,000. The man said,
I never kney that the brains of Min-
ister are so valuable, I wag unde, the
impression it ig just to the contrary.
The doctor replied, well don't be
under a misapprehension, The brain
of the Architect ig Rs. 100 because it
is overused, and the brain of the Min-~
ister costs more because it has never
been used. '

MR. CHAIRMAN: But that has
nothing {0 do with Moradabad.

SHRI DINESH GOSWAMI. Sir, I
am coming t, Moradabad. Firstly
the hon. Minister hag made a ~ very
interesting statement on the ‘alleged
lathi-charge’ on the bling when
everyone knows and we know that
the lathi-charge took place, He has
given this information to us yester-
day, stating that the information is
based on the information received
from the Government of Uttar Pra-
desh. Now, if there would have
been a State Assembly ang the State
Government of Uttar Pradesh func-
tioning independently under the fed-

eral character of the Constitution, I
could have understoog him getting
thig information from the Government
of Uttar Pradesh. But the question
of Harijans is a Central subject and
if I am mnot mistaken the Gov-
ernment of Uttar Pradesh to-
day is being run by the Union Gov-
ernment, Uttar Pradesh being under
the President’s rule, I cannot also
forget the assertion gf the Prime Min-
igter made a few months pack when
she declared the attempt by the
State  Government of Uttar Pra-
desh to hush up matters jin Nar-
ainpur. Now, if the State Govern-
ment wanted to hush up matters in
Narainpur, how is it that the autho-
rity of the Union Government are
trying to get information only from
the same State Government? Or, is
it that even under the President’s
rule, even when the legislative and
executive functiong of the State are
vesteq in the Union Government, the
Union Government wants to disown
the responsibility of placing facts and
figures before this House in their cor-
rect perspective? At least the state-
ment does not make any indication be.
cause if the statement is found to be
false subsequently, well, the Minister
will stand up and say, I am not tak-
ing any responsibility because this
was the statement given by the Gov-
ernment of Uttar Pradesh.

Sir, the Minister hag also given a
statement today saying that they
were not agricultural labourers. That
doeg not make any difference in  the
situation. Now, every pewspaper
which hag reported this incident has
said that three persons have dieq and
that they were sent to hospitai and
the hospital declareq them dead. In
this context, may I know from the
Home Minister whether he hag made
any jndependent inquiry or doeg not
the Government of India feel that
there should be some independent in-
quiry to fing out whether the state-
mentg which the newspaperg have re-
ported, with a certain amount of res-
ponsibility, are correct or not, Ig he
only to rely upon some reportg given
by the S.D.O. or the S.D.M. who
would always try to give a different

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version of the incident as we have
seep in the recént past? Or, is the
Home Minister taking full responsi-
bility for the gtatement he is making
that no person wag killed in this
incident? I would like the Minister
to clarify that he today being  the
Home Minister of the Uniop Govern-
ment administering U.P, under the
President’s Rule is making the state-
ment with full responsibility with all
the consequences that he may have to
face in the Parliament if hig gtate-
ment ig proved to be wrong that no
person wag killed ang that this is a
wrong gtory.

I do not want tp repeat here the
atrocities that have been committed
in the recent past on the Harijans. I
think more than half of the time of
this Houge we have utilised in dis-
cussing it without much improve-
ment in the situation. Why  have
these atrocities taken place? We
have alwayg discussed about indivi-
dual atrocities, But jtrocities take
place because of a climate prevailing
‘in the country, a climate in  which
the landlords gnd the people who
are in the upper strata of the society
feel that they can commit any crime
against these people who are in the
lower gtrata of the society, these help-
lesg people, with impunity and they
will get protection from the  police
and also from political personalities,
The situation had not changeg even
when the Janata Government was
there. The people had thought that
Janata Government woulq bring in
some improvement in the gituation
and those in the top rung in the poli-
tical and social life of the country
would help in creating a better cli-
mate, But these Harijang have to suf-
fer and they have suffered a lot dur-
ing the 'reign of the Janata Govern-
ment. I thought that the situation
will improve when Congress-I  has
come to power, when Mrs, Gandhi
has come to power. But unfortunately
the situation has not improved. It is
imperative op the part of the Union
Government to take a decision ncw
in consultation with everybody as to
how this climate of apprehension in
the minds of Harijang and otherg znd
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{Shri Dinesh Goswami]

a feeling of emboldenment in the
minds of the upper strata of the so-
giety can be removed. People in the
upper strata of the society have to be
told that they cannot commit crimes
against the Harijans, the Scheduled
Castes, the Scheduled Tribeg and if
they do so, they will be doing it at
the greatest peril. Ang the Harijans
also must be made aware of their
rights ang they should be told that
1 they are attacked, they should be
a0lg and protect themselveg with all
their might and the force of the Go-
vernment will be there to their res-
cue, Unfortunately, the climate is
otherwise. The Scheduleg  Caste
and Harijan people knoyw that the
police and the administration  will
undoubtedly go in favour of thg up-
per strata of the sociefy, Even the
Prime Minister, unfortunately, had
to admit this i the context of Na-
rainpur jncident when it was gaig that
U.P. Government wag trying to hush
up the matter.

