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Railway, 4 coaches next to the engine derailed
of which one capsized. According to the
information so far available 8 persons are
feared dead, 11 sustained grievous injuries and
IS simple injuries.

Immediately on receipt of information,
medical relief van accompanied by Medical
Superintendent, doctors, Divisional Railway
Manager, and other railway officers, was
rushed to the site. Ex gratia relief has been
arranged.

Chairman, Railway Board and Mem-toer
Engineering, have flown to the site of
accident.
