THE MINISTER OF STATE IN THE
MINISTRY OF RAILWAYS (SHRI
C. K, JAFFAR SHARIEF): Sir, with
deep sense of regret I rise to inform
the House that at about 04.30 hours on
20-3-1980 while 11 Down Barak Valley
Express was on run between Dihakho
and Mupa stations on Lumding—
Badarpur Hill gection of Northeast
Frontier Railway, 4 coaches next to the
engine derailed of which one capsized.
According to the information so far
available 8 persons are feared dead, 11
sustained grievous injuries and 13
simple injuries.

Immediately on receipt of informa-
tion, medical relief van accompanied
by Medical Superintendent. doctors,
Divisional Railway Manager, and gther
railway officers, was rushed to the site,
Ex gratia relief has been arranged.

Chairman, Railway Board and Mem-
ber Engineering, have flown to the
site of accident,
