(i) Selection, by the Indian Hockey 
Federation, of players who, though 
individually good, were not in their prime 
and were thug not suitable to play on astro-
turf where youth and stamina are 
necessary; 

(ii) lack of adequate and proper coaching 
and physical conditioning of the players 
before participation; and
