Since statistics of foreign tourist arsi-
vals are collected on an all-India basis
and on State-wise or place-wise
basis, the actua] number of tourists
visiting the Andaman & Nicobar Is-
3ands is not readily available, With
the opening up of the Andaman Is-
lands, which were closed 1o foreigners
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until 1973, keen interest is now being
evinced by international tourists, as
well as by domestic tourists, in vist-
ing the Islands. The flow of tourists
to these Islandg is somewhat restrict-
ed in view of the permit system for
foreigners, ang limied air and ship-

ping services available from the
mainland.

At Port Blair the fouowmg acco-
mmodation is available;—

(i) Tourist Home 32 beds
(ii) Magapod’s Nest 12 beds
(iii) Corbyn’'s Cove Beach ‘

Hotel 32 beds

At Mayabunder, Rangeet and Digli-
pur, guest houses having twg or three

rooms are also available for use by
tourists.

To meet the increasing demang for
accommodation, the Central Depart-
ment of Tourism is constructing a
Youth Hostel of 44 beds at Port Blair
at an estimated cost of Rs, 10.00
lakhs, It is expecteq to be ready
during 1980, The Islands Administra-
tion proposes to expang the Tourist
Home atl Port Blair by adding 25 beds,
There is also a wproposal from a

private party to put up a 108- room
hotel at Port Blair.
