should cite the particular rule under
which it is raised. In Rajya Sabha, | say
with all the force and empahsis at my
command, there is a convention that
whenever on gets up and raises a point of
order, one does not have to quote the
rule. This has been the convention and in
fact that is how the honourable Member
goes on raising points of order day in and
day out. And today suddenly he is asking
‘imder what rule'?

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN  (SHRI
SHYAM LAL YADAV): Mr. Dwi-vedi,
please come to your point of order.
Please be brief.

SHRI DEVENDRA NATH DWI-
VEDI; The honourable Minister of State
for Finance has made a very serious
statement; the point he made is very
serious. He has tried to make a distinction
between Government and officers. Under
the Parliamentary system of Government
the Minister is answerable for his
department. Beginning with the Minister
down to an ordinary cha-prasi, he is
answerable for the actions of the
Government. Government does not mean
you. You will disappear but they will
continue and they will be Government,
they are the Government ..

SHRI ZULFIQUARLLAH: Thafc
is not what | said....

SHRI DEVENDRA NATH DWI-
VEDI; | want your ruling on my point,
Sir—whether it is open to the
Government, to the Minister, to say that
he is responsible only for bis own actions
while he is not answerable to this House
for the actions of his officers. As | have
understood the law is very clean, the
convention is very clear. You must give
a ruling—under _the system of accoun-
tability of the Government to Parlia-
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ment and through Parliament to the
people, the Government is responsible—
Government means the totality of the
Government, not the Minister. Therefore,
this distinction between Minister and the
Government is very dangerous and you
must give your ruling whether it is open
to the Minister to make this kind of fall-
acious, illegal, unconstitutional state-
ments and get away with them. Therefore,
please give your ruling here and now.

SHRI A. R. ANTULAY; Fo, God's sake, do
not interrupt. Now, they were there and |
also thought  why they should be there in
such  big number. When | reached the spot,
the officers came. Half an hour thereafter, the
metal detector came. A person was carrying
that. He was covering the space, both within
the bungalow which is under construction—
which is an open farm-house and which is not
fully constructed yet—and also on the farm,
including the trees, the trunks, the branches, the
fruit; and so on. It was as if they were told—
whatever may be th, information; I am not, at
the moment, on the point whether it was right
or wrong—that the wealth was hidden at certain
places. An intensive raid was being carried out
in certain parts both on the farm and , outside.
If, suppose, we assume that something was
being transported, as is now being claimed, a
truckload of something in acar or whatever
it was, there was no occasion for carrying out
the raid itself.  This is the first point.

Secondly, it was said that digging
operations were going on there. They are
going on there even now because the farm-
house itself is under construction and the
digging operations will go on till the farm-
house remains under construction. Therefore,
the conduction of digging operationg in regard
to th, construction of the farmhouse, which is
under construction, which is not fully
constructed yet and which is open on all fronts
and sides with no doors, windows and so on,
is
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no evidence that something was being dug
out and that was being done even at the
time when th, officers carried out the
search there. Assuming for the sake of
argument that something was being
transported, have the police force  and
the authorities of law become so
'impotent’, to use the words of the hon.
Deputy Prime  Minister which he used in
regard to this very Government, as not to
chase it when hundreds of  policemen
were there? Don't you have a record as to
the time they reached there, who asked
them to go there, were they there on an ex-
cursion or on a holiday? If they were there
on duty, there must be , record a to the
time they reached there. They reached
there much before any of the officers
reached there.  Obviously so. This was
because, if something was being
transported, they were there to prevent it,
as if. Therefore,. Mr. Vice-Chairman, the
real fact that is  now revealed is this. |
am not blaming the Deputy Prime Minister
for this. This was carried out when he
was out. After  this raid was  carried
out, he came in.  Therefore, nobody can
say that he gave instructions.  But he is
going to believe Mr. Vice-Chairman, that
the raid on the farm-house of the ex-Prime
Minister of India was carried out at the
instance of the officers? Is the hon.
Minister of State  serious, honest and
truthful when he is stating here  that this
was done under the Income-tax law?
Yes. Itwas done under the Income-tax
law. But was it not done at the instance of
somebody in the Government, in the
Ministry, Mr. M. M. Patel, the Prime
Minister, the Prime Minister's house? Can
anybody say so? Can anybody ay that
this was not done at the instance of
somebody in the Government? If this has
been done so, | think, the hon. Minister
of State is a poor man in the dark.

SHRI ANANT PRASAD SHARMA:
Pity him.

SHRI A. R. ANTULAY: Perhaps, they
do not think he is capable of running the
administration. Therefore,
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he is there as a poor clerk. He does not
know anything. Therefore, it is not
honest for him to come here and sa, with
all the responsibility, that this thing must
have happened like this and he is directly
in charge of this thing. Nothing can be
more redicuious than this claim.
Therefore Mr. Vice-Chairman, in the
interest of truth, | would request the
Deputy Prime Minister who is the
Finance Minister to do one thing.
Appoint a Committee

And it could not
have been from hiz knowledge.
Therefore, | will implore that this matter
should be taken with the utmost
seriousness and gravity which it
demands. We cannot just play with the
life, liberty, prestige and dignity of any
individual citizen of this great country of
ours, much less the ex-Prime Minister of
this country. And I have done.
