REFERENCE TO THE ALLEGED

IRREGULARITIES MADE IN AP-

POINTMENTS GF TOP PERSON-

NEL IN THE BONGAIGAQN PET-
RO CHEMICAL COMPLEX

SHRIDINESH GOSWAMI (Assam):
Sir, 1 thank you very much for hav-
ing given me the permission to raise
an i:nportant matter, a matter of
urgent public importance, and I would
like fo draw the attention of the Min-
ister of Petroleum and Chemicias,
through you.

Sir, this relates to the Bongaigaon
Petro-Cniemical Complex which was
e-iablished in Bongaigaon, Assam
with the objective of (a) strengthen-
ing the petroleum industry and (b)
quick economic development in thai
region and to provide opportiunities
to tlie local unemployed boys lo get
employment in that particular pro-
ject. But, Sir, unfogtunately, in
spite of the repeated assurances from
the Government that this project
would be commissioned soon, the date
of commissioning has been deferred
from time to time for one reason or
the other. It also appears that in mat-
tors of appointment to very impor-
taat posts, g vicious circle has deve-
loped there. The top posts of the
captive power plant, which is a very
important plant for the purpose of
commissioning of this project, has
been filled by persons from the Renu-
sagay Power Plant, a private power
plani helonging to the Birlas. The
deserving candidates, who are Jocal
candidatas, have been rejected in
order to accommodate people from
{he Renusagar Power Plant. 1 went
10 draw the attention of the Minister
concerned and the Government to a
glaring case of dubious employment
which is the case of appointment of a
Chief Chemist who has been brought
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frum the Renusagar Power Plaug
though he did not possess the requi-
sile qualifications for the job of as
Chief Chemist of the refinery. Soon
after that, it wag found that he did
Lol possess the requisite qualifications
for bolding the post of Chief Che-
inist and he was sent for lraining.
for the purpose of getting trained for
the job of Chief Chemist. Theire
were many other candidates who
vossessed the qualificationg ne:zessary
for this post, but they were not selec~
ted. The unfortunate resuly of the e
anomalies has been that the fiist umit
of the crude distillation plant is re-
ported lo be almast ready hut the
captive power plant has not oecoms=
ready with the result that there has
been delay in commissioning ana
conseyuently a tremendous loss to
the Government exchequer. In mat~
ters of employment, or of appoint-
ment even to lower posts, Sir, again
a vicioug circle has grown. Today,
exXaminations are being held in four
places for the purpose of filling up
of posis, even lower posts, and ihe
exzminations are held now at Gauhati,
Delhi, Bombay and Madras. Sir, L
have made inquiries and I have found
thet such examinations are conducted
in different places only in those cases
cf national undertakings which have
their hranches all over the country
like the nationalised banks. But the
Bongaigaon Petro-Chemical Complex
is 3 complex which is a local coniplex
and in such cases, such type of exa-
minratione in different places cught to
have never take place. For example,
i the case of the IPCL at Barcda,
which is a project of much greater
magnitude than the BPCC, the exami-
natiot s take place only at Baroda and
11 ng cther part of the country. The
result hss been that though there was
an announcement in the House that
this treject is meant to improve the
potentialities of employment of the
Incal lalents in the different jobs, this
has been denied to them now. This
has caused tremendous resentment in
the area and I take this opportunity
t¢ draw the attention of the House
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and through you, Sir, the attention
of the Minister of Petroleum  atid
Chemicals to this problem and I hope
he will inquire into it and enlighten
this House about the complaints that I
have hrought before the House ncw.
