“A party whose leadership is not
inspired by truth, justice or public
interest can never deliver the goods
or render any service to the peopie.”

This is from Mr. Charan Singh’s
letter of resignation to Mr. Chandra-
sekhar.

Why should he ask for more time
when the facts should be at the tip
of his fingers? Sir, I do maintain that
the Home Ministry is delinquent in
the matter of discharge of its respon-
sibility and it is giving an encourage-
ment. ...