Now, Sir, ag you have asked me to
be very brief, I do not want also to
go intg the details because I go not
ceme from that area, My friend, Mr,
Maurya, comes from that area and he
will be able to enlighten this House
much more, I would only like the
Home Minister to gnswer some of the
questiong that I would pose before
him. Firstly, I want to know whether
the Government of India has uynder.
taken any independent investigation
into this matter apart from the report
of the State Government to find out
whether the report of the State Gov-
ernment is correct or incorrect, Ac-
cording to the statement itself, the
D.M. ang the S.87P. visiteg the
spot, These officers have not been
changed.  Their character hag not
changed; their jttitude hag not chan-
ged ang so long ag inquiries are made
by them, these inquiries will always
_ be biased in favour of the people who

an investigating department within
itself, an investigating cell, not a ju-
dicial inquiry, which will go info the
matter jmmediately and make an in-
vestigation, And ip this investigation
agency, I would like some Scheduled
Castes, Scheduled Tribegs and also
Harijang to be associated who wil] go
to the spot immediately and make jin-
vestigation independently of the in-
vestigation by the State Government,
ang the Parliament will be apprised
not of the report of the State Govern-
ment but of the investigation gone by
such a body; otherwise, Sir, we are
alwayg kept in the dark and the cor-
rect picture never comeg to us: I
would like to know also 5 fto what
steps the Governmen{ has in mind to
create a climate in this country, a
psychological climate, with appropriate
measures—legislative and executive—
so that the landlords and others may
not be under the impression that they
can commit all sorts of offences
against the Scheduled Casteg ang the
Scheduled Tribes with  impunity.
You ghoulq create feeling in  the
mindg of the scheduled castes and
the ‘scheduled tribes and so on that
the executive is not heavily weigned
in favour of the landlords, My next
question is, ig the Government today,
is the hon. Home Minister, in a posi-
tion to take the responsibility and
tell us that no person has been killed?
(Interruptions) :

AN HON., MEMBER: Sir, the Home
Minister is leaving.

SHRI DINESH GOSWAMI. He will
come back. I am not taking objec-
tion. He was here and he will come
back, I woulg like to know from the
hon, Minister whether he is in a
position to geny categorically that
the newspaper reportg gbout the death
of persons are wrong. Or, ig it that
he ig shielding" himself ynder the
cover of the report of the Govern-
ment of UP? Will he say that he
has o independent informafion from
the Union Government, or, if he has
information, will he say that the re-
ports are frue taking all the conse.

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quences which may flow from the
statement? My last question is this.
The relief measures are not adequate.
What steps the Government is taking
to see that adequate relief is given?
I would also like to know how many
people have been rendered homeless.
He gaid 73 homes have been render-
ed homeless. I would like to know
the number of persons. Sir, since the
time ig very limited, I haVe trieq to
keep myself within the timg limit
given by you and I hope the hon.
Home Minister would give some can-
did answer to the questiong which I
have put.

SHRI YOGENDRA MAKWANA:
Sir, the hon. Member very well knowg
even though gn Assembly is dissolv-
ed and it ig under President’s Rule,
the machinery remaing the same,
Whatever enquiry ig made, it is made
through the officers of the State Gov-
ernments who are there. But even
then, the Central Government has its
own agency also to enquire inty such
incidenty anq thig is the intelligence
agency. We have also deployedg our
intelligence agency ang they gare
there in the States.” Their indepen-
dent report also conforms with the
report of the State Government.
Hence there js nothing contradictory
between the two reports, the report of
the State Government and the report
of the Central intelligence agencis.
So far as the question of bias is con-
cerned, I entirely agree with my hon.
friend that the biased ming of the
caste Hfindug &till prevails i the State
machinery in almost all the States.
But we cannot blame all the officers
on this issue because of some people.
There may be some black sheep here
and there. But by and large, the
officers are not biased. Now, he has
suggesteq that some Harijan cell
shoulg be constituted ang they ghould
make the enquiry. In every State,
there is a Harijap cell consisting of
the top officers of the State Police
and so on gnd they immediately rush
to the spot znd enquire into the mat-
ter ang their report is also taken into
consideration, So far ag the Kkilling
of persons ig concerned, our report is

{
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there that only one woman hag been
injured and she also suffered only
minor injuries.

SHRI DINESH GOSWAMI: Sir, I
am on a point of order. This is the
point which I raised at the very begin-
ning, The point is, under the Constitu-
tion of India, today the State of Uttar
Pradesh is under the rule of the Union
Government.  Therefore, whatever
statement be makes must be a state-
ment of the Union Government. Even
if he wants to make an investigation
through the machinery of the State
Government, the Union Government
must take the responsibility., There-
fore, in the statement he could have
said, “We have no information of any
death.” But he has made an almost
categorical statement that there has
been no death. Now he is trying to get
over it by saying that they will make
an investigation and inform the House
correctly. That is why I want the
Home Ministry to take the responsibi-
lity.  Otherwise he will make a state-
ment and later on when we prove that
he is wrong, he will evade it by say-
ing “It is not my own statement.”
When a statement is made, it should
be made with a certain amount of res-
ponsibility. In any case, when the
Minister is not in a position to make
a statement, he should take the House
into confidence and say, “We are not
in a position to give information now,
We will make an investigation and
give correct information later on.’”
Otherwise the House loses much of its
importance and respectability.

RE. BUSINESS OF THE HOUSE

SHRI LAKSHMANA MAHAPAT-
RO (Orissa): Mr. Vice-Chairman, I
Have a2 submission to make. Before
the House adjourned for lunch, the
Deputy Chairman made an announce-
ment that when the Business Advisory
Committee met in the morning, it had
taken some decisions and made some
recommendations to the House. Now,
Sir, T am a Member of the Business
Advisery Committee, We were there
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alongwith others and the decision that
was taken was that the Calling Atten-
tion Motion would be carried upto
1.30 and thereafter we would be
breaking for lunch and would meet
again at 2 o’clock. When it was being
discussed whether it should be upto
that hour, the practice and the con-
ventions in the House were also dis-
cussed that whether the name was
there or not in the list of persons call-
ing the attention of the Minister,
every group or party in the House
got an opportunity to put one Member
to speak. Therefore, the understand-
ing was that the matter would be
taken up on that basis and one and a
half hour would be sufficient for
Members from different groups to
speak and for the Minister to reply.

What happened in reality here was
that two persons and the Minister got
one hour to speak and reply. One
hour was consumed in two Members’
speeches. Then three persons got 22
minutes more and the Minister replied
‘for about 11 or 12 minutes. The
Minister himself was feeling—and he
said so—that he was answering a
debate on the Police Department, or
the Home Ministry or on the Schedul-
ed Castes’ matters. But this was
primarily a Calling Attention Motion
regarding a particular incident in .
Moradabad. We also brought it to
notice that the House would be rising
for lunch. But he gaid that when a
Member was speaking for hours
together, he would have to answer
whatever he raised. Therefore, in
that process what happened was that
one and a half hour was consumed,
with the result that many Members of
different groups have been deprived
of their right to speak. Threfore, the
discussion should continue. I pleased
to that effect with the Deputy Chair-
man when he was rising and going
out of the House. Therefore, I would
request you to allow at least 5 minutes
to each Member of the groups which
have not participated.

‘(Punjab): I want to make one more
submission. It was at 1 o’clock when
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the Chairman was in the Chair that
I pointed out that he was not control-
ling the House in a manner that things
could be settled within one and 3 half
hour. Then, 1 also submitted when
the Deputy Chairman was there that
ten names were there and time allott-
ed was 90 minutes and he was then
giving the third speaker 22 minutes.
Only three people had spoken so0 far
and even those listed to speak on the
Motion had not spoken., I would,
therefore, beseech you, even if you
limit the time to 4 or 5 minutes for
each Member, to go ahead with this
discussion for those who have been
left to make their submissions. This
is our request.

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (SHRIR. R.
MORARKA): I appreciate your point.
But apart from the decision of the
Business Advisory Committee, we have
clear direction from the Chairman that

».M. Now the difficulty is that neither
the Home Minister nor the Minister of
State for Home Affairs is here and,
therefore,...

SHRI LAKSHMANA MAHAPAT-
RO: You can order them to be present
here in five minutes,

SHRI JAGJIT SINGH ANAND: I
had pointed out fo the Chairman when
he was here after Shri Dinesh Goswa-
mi had spoken and when Shri Maurya
was there, it was already 1.10. After
all, it ig a question of handling the
House. We are not to blame. My
valuable colleagues made valuable
suggestions. But the way the Home
Minister was also replying, “shero-
shairi” was going on. We were total-
ly not involved. Can’t we express
our views for 4 or 5 minutes even?
I requested Mr. Kesri, the Minister of
State for Parliamentary Affairs, to
please try to accommodate ug in this
matter., As far as the Minister and
the State Minister for Home Affairs
are concerned, they can come here in
5 minutes.

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (SHRIR. R.

But it is not possi-
ble for me to over-rule the directions
of the Chair.
